The Board of Commissioners of Fayette County, Georgia, met in Official Session on Thursday, June 26, 2008, at 7:00
p.m. in the Public Meeting Room of the Fayette County Administrative Complex, 140 Stonewall Avenue, Fayetteville,
Georgia.

Commissioner Frady called the meeting to order.
Chairman Smith entered the meeting at this time.
Commissioner Pfeifer offered the Invocation.
Pledge of Allegiance.

ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA:

Commissioner Frady made a motion to accept the agenda as presented. Commissioner Horgan seconded
the motion, discussion followed. Interim County Administrator Jack Krakeel requested “item H” under Old
Business regarding the Bond Advisory Committee’s recommendation on the agenda be removed to a future
date. He said staff was still in the process of gathering additional information and currently waiting on several
pricing quotes for elements of this refinancing. He said as soon as this information was received, staff would
be prepared to move forward and bring a recommendation to the Board. Commissioner Frady amended his
motion to exclude item H, Commissioner Horgan amended his second to exclude item H and Chairman Smith
called the question. The motion carried 5-0.

PRESENTATION/RECOGNITION:

PRESENTATION OF CITIZENS AWARD AND THE AMERICAN HEART CPR HERO AWARD:

A. Presentation of Citizens Award for heroic actions by six year old Haden Stusak who pulled his friend,
Josiah Buddha, age 5, from the deep end of a swimming pool, and the American Heart CPR Hero
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Award to Kalan Edwards, Shaine Catillo and Maria Yubetta for successfully administering Cardio
Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) to Josiah.

Acting Chief Allen McCullough introduced the 911 operators who were on duty that day as well as the 911
Emergency Services crew for Engine 7. He also recognized Kim Nichols with the American Heart Association.
He noted that Kim was the Emergency Cardiovascular Care Program Manager for the State of Florida as well
as the State of Georgia who presented the American Heart CPR Hero Award to Kalan Edwards, Shaine Catillo
and Maria Yubetta foradministering CPR to Josiah Buddha. Acting Chief McCullough presented Haden Stusak
with the Citizens Award for his heroic actions in rescuing Josiah Buddha on May 31, 2008 at a pool party.

RECOGNITION OF THE AMATEUR RADIO EMERGENCY SERVICES GROUP:

B. Recognition of the Amateur Radio Emergency Services Group (ARES) which has participated in the
911 Practitioner Program, including recognition of 911 personnel and others who have assisted in the
training of this group.

The Board recognized the Amateur Radio Emergency Services Group who participated in the 911 Practitioner
Program and also recognized the 911 personnel and others who assisted in the training of this group. The
members recognized for their efforts in this endeavor were members of the local ARES organization who have
participated in this project: Lynn Bianco, David Benoist, George Knight, Huey Kenmar, David Alread, Jim
Lynch, Brian Cook, Jim Burchfield and Lewis Patterson. Also recognized were Tyrone Police Chief Brandon
Perkins who provided the Security and Integrity training and testing; 911 Center staff Nicole Smith for providing
the call taking classes, and especially Cathy Crenshaw who went above and beyond with her time and
patience in getting all the volunteers through the G.C.I.C. training, workbooks and testing.

PROCLAMATION FOR NATIONAL THERAPEUTIC RECREATION WEEK:
C. Proclamation for National Therapeutic Recreation Week July 7 through July 11, 2008.

Chairman Smith read and the Board presented a Proclamation recognizing National Therapeutic Recreation
week of July 7 through July 11, 2008. A copy of the Proclamation, identified as “Attachment No. 1", follows
these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Director of Recreation Anita Godbee remarked that the Recreation Department’s therapeutic division involved
more than 200 intellectually disabled individuals who are citizens of this community. She said because of the
support they receive from the Board of Commissioners and staff, recreation can be provided for these
individuals which helps them achieve a quality lifestyle that they can enjoy and expect.

PUBLIC HEARING:

RESOLUTION NO. 2008-10 - ADOPTING THE BUDGET FOR FY 2009:

D. Public Hearing and final consideration of Fayette County’s proposed annual budget for fiscal year
2009 beginning July 1, 2008 and ending June 30, 2009.
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Chief Financial Officer Mary Holland remarked that staff was asking the Board for consideration to adopt the
proposed FY 2009 budget by adopting Resolution No. 2008-10. She read the Resolution for the Board and
the audience.

Chairman Smith remarked that this was a public hearing and anyone wishing to speak on this item could do
so at this time.

Alice Jones commented that she was highly disappointed that zero dollars had been appropriated to the Phase
Il of Kenwood Park and not even call boxes being considered for the park given the location of its construction.
She noted the recommendations by the Recreation Commission and staff to appropriate $1.4 million and
$10,000 for the call boxes. She said the homeowners in that area had fought hard to make sure that there
were accountable measures given in the entire County’s operating budget considering the percentage of tax
dollars that come from the North side of the County. She felt that most individuals did not have all of the
County at heart and it was evidenced here. She said she was speaking to the Board not just on her behalf
but on behalf of all of the residents of the North Fayette area. She remarked that Phase | of the park was
completed and there was not even a building for the staff to operate out of. She said she did not feel that this
was futuristic. She noted that there was not really anything that would generate revenue for this park except
for the pavilion and the cost therein was very minimal. She said she did not know if the budget was a “done
deal” but she felt this was not right considering the percentage of revenue that was generated from the North
side of the County.

Chairman Smith asked if anyone else wished to speak on the proposed budget.

Gary Swilley said he wanted to thank the Board for all of their effort and everything they have done for the
County. He said he also wanted to remind the Board of the responsibility that each member carried in
representing the citizens of this County. He said the budget was one of the major issues that was in his heart
tonight and he wanted to encourage the Board to give it a lot of thought. He said with the situation that this
Country was in, what he was facing due to his lack of income and the burden that all of the other citizens of
this County were facing, he just wanted to remind the Board of Commissioners that they were here to serve
the citizens and the citizens were not here to serve the Board of Commissioners. He asked the Board to really
give this budget some thought and he pointed out that this starts with him coming forward tonight to speak his
honest feelings and also starts with the Board of Commissioners and the accountability that all of us will have
to bear. He said the Board could spend all of the money this year leaving none for next year, or it could spend
a little this year and leave some for next year’s budget.

Chairman Smith asked Mr. Swilley if there was a particular area of the budget where he had some concern.

Mr. Swilley replied no, that he had not seen or read the budget other than what he had read in the newspaper
and comments he had heard. He said he knew for a fact that the budget was high figures.

Chairman Smith interjected that the proposed budget was a 6.1% decrease from last year’s budget.
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Mr. Swilley said he was aware of that fact but pointed out that the Board still needed to keep in mind the
increasing costs for everything.

Commissioner Frady interjected that the 6.1% decrease in the budget equated to approximately $7 million.
He said the Board would do everything it could to keep costs down for the citizens.

Chairman Smith asked if there were any more comments. Hearing none, he asked for the Board’s pleasure
on this issue.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to authorize the Chairman to execute Resolution No. 2008-10 adopting
the budget for FY 2009 beginning July 1*!in the amount of $79,526,262. Commissioner Horgan seconded the
motion, discussion followed.

Commissioner Pfeifer said he would be voting against the budget because in his opinion the personnel costs
were too high and this was due to the salary increases that were given by this Board. He pointed out that
salary increases would be a permanent and growing part of the budget. He said the increases were too much
and done in the wrong year.

Commissioner Maxwell commended Ms. Holland, the Finance staff as well as the Interim County Administrator
Jack Krakeel for all of their hard work on preparing this budget for the Board’s review and knowing that times
were tough right now. He said he would be remiss if he did not respond to the comment made previously that
the majority of the members of this Commission did not have the entire County in its heart. He said for
someone to say that this Board did not have the interest at heart for this entire County made him furious. He
said just three months ago this Board was faced with a decision regarding an issue in North Fayette County.
He said the Board voted 5-0 because it was the right thing to do for that part of the community. He said he
just could not allow the comment made tonight to go unchallenged. He encouraged Mr. Swilley to continue
to monitor this Board and call any of the Commissioners with any questions. He said every Commissioner on
this Board takes their job very seriously. He commented on the funding for Phase Il of Kenwood Park and
said that would involve millions of dollars that would have to be spent if and when that occurred. He said it
was an incredible feat that staff was able to return a budget that was 6.1% less than last year and typically did
not occur in government. He said he would encourage anyone to monitor this Board and also attend the
budget hearings that were held every year discussing the budget.

Commissioner Frady interjected that no money was budgeted for the South side recreation either.

Chairman Smith remarked that he would like to make some comments concerning the budget as well as the
wage and compensation study. A copy of his remarks, identified as “Attachment No. 2", follow these minutes
and are made an official part hereof. He also commended Ms. Holland, the Finance staff, the Interim County
Administrator Jack Krakeel, and the entire Fayette County leadership team including the constitutional officers
for a job that he considered to be very well done.

The motion carried 4-1 with Commissioner Pfeifer voting in opposition. A copy of Resolution No. 2008-10,
identified as “Attachment No. 3", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.
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PETITION NO. 1209-08, PETITION NO. 1210-08, RDP-009-08 AND RP-042-08:

E. This is a land exchange of 1.03 acres between Heron’s Landing Homeowners Association, Inc. and
Jamie Oden. This land exchange will involve a rezoning from C-S to A-R; a rezoning from A-R to C-S;
and a Revised Development Plan and a Revised Final Plat, both to remove 1.03 acres and to add
1.03 acres.

Consideration of Petition No. 1209-08 Heron’s Landing Homeowners Association, Inc., Owners, and
Eddie Wilkerson, Agent request to rezone 1.03 acres from C-S to A-R to add to an adjacent lot zoned
A-R and Petition No. 1210-08 Jamie Oden, Owner, and Eddie Wilkerson, Agent request to rezone
1.03 acres from A-R to C-S to add as Conservation Area to Heron’s Landing Subdivision. These
properties are located in Land Lot 29 of the 5" District and fronts on Old Senoia Road; and
consideration of Petition No. RP-042-08 and Petition No. RDP-009-08 Heron’s Landing Homeowners
Association, Inc., Owners, and Eddie Wilkerson, Agent request to revise the Recorded Final Plat and
the approved Development Plan of Heron’s Landing Subdivision to remove 1.03 acres and to add 1.03
acres to Heron’s Landing Subdivision. These properties are located in Land Lots 4 and 29 of the 5"
District and fronts on Old Senoia Road. Staff recommended approval subject to two (2) recommended
conditions. The Planning Commission recommended approval subject to two (2) recommended
conditions 5-0.

Zoning Administrator Dennis Dutton read the rules for public hearings. A copy of the rules, identified as
“‘Attachment No. 4", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Chairman Smith asked if the petitioner was present.

Eddie Wilkerson remarked that he was the agent for the petitioners. He said when Heron’s Landing Subdivision
was developed, a five-acre parcel was left close to the detention area. He said after discussing this with the
Heron’s Landing Homeowners Association, he asked if exactly one acre could be swapped from their green
space to this piece of property. He said this would give the Homeowners Association room all the way around
in case the property flooded. He said he had already received approval from all thiteen homeowners in
Heron’s Landing Subdivision and they had signed off on the plat. He said he was representing both sides of
this application and this was a land swap for a piece of land in the green space for a piece of untouched
property and the square footage of the green space was exactly as it was before. He noted that this was a
completely equal land swap. He asked for the Board’s consideration to approve this request.

Chairman Smith asked if anyone wished to speak in favor of these petitions. Hearing none, he asked if anyone
wished to speak in opposition. Hearing none, he declared the public hearing closed. He asked for the Board'’s
pleasure in this matter.

Commissioner Horgan made a motion to approve the applicant’s request for all of the petitions listed in their
entirety as requested including the two conditions as recommended by the Planning Commission and staff.
Commissioner Frady seconded the motion, discussion followed.
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Commissioner Maxwell asked for clarification from Mr. Wilkerson that he had definitely received unanimous
approval from every homeowner on this request. Mr. Wilkerson replied yes, that every homeowner had signed
off on this request and witnessed by a notary public.

The motion carried 5-0. A copy of the recommended conditions, Staff's Analysis and Investigation, identified
as “Attachment No. 5", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof. A copy of the Ordinance and
Resolution approving Petition No. 1209-08 with two conditions, identified as “Attachment No. 6", follow these
minutes and are made an official part hereof. A copy of the Ordinance and Resolution approving Petition No.
1210-08 with two conditions, identified as “Attachment No. 7", follow these minutes and are made an official
part hereof.

ADOPTED:

F. Consideration of proposed amendments to the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance regarding Article
l1I. Definitions, Carport and Porte Cochere and Article V. General Provisions, Section 5-9. Single
family dwelling, B. Carport and Porte Cochere as presented by the Planning and Zoning Department.
The Planning Commission recommended approval 5-0.

Zoning Administrator Dennis Dutton reviewed the amendments for the Board and remarked that this was
basically a housekeeping item addressing the porte cochere portion of the ordinance. He remarked that this
was a text amendment.

Chairman Smith asked if anyone wished to comment on this item. Hearing none, he declared the public
hearing closed. He asked for the Board’s pleasure in this matter.

Commissioner Pfeifer made a motion to approve the proposed amendments to the Fayette County Zoning
Ordinance regarding Article Ill. Definitions, Carport and Porte Cochere and Article V. General Provisions,
Section 5-9. Single Family Dwelling, B. Carport and Porte Cochere as recommended by the Planning
Commission. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0. A copy of Ordinance No.
2008-05, identified as “Attachment No. 8", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

CONSIDERATION OF PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE LAND USE ELEMENT OF THE FAYETTE

COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN REGARDING THE S.R. 54 WEST OVERLAY DISTRICT:

G. Consideration of proposed amendments to the Land Use Element of the Fayette County
Comprehensive Plan regarding the S.R. 54 West Overlay District as presented by the Planning and
Zoning Department. The Planning Commission recommended approval to recommendation #1 with
revisions 4-1. The Planning Commission recommended deleting recommendation #2 in its entirety
5-0.

Assistant Director of Planning and Zoning Tom Williams reviewed the proposed amendments to the Land Use
Element of the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan regarding the S.R. 54 West Overlay District. He said
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since the adoption of the Overlay District in 1995 there had been three rezoning requests for rezoning from
residential to office/institutional for lots within recorded subdivisions. He said one of these requests had been
approved and two were denied. He said on March 5" the Board of Commissioners had approved an initiation
of a work effort to amend the overlay district to clarify the County’s position for rezoning requests within
recorded residential subdivisions. He said the proposal before the Board was approved and recommended
by the planning staff and the Planning Commission.

Commissioner Frady asked if a lot less than five acres should not be considered for change from residential
to O-1.

Mr. Williams replied if a lot was part of a recorded subdivision, it would be considered for rezoning under that
circumstance.

Commissioner Frady said he would not be in favor of any residential lot going to O-I zoning under any
conditions.

Chairman Smith questioned the difference in the planning staff's recommendation and the recommendation
of the Planning Commission.

Chairman Smith asked if anyone wished to comment on this item.

John Allen Bell commented that he was not in favor of either staffs recommendation or the Planning
Commission’s recommendation. He felt this needed more discussion before a decision was made.

Chairman Smith asked if anyone else wished to speak. Hearing none, he declared the public hearing portion
closed. He remarked that the County has a long standing policy that the County will not take a lot in an
existing subdivision and change the zoning. He noted that staff had determined that there were some lots in
the County that did not have subdivision access and this was an attempt to address those lots.

After a brief discussion, Commissioner Maxwell remarked that since Mr. Bell had voiced some objection to the
recommendations, he did not want to move forward and suggested this matter be placed on the July 2™ Board
of Commissioners’ Workshop for further discussion. He said he would like to have staff as well as the County
Attorney address these issues.

Commissioner Frady said he agreed with Commissioner Maxwell and felt the Board needed further discussion.
He expressed concern that a business might be located in someone’s backyard.

Commissioner Pfeifer said he also agreed with Commissioner Maxwell and felt this issue was not clear enough
for the Board to vote on tonight.

Commissioner Maxwell made a motion to table this item to the Wednesday, July 2" Board’s Workshop meeting
for further discussion. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0.
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PUBLIC COMMENT:
There was none.

Call to Order by Chairman.
Chairman Smith called the July 2, 2008 Workshop Meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.
Acceptance of Agenda.

Commissioner Horgan moved to approve the agenda as published. Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. Some
discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA
There were no consent items.
OLD BUSINESS

A. Approval of staff’'s recommendation to accept the annual service agreement between Motorola and
Fayette County for the County’s 800 MHZ ASTRO Simulcast System Maintenance and for a contract
renewal for a term beginning on July 1, 2008 and ending on June 30, 2009 in the amount of $450,358.08.
The original contract was approved with the implementation of the Simulcast System.

Assistant Director of Communications Peggy Glaze stated 911 Communications was asking the Board to
authorize Chairman Smith to sign a renewal contract for the 800 MHZ Simulcast System and explained that
the system is used to communicate with public safety agencies in Fayette County. She understood that the
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amount of money was significant, but stated it paid for much of the equipment such as the radio system
structure located at the 911 Center, uninterrupted power sources at each of the tower sites, the weather alerting
system, the statewide radio channel that enables communication between public safety agencies, and the 911
telephone system. Chairman Smith asked if the dollar amount was comparable to what had been paid in
previous years. Ms. Glaze replied that the dollar amount requested this year was slightly lower that what was
requested last year, and explained the reason for the lower amount was because Motorola was giving a prepaid
discount of $3,682 if the amount was paid all at once at the beginning of the contract’s term. Finance Director
Mary Holland added the discount amount was greater than the interest the County could earn on the money.
Commissioner Frady moved to approve staff's recommendation to accept the annual service agreement
between Motorola and Fayette County for the County’s 800 MHZ ASTRO Simulcast System Maintenance and
for a contract renewal for a term beginning July 1, 2008 and ending June 30, 2009 in the amount of
$450,358.08. No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the request and the annual
service agreement, identified as “Attachment 1", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

Consideration of the revised Metropolitan North Georgia Water Planning District’s (MNGWPD) model
Floodplain Management Ordinance to replace the existing Article IV Floodplain Regulations of the
Fayette County Development Regulations. This item was last discussed during the Workshop Meeting
held on August 1, 2007.

Environmental Engineer Vanessa Birrell of the Engineering Department stated the revised Metropolitan North
Georgia Water Planning Districts’ model Floodplain Management Ordinance is the last model ordinance that
Fayette County is required to adopt. Discussion followed regarding the effect of the model ordinance on
Fayette County and its citizens, a new floodplain analysis and how to recover its cost, and the effort between
the County and FEMA to correct some of the inaccurate data currently being utilized by FEMA. Chairman
Smith stated this item was an ordinance change so it required two public hearings. He said the first public
hearing could be held by the Planning Commission and the second hearing would be held by the Board. Itwas
the consensus of the Board to authorize staff to forward the revised Metropolitan North Georgia Water Planning
District's model Floodplain Management Ordinance to the Planning Commission. A copy of the request,
identified as “Attachment 2", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Consideration of the proposed amendments to the Land Use Element of the Fayette County
Comprehensive Plan regarding the S.R. 54 West Overlay District as presented by the Planning and
Zoning Department. This item was tabled during the June 26, 2008 meeting.

Mr. Pete Frisina, Community Development Director, reminded the Board that this item was initiated at the
beginning of the year and was based on the S.R. 54 Overlay that was enacted around 1995. After giving a brief
explanation of the issue, he stated there were two recommendations to bring before the Board. The first
recommendation, from County staff, was that those lots in a residentially platted subdivision that are oriented
to or access S.R. 54 should not be given consideration for rezoning, but those lots in a residentially planned
subdivision that are not oriented to or access S.R. 54 could be given consideration for rezoning. Mr. Frisina
added that there was a second part to staff's recommendation that no residentially platted lots that are
surrounded by residentially platted subdivisions, regardless if they are located in a subdivision, will be
considered for rezoning. Discussion followed regarding staff's recommendation. Mr. Frisina then gave the
Planning Commission’s recommendation that any lot within a residentially platted subdivision, regardless of
whether the subdivision was oriented to or accessed S.R. 54, should not be considered for rezoning.
Discussion followed regarding the Planning Commission’s recommendation. Chairman Smith asked what the
effect would be if the Board took no action. Mr. Frisina said the County would remain in a situation where it acts
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inconsistently since there is no clear understanding of the policy. Commissioner Maxwell said he liked
Chairman Smith’s question because if a total ban on rezoning was enacted it would create problems, but if the
Board accepted staff's recommendation it would create other problems. Some discussion followed. Chairman
Smith thanked Mr. Frisina and said he realized much hard work had gone into it. Chairman Smith continued
saying there had already been two public hearings on this item and asked County Attorney Scott Bennett if a
motion had to be made or if the item could expire due to a lack of action. Mr. Bennett replied that either option
was acceptable. No motion was made and no action was taken. Chairman Smith announced the item had
expired due to lack of a motion. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 3", follows these minutes and
is made an official part hereof.

Discussion of recommendations for golfcart usage on County streets as presented by Planning and
Zoning, Public Works, and the Sheriff's Office. This item was last discussed during the Board of
Commissioners’ Retreat held in November 2007.

Captain Brian Woodie of the Fayette County Sheriff's Department- Traffic Division, Director of Public Works
Phil Mallon, and Mr. Pete Frisina discussed this item with the Board. Mr. Frisina gave a brief introduction of
this item including a description of what roads currently were permitted to allow golfcart usage, the problems
that prompted this discussion, and some criteria used to determine if a road is safe for golfcart use. The criteria
spoken about by both Mr. Frisina and Captain Woodie were that no golfcarts would be allowed to use a County
road if that road had a speed limit that exceeded 35 miles per hour or had a grade exceeding seven percent.
Captain Brian Woodie next gave some explanation about the criteria used to determine the safety of a road for
golfcart usage and enforcement problems encountered by the Sheriff's Department concerning the roads. He
informed the Commissioners that the Sheriff's Department would prefer that golfcarts not be permitted on any
road simply from a safety perspective, that the Sheriff's Department would not recommend golfcarts on roads
that exceed the parameters as discussed, and the Sheriff's Department would not want the County to approve
a golfcart to be used on County roads unless there was some legal mechanism in place for the Sheriff's
Department to conduct speed enforcement on those roads. Some discussion followed regarding what roads
could be authorized, difficulties encountered by changing the speed limits on roads, golfcart crossings on
County roads, and subdivisions with access to Peachtree City’s golfcart path system. There were further
questions on whether a road should be authorized for golfcart usage if one person on a street wanted usage
but everyone else did not. Chairman Smith said he understood the safety aspect of the situation but that while
it seemed to him the Sheriff's Department was saying it did not want golfcarts on County roads they were also
saying if there is a reasonable litmus test that could be applied using the parameters as discussed, the
assumption of risk would be reasonable to undertake. Captain Woodie said the issue could be looked at from
that perspective but added that the Sheriff's perspective was to determine how to charge a person in the event
of a fatal crash, if that person could be charged with a felony or misdemeanor. He said the Sheriff's Department
did not want golfcarts on a road because they are inherently dangerous, but it also realized that demand will
continue to rise due to escalating gas prices and the lure created by people driving their carts through
Peachtree City. The consensus of the Board was for County Attorney Scott Bennett and staff to review the
County’s current code regarding golfcart usage and to bring recommendations back to the Board which are both
comprehensive and meet all legal requirements. The Board then directed staff to return to a Thursday night
meeting for enactment of the recommendations. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 4", follows
these minutes and is made an official part hereof.
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NEW BUSINESS

E.

Consideration of staff’'s recommendation for changes to the “suggested planting materials” listed in
Article V, Buffer and Landscape Requirements, for the Fayette County Development Regulations.

Environmental Technician Nancy Howard informed the Board that the Engineering Department was proposing
changes to the suggested planting material list in the Fayette County Developmental Regulations in order to
provide timely and accurate information. She said the reasons for the change to the suggested planting
materials list were because some plants on the list were not appropriate for Fayette County’s Land Zone, were
not suited to a commercial site environment, were susceptible to disease, or were considered invasive since
they were exotic plants not native to the area. Commissioner Frady asked why the Board needed to authorize
these changes. Ms. Howard replied that Board authorization was required since it was a change to the Fayette
County Development Regulations. Commissioner Horgan asked if the plants were only suggested or if the
County was now requiring people to plant only certain kinds of plants. Ms. Howard answered that the list was
only for suggested plants but there was no requirement being placed on the people of the County. Some
discussion followed. Commissioner Maxwell said he was in favor of making the changes as long as the County
was not requiring people to plant certain types of plants. The consensus of the Board was to allow staff to
make the changes to the “suggested planting materials” as requested. A copy of the request, identified as
“Attachment 5", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Consideration of staff’'s request that the current Alcoholic Beverage Application document and
Personnel Statement document be revised.

Mr. Frisina said Fayette County’s current Alcoholic Beverage Application document and Personnel Statement
document were very extensive documents, that created excessive paperwork for both the applicantand County
staff, did not resemble the documents used by neighboring counties or municipalities, caused frustration with
applicants who thought the documents are overly complicated, required additional staff time to explain and
process, and resulted in the County receiving more information than needed. He said the only information the
County really needs are a background check and a criminal history check that would determine if a person is
afelon or otherwise unqualified for a license. He said staff has reviewed the applications in order to determine
what is really needed for a new application and tried to remove all the redundancies in the current application.
He continued saying staff was hoping to begin using the new applications as soon as possible since renewal
applications were going to be mailed in a couple of weeks, and said staff was requesting permission to use the
new applications. Some discussion followed about what information would be required, the length of the
document, the reciprocity of the documents between the County and its municipalities, and the enforcement
action of the ordinance. Commissioner Maxwell noted that the new documents needed some further revision
and gave a couple of examples. The consensus of the Board was to allow staff to further revise the Alcoholic
Beverage Application document and the Personnel Statement document, to work with County Attorney Scott
Bennett regarding the further revisions, and to bring the issue back to the Board for review at an evening
meeting since the changes will actually be ordinance amendments. A copy of the request, identified as
“Attachment 6", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.
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ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Reorganization of the Finance Department: Interim County Administrator Jack Krakeel and Finance Director Mary
Holland spoke to the Board about the internal reorganization of the Finance Department’s staff. Mr. Krakeel said over
the last year he had been working with Finance staff regarding an internal reorganization in order to achieve specific
goals related to the budget and budget analysis. He said the reorganization entailed a reassignment of duties in the
Finance Department that would utilize existing positions and provide staff with specific duties and responsibilities for
budget review, analysis and coordination with individual departments. Ms. Holland added that the responsibilities
extended beyond the budget since it was assigning the accounting analysts a set number of departments with
responsibility for everything in regard to those departments including budget processing, ensuring expenditures are
accounted for correctly, moving toward the countywide enactment of the purchase card program, and accounting for
fixed assets and inventory purchased by the County. Mr. Krakeel said a quarterly review of the budget was being
enacted between senior staff and department heads, and the accounting analysts would assist by preparing reports for
the quarterly review process. He added that the reorganization would give greater accountability to the County, give
additional expertise within the Finance Department with specific departmental responsibility, and provide assistance to
department managers. He said part of the reorganization required one position to be upgraded and another position
to be eliminated. Ms. Holland added that the position of Receptionist needed to be upgraded since, after the new phone
system went on-line, the need for receptionist was virtually eliminated, and the receptionist was being utilized more in
the role of Accounting Technician, so the request was to upgrade the Receptionist to Accounting Technician. She
continued, saying the Finance Department had one open position— Inventory Clerk—and she wanted to have that position
eliminated and the responsibilities for the position divided between the accounting analysts. She mentioned that by
eliminating that position and upgrading the other position, the Finance Department could realize an annual net savings
of approximately $30,000. Some discussion followed. Commissioner Maxwell moved to upgrade the position of
Receptionist in the Finance Department to Accounting Technician and to eliminate the position of Inventory Clerk,
resulting in a savings of approximately $30,000. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. No discussion followed.
The motion passed unanimously.

Cancellation of the July 10" Meeting: Mr. Krakeel said the agenda for July 10" had only two non-critical items on it,
that those items were able to be reassigned to a future date, and recommended that the Board consider cancelling its
meeting to be held on July 10. Commissioner Maxwell asked if there were any hearings requested on July 10.
Executive Assistant Carol Chandler said the only requests were for two bid awards. Commissioner Frady moved to
cancel the meeting for July 10 as discussed. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The
motion passed unanimously.

STAFF REPORTS

Property and Casualty Insurance Coverage: Ms. Holland said several months ago a Request for Proposals (RFP) was
issued to 18 vendors for the County’s property and casualty insurance coverage but proposals were received from only
two vendors. She reported that staff had analyzed the proposals before providing a recommendation to the Interim
County Administrator, and now she wanted to update the Commissioners on the proposals as well. Before explaining
the results fo the analysis, she said staff considered two main points: 1) price and coverage, and 2) the financial stability
of the insurance company providing the coverage. She said staff was ready to recommend a carrier based on their
analysis, and this recommendation could possibly save the County up to $200,000 from what was budgeted. She asked
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if the Board was interested in taking action on the recommendation since the County’s policy actually expired on June
30, although the County had been able to obtain an extension and the current carrier was willing to price their services
retroactively to July 1, 2008. Ms. Holland mentioned that one company that provided quotes was Public Risk
Underwriters who used Travelers and that Travelers has an A+ rating. The other company that provided a quote was
Argonaut Insurance Company who uses Matrix. She stated that staff was recommending Public Risk Underwriters who
uses Travelers based on the coverage provided, an insignificant difference between the two policy costs, and the
financial strength of the company. Chairman Smith asked if the Board was being told that Public Risk Underwriters was
the best of the bids but not the lowest bid received. Ms. Holland said that was correct. Some discussion followed.
Commissioner Frady moved to accept the bid submitted by Public Risk Underwriters for property and casualty insurance
provided by Travelers. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed
unanimously

Emergency Operations Center Grant: Interim Fire Chief Allen McCullough informed the Commissioners that Public
Safety is seeking approval for the Fayette County Emergency Management Agency to seek grant funding in the amount
of $1,000,000 from the Federal Management Agency’s Fiscal Year 2008 Emergency Operation Center Grant Program
in order to assist in the construction of the proposed Fayette County Emergency Operations Center. He said the grant
is a Federal grant that is made available through the Department of Homeland Security. He added that Captain Pete
Nelms had met with State Director Charlie English of Homeland Security, and that Mr. English is supporting their
endeavor. Some additional explanation and discussion continued. The Board’s consensus was to allow Public Safety
staff to seek the grant funding as requested. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 7", follows these minutes
and is made an official part hereof.

Grant Award: Public Works Director Phil Mallon informed the Commissioners that the Fleet Department had been
awarded a grant to retrofit some of its diesel engines in order to improve air quality, but he did not know when the grant
money would arrive to the county.

State’s General Permit for All Construction Sites: Mr. MALLON informed the Board that the State’s general permit
for all construction sites is currently being revised and is open for public comment. He explained that when the revisions
go into effect there would be a good chance the Commissioners would receive complaints from home builders and
developers. He reiterated that the change was coming from the State, and said if the Commissioners wanted further
information he would provide it to them.

BOARD REPORTS

One Real Estate Acquisition Item and One Litigation Item: Mr. Krakeel said he had one real estate acquisition item
for Executive Session. Mr. Bennett said he had one litigation item for Executive Session. Commissioner Frady moved
to adjourn into Executive Session to discuss one real estate acquisition item and one litigation item. Commissioner

Horgan seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.

The Board of Commissioners adjourned into Executive Session at 5:20 p.m. and returned to Regular Session
at 6:14 p.m.
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Chairman Smith asked for the record to reflect that the Commissioners discussed one real estate acquisition item and
one litigation item while in Executive Session.

Executive Session Affidavit: Commissioner Horgan moved to authorize the Chairman to sign an Executive Session
Affidavit stating one real estate acquisition item and one litigation item was discussed in Executive Session.
Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the
Executive Session Affidavit, identified as “Attachment 8", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

I have reviewed the proposal from the Clerk of Superior Court with respect to
establishing a formal relationship with the Georgia Superior Courts Cooperative
Authority. The formal agreement would result in the “Authority” accepting transfer of
court document images. In return for providing these images to the Authority which
makes them available for viewing and downloading at a cost to the user, the Clerk of
Superior Court will receive .25 cents per image that this accessed.

The proposal from the Clerk would create a Fund in which these revenues would be
deposited solely for the purpose of creating electronic images of Superior Court Records
that have not been imaged prior to 2001. At the conclusion of the project, funds received
from this initiative would be deposited into the County’s General Fund.

For FY-09, the County has provided funding to the Clerk of Superior Court for
microfilming in the amount $28,400 budget line item 521316. Should the BOC approve
the request to engage the services of the “Authority” this funding can be eliminated from
the FY-09 budget.

Re: Records Preservation and Technology Fund

Pursuant to Georgia Statute §15-6-62, it is the duty of the Clerk of Superior Court “to
record all the proceedings of any civil and criminal case within six months after the final
disposition.” I have taken this duty seriously and have been electronically preserving
the data since I took office in 2001. However, prior to my taking office the Courts
records have not been recorded in their entirety. Only the complaints, answers and
finals have been recorded in civil cases and the accusation or indictment and final
dispositions have been recorded in criminal cases. Obviously, this leaves a tremendous
vacancy in the permanent record of the Fayette County Court records.

Preserving the record in the magnitude that is required can be quite expensive. The
project for record preservation in the Real Estate Division is near $250,000.00 of Fayette
County tax dollars. The current budgetary restraints of Fayette County are not
conducive to a project of this enormity. However, there is a possible solution that might
solve this problem, if you as Commissioners are willing to participate.

The Georgia Superior Court Cooperative Authority (aka “Authority) has a program
whereby the local Clerks can enter into an agreement with them as a State entity and
trade court images for funds that must be earmarked for record preservation or
technological advances in the local Clerk’s office. The said agreement is also codified
between the Clerk and Commissioners (see the attached agreement).

I respectfully ask that you consider the attached agreement along with the codes
sections that outline the Clerk’s responsibilities for record preservation. I further request
that you as the governing body of Fayette County allow me as the Clerk of Superior
Court to transact business with the Clerk’s Authority in an effort to preserve Fayette
County’s court records at NO expense to the tax payers of Fayette County.

IRS Increases Mileage Rates through Dec. 31, 2008

IRS Increases Mileage Rates through Dec. 31, 2008

IR-2008-82, June 23, 2008

WASHINGTON — The Internal Revenue Service today announced an
increase in the optional standard mileage rates for the final six months of
2008. Taxpayers may use the optional standard rates to calculate the
deductible costs of operating an automobile for business, charitable, medical
OT MOVIng purposes.

The rate will increase to 58.5 cents a mile for all business miles driven from
July 1, 2008, through Dec. 31, 2008. This is an increase of eight (8) cents
from the 50.5 cent rate in effect for the first six months of 2008, as set forth
in Rev. Proc. 2007-70.

In recognition of recent gasoline price increases, the IRS made this special
adjustment for the final months of 2008. The IRS normally updates the
mileage rates once a year in the fall for the next calendar year.

"Rising gas prices are having a major impact on individual Americans. Given
the increase in prices, the IRS is adjusting the standard mileage rates to better
reflect the real cost of operating an automobile," said IRS Commissioner
Doug Shulman. "We want the reimbursement rate to be fair to taxpayers."

While gasoline is a significant factor in the mileage figure, other items enter
into the calculation of mileage rates, such as depreciation and insurance and
other fixed and variable costs.

The optional business standard mileage rate is used to compute the
deductible costs of operating an automobile for business use in lieu of
tracking actual costs. This rate is also used as a benchmark by the federal
government and many businesses to reimburse their employees for mileage.

The new six-month rate for computing deductible medical or moving
expenses will also increase by eight (8) cents to 27 cents a mile, up from 19
cents for the first six months of 2008. The rate for providing services for
charitable organizations is set by statute, not the IRS, and remains at 14 cents
a mile.

The new rates are contained in Announcement 2008-63 on the optional
standard mileage rates.

Taxpayers always have the option of calculating the actual costs of using
their vehicle rather than using the standard mileage rates.

F. Consideration of staff’s request that the current Alcoholic Beverage Application document and
Personnel Statement document be revised.

Mr. Frisina said Fayette County’s current Alcoholic Beverage Application document and Personnel
Statement document were very extensive documents that created excessive paperwork for both the
applicant and County staff, did not resemble the documents used by neighboring counties or municipalities,
causes frustration with applicants who think the documents are overly complicated, require additional staff
time to explain and process, and results in the County receiving more information than it actually needs.

He said the only information the County really needs are a background check and a criminal history check
that would determine if a person is a felon or otherwise unqualified for a license. He said staff has reviewed
the applications in order to determine what is really needed for a new application and tried to remove all the
redundancies in the current application. He continued saying staff was hoping to begin using the new
applications as soon as possible since renewal applications were going to be mailed in a couple of weeks,
and said staff was requesting permission to use the new applications. Some discussion followed about
what information would be required, the length of the document, the reciprocity of the documents between
the County and its municipalities, and the enforcement action of the ordinance. Commissioner Maxwell
noted that the new documents needed some further revision and gave a couple of examples. The
consensus of the Board was to allow staff to further revise the Alcoholic Beverage Application document
and the Personnel Statement document, to work with County Attorney Scott Bennett regarding the further
revisions, and to bring the issue back to the Board for review at an evening meeting since the changes will
actually be ordinance amendments.

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D. Discussion of recommendations for golfcart usage on County streets as presented by Planning and
Zoning, Public Works, and the Sheriff’s Office. This item was last discussed during the Board of
Commissioners’ Retreat held in November 2007.

Captain Brian Woodie of the Fayette County Sheriff's Department— Traffic Division, Director of Public Works
Phil Mallon, and Mr. Pete Frisina discussed this item with the Board. Mr. Frisina gave brief introduction of
this item including a description of what roads currently were permitted to allow golfcart usage, the
problems that prompted this discussion, and some criteria used to determine if a road is safe for golfcart
use. The criteria spoken about by both Mr. Frisina and Captain Woodie were that no golfcarts would be
allowed to use a County road if that road had a speed limit that exceeded 35 miles per hour or had a grade
exceeding seven percent. Captain Brian Woodie next gave some explanation about the criteria used to
determine the safety of a road for golfcart usage and enforcement problems encountered by the Sheriff's
Department concerning the roads. He informed the Commissioners that the Sheriff's Department would
prefer that golfcarts not be permitted on any road simply from a safety perspective, that the Sheriff's
Department would not recommend golfcarts on roads that exceed the parameters as discussed, and the
Sheriff's Department would not want the County to approve a golfcart to be used on County roads unless
there was some legal mechanism in place for the Sheriff's Department to conduct speed enforcement on
those roads. Some discussion followed regarding what roads could be authorized, difficulties encountered
by changing the speed limits on roads, golfcart crossings on County roads, and subdivisions with access to
Peachtree City’s golfcart path system. There were further questions on whether a road should be
authorized for golfcart usage if one person on a street wanted usage but everyone else did not. Chairman
Smith said he understood the safety aspect of the situation but that while it seemed to him the Sheriff's
Department was saying it did not want golfcarts on County roads they were also saying if there is a
reasonable litmus test that could be applied using the parameters as discussed, the assumption of risk
would be reasonable to undertake. Captain Woodie said the issue could be looked at from that perspective
but added that the Sheriff's perspective was to determine how to charge a person in the event of a fatal
crash, if that person could be charged with a felony or misdemeanor. He said the Sheriff's Department did
not want golfcarts on a road because they are inherently dangerous, but it also realized that demand will
continue to rise due to escalating gas prices and the lure created by people driving their carts through
Peachtree City. The consensus of the Board was for County Attorney Scott Bennett and staff to review the
County’s current code regarding golfcart usage and to bring recommendations back to the Board which are
both comprehensive and meet all legal requirements. The Board then directed staff to return to a Thursday
night meeting for enactment of the recommendations.

Subject: Demand for Golf Cart Usage in Unincorporated Fayette County.

The demand for golf cart usage in unincorporated Fayette County is growing among the
public. Since Peachtree City was developed on the concept of golf cart accessibility,
there has been a demand demonstrated for subdivisions in close proximity to Peachtree
City wanting access into Peachtree City via a golf cart. Woodcreek and Jefferson Creek
Subdivisions access Peachtree City through the Preserves Subdivision (Peachtree City)
located on Redwine Road. Timber Lake Subdivision has accesses to Peachtree City
through their recreation area. High Grove Subdivision also accesses Peachtree City
through Timber Lake Subdivision with a path along Redwine Road connecting High
Grove to Timber Lake.

The County allows golf cart use on roads that have been authorized by the Board of
Commissioners. This regulation (Ordinance 95-10) was adopted on April 27, 1995. The
majority of roads authorized for golf cart use are interior subdivision streets. The only
exceptions have been portions of existing County Roads that are fully within the
boundaries of a subdivision. These roads include Quarters Road within the boundaries of
Highgrove Subdivision and Huiet Drive within the boundaries of Waterlace Subdivision.

We are now getting inquiries for golf cart use on roads which are not within a
subdivision. For example, residents of The Landings Subdivision are requesting that a
portion of Sumner Road be approved for golf cart use. Sumner Road runs from
unincorporated Fayette County into Peachtree City. It is legal to use a golf cart on the
Peachtree City portion of Sumner Road. Peachtree City allows golf carts on streets with
a speed limit of 35 miles per hour or less unless there is a designated golf cart path in
close proximity that can be used instead of a road. According to Mr. M.G. Flynn of The
Landings, arrangements were made for residents of the subdivision in 2001 to access
Sumner Road through two lots in the subdivision and the Coweta-Fayette EMC property
located at the intersection of SR 54 and Sumner Road. In the summer of 2006, the
County placed signs at the entrance of subdivisions approved for golf cart use stating that
golf carts were not allowed beyond that point. The residents of The Landings
Subdivision stopped accessing Sumner Road with golf carts at that time.
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Staff (Planning and Zoning, Public Works, and Sheriff’s Office) has researched the issue
of allowing golf cart use on streets outside of a subdivision and, of course, the major
issue is safety. Although the use of a multi-use path is always preferred and should be
provided wherever feasible, staff believes the risk associated with golf carts on public
roads can be minimized if the following minimum conditions are met:

o Golf cart usage should be limited to Local streets, as indicated on the Fayette
County Thoroughfare Plan;

e The posted speed limit should be 35 mph or less;

o The 85" percentile speed should not exceed the posted speed limit by more than
16 mph, as determined by studies performed by the Sheriff’s Office;

e The minimum grade of the road should not exceed seven percent; and,

e The minimum sight distance at any location along the road should meet or exceed
200 feet.

In addition to verifying these conditions are met, Staff would also consider any other
existing conditions particular to the street in the recommendation. Following a request by
property owners, Staff would prepare a report and recommendation to the Board of
Commissioners.

The suggested change to the Fayette County Code is as follows:

In the situation where conditions change over time on a street authorized for golf cart use
making it too dangerous, the County would be faced with two options. The first option
would be to remove the street form the authorized list discontinuing golf cart use. The
second option would be to reduce the posted speed limited and/or implement additional
signage/ markings and traffic calming devices to improve safety.

On 04/02/08, the BOC directed staff to refine working, include building materials, and clearer definition of "the street"
in Exemption B-1 and return on 05/07/08. On 06/04/08, the BOC instructed staff to advertise for public hearings.

Welcome and Call to Order:

Chairman Powell called the Public Meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance. He introduced
the Board Members and Staff and confirmed there was a quorum present.

1. Consideration of the Minutes of the meeting held on June 5, 2008.

Chairman Powell asked the Board Members if they had any comments or changes to the Minutes, Al
Gilbert made the motion to approve the Minutes. Tim Thoms seconded the motion. The motion
unanimously passed 5-0.
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2. Consideration of the Workshop/Public Meeting Minutes of the meeting held on June
19, 2008.

Chairman Powell asked the Board Members if they had any comments or changes to the Public
Meeting/Workshop Minutes. Bill Beckwith made the motion to approve the Public Meeting/
Workshop Minutes. Tim Thoms seconded the motion. The motion passed 4-0-1. Chairman Powell
abstained from the voting due to being absent from the Public Meeting/Workshop.

3. Consideration of proposed amendments to the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance
regarding Article V. General Provisions, Section 5-17. Height Limitation of Walls and
Fences and Section 5-11. Common Area, and Article III. Definitions (Common Area,
Fence, and Walls) as presented by the Planning & Zoning Department. /nstructed by
BOC on 106/03/07 to begin review.

Pete Frisina explained that the B.O.C. had received a request to allow a fence to remain in the right-
of-way. He commented that the County Administrator had instructed Staff to go to the property to
look at the fence. He remarked that Staff found the fence to be too high in terms of the ordinance.
He said since there was a zoning violation; the County Administrator asked Staff to survey the
County and many fences were found which do not comply with the current ordinance. He added that
many of the existing fences are very expensive and constructed of wrought iron, brick, stucco, and
rock with elaborate entrances. He remarked that these existing fences add aesthetics and value to the
homes. He stated that based on Staff research, it is common for a city or county to only address
fence violations on a complaint basis.
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In which case if there are no complaints a fence violation may never be addressed. He stated without
a permitting procedure the ordinance could not be enforced until after the fence is constructed. He
noted that Staff began review on the current ordinance to see if the ordinance could be adapted to the
existing fences and walls in the County.

Chairman Powell advised that questions from the P.C. had been forwarded to the County Attorney
and his responses had been incorporated into the proposed ordinance. He said the County Attorney
has provided his expertise and added some good points. He asked if there were any public
comments.

Carl Imes asked how the proposed ordinance would be enforced.

Chairman Powell replied that a scaled drawing is required to be submitted to the Planning & Zoning
Department for approval and the issuance of a Zoning Compliance Form. He added that fence
companies would be advised of the proposed amendments.

Al Gilbert remarked that if someone calls in a complaint the Marshal’s Office conducts an
investigation.

Hearing no further comments, he closed the floor from further comments.

Tim Thoms made a motion to delete paragraph A in its entirety in the current ordinance. Chairman
Powell seconded the motion.

Mr. Thoms explained that he was not comfortable with the proposed amendments. He said that the
County had not enforced the current ordinance and how was it going to enforce the proposed
ordinance. He stated that he did not agree with all of the stringent requirements in lieu of passing
something much simpler.

Tim Thoms amended his motion to delete “Height” from the title of the current ordinance; delete
paragraph A in its entirety in the current ordinance; and to delete “apart” in paragraph B and replace

it with “in width and height” in the current ordinance.

5-17. Height Limitations of Walls and Fences.

B. No wall or fence shall be constructed in a public right-of-way. Any entrance must be
at least fourteen (14) feet apast in width and at least fourteen (14) feet in height at
the driveway to allow for passage of emergency vehicles.

Chairman Powell seconded the amended motion. The motion failed 1-4 with Chairman Powell, Bill
Beckwith, Al Gilbert, and Jim Graw voting in opposition.

After a very lengthy discussion on the Draft - Proposed Amendments, a consensus still could not be
reached by the P.C. on all of the elements of the proposed ordinance. Three (3) of the members had
problems with various elements such as fence height limitations, a scaled drawing, elevations, and
materials to be utilized.
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Jim Graw stressed his desire for requiring an ultimate height limitation. He pointed out that there are
basically three (3) options: 1) increase the height of a wall/fence in the front yard to twelve (12) feet;
2) increase the height of a wall/fence in the side/rear yard to fourteen (14) feet; and 3) make no
changes to the currenl ordinance. He stated that it is not the property owner’s fault that their
wall/fence is too high but it is the fault of the County because it did not enforce the ordinance.

A discussion was also held regarding the regulation of fence height by the zoning district; however,
the County Attorney had stated that it was too complex to regulate walls and fences in this manner
and that a uniform height is easier for enforcement. Some of the P.C. members were in favor of
regulating fence height by zoning districts as follows: One (1) acre and two (2) acres— 4 feet in the
front and 8 feet on the sides/rear; Three (3) acres — 6 feet in the front and 10 feet on the sides/rear;
Five (5) acres — 8 feet in the {ront and 10 feet on the sides/rear; A-R — no limitations.

A discussion was held about tabling the proposed amendments to allow further discussion at the July
Workshop; however, only one (1) of the P.C. members wants to establish a maximum height
limitation. He stated that he was not willing to discuss the proposed amendments at a Workshop due
to height limitations when the majority of the P.C. had agreed that there should not be a height
limitation.

Bill Beckwith made a motion to approve the proposed amendments for Walls and Fences as
modified below; Section 5-11. Common Area as submitted; and the three (3) Definitions as
submitted. Chairman Powell seconded the motion.

Mr. Thoms reiterated that he was not comfortable approving the proposed amendments; however, he
was going to vote in favor of the motion. He commented that after seven (7) Workshops, the P.C.
still has not reached a consensus, but just a majority. He suggested that the P.C. make a
recommendation and forward the proposed amendments to the B.O.C. and if they don’t like the
proposed amendments, then the B.O.C. will send it back to the P.C., because it is not a perfect
ordinance.

Mr. Graw reiterated that he was not comfortable not having any set height limitations for control and
added that he felt strongly about establishing height limitations and could not vote in favor of the
motion. He asked why the other members wanted to delete the height limitations and have none
when the height limitations had been in the ordinance for years. He expressed concem about
decreasing a neighbor’s property values due to an oversized fence.

Chairman Powell replied that things have changed over the years and what was good 30 years ago
may not be appropriate today. He said thirty (30) years ago, people did not build $50,000, fourteen
(14) foot high ornamental fences.

The P.C. modified the proposed amendments as follows with deletions in strikethreugh and additions
in bold, italics, and underline.

The
motion for adjournment unanimously passed 5-0. The Public Hearing adjourned at 9:27 P.M.

SEVERABILITY; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING LAWS, ORDINANCES, AND RESOLUTIONS;

Section I. The Fayette County Zoning Ordinance (1980), as amended, is hereby further
amended by amending the provisions for walls and fences in its entirety; by adding provisions for a
common area; and by adding definitions for Common Area, Fence, and Wall.

Section II. The Fayette County Zoning Ordinance (1980), as amended, is hereby further
amended by deleting Section 5-17. (Height Limitation of Walls and Fences) in its entirety, and in
lieu thereof, enacting a new Section 5-17. (Height Limitation of Walls and Fences) to read as

follows:





ARTICLE V. GENERAL PROVISIONS

5-17. Walls, Fences, and Entrance Structures located in a front vard in A-R and all residential

zoning districts and Residential and Nonresidential Subdivision Entrance Walls and Fences.

A.

All walls and fences shall comply with the following:

|

No wall or fence shall be constructed in a public right-of-way, and such wall
or fence shall not be constructed any closer than three (3) feet from any fire
hydrant. Fences in the right-of-way will be removed.

Any vehicular driveway shall have a minimum clearance of fourteen (14) feet
in width and fourteen (14) feet in height to allow for the passage of
emergency vehicles.

All walls and fences shall be maintained and repaired as required in the
International Property Maintenance Code.

A Zoning Compliance Certificate will be required for all walls and fences
located in a front yard prior to construction. A scaled drawing shall be
submitted to the Planning & Zoning Department which shall include, but not
limited to: wall and/or fence elevations, location, height of wall/fence,
posts/columns, and ornamental statues, figurines, and light fixtures, visibility,
spacing over the entire linear footage of wall/fence, changes in grade,
building materials, and other requirement of the ordinance.

Walls and Fences not exceeding four (4) feet in height shall comply with the
following:

1.

A wall or fence shall be constructed of brick/brick veneer, stucco, synthetic
stucco, rock, stone, cast-stone, wood, wrought iron, chain link or other wire
materials, or other architecturally engineered facades which match these
materials.

Posts or columns, light fixtures, ornamental statues, and figurines shall not be
included in the measurement of the four (4) foot wall height.

Walls and Fences exceeding four (4) feet in height shall comply with the following:

1.

A wall and/or fence shall be constructed of brick/brick veneer, stucco,
synthetic stucco, rock, stone, cast-stone, wood, wrought iron, or other
architecturally engineered facades which match these materials.





A solid wall and/or fence shall not exceed four (4) feet in height and any
portion of a wall and/or fence higher than four (4) feet shall have a minimum
visibility of 50 percent (50%) which shall be uniformly spaced over the entire
linear footage of the wall and/or fence. Columns and posts shall not be
included in this calculation.

A vehicular entry structure shall not be subject to the four (4) foot wall and
fence requirement or the minimum visibility of 50 percent (50%) within 35
feet of either side of the driveway.

Walls and fences that cannot meet height requirements due to changes in grade shall
make adjustments to each section (as created by the columns or posts) of the wall or
fence to meet the requirements to the greatest degree possible. This will result in a
stair-step pattern as the wall or fence moves along the grade.

Exemptions.

The following shall be exempt from the above requirements:

1.

In any residential zoning district where horses are kept in accordance with
Article V. General Provisions, Raising and Keeping Horses in Residential
Districts, a wall or fence made of chain link or other wire materials is exempt
from the four (4) foot maximum height requirement and shall not exceed a
maximum of five (5) feet in height in a front yard.

Where the use of the property is for farming in an A-R zoning district,
including the raising and selling of crops and livestock, is exempt from the
four (4) foot maximum height requirement, and exempt from the construction
requirements of brick/brick veneer, stucco, synthetic stucco, rock, stone, cast-
stone, wood, wrought iron, or other architecturally engineered facades which
match these materials.

Walls and Fences in any residential or A-R zoning district;

a. On a corner lot, in order to reduce road noise, a solid wall and/or
fence along a street which is classified as an Arterial or Collector per
the Fayette County Thoroughfare Plan shall be exempt from the four
(4) foot maximum height requirement and the 50 percent (50%)
visibility requirement. However, this exemption shall not apply to the
street which the front door of the residence is facing.

b. Where a temporary fence is used in conjunction with a construction
site, said fence is exempt from the requirements of this section.





(Note:

C. A fence required for a telecommunication tower site shall comply
with the requirements of Article V. General Provisions,
Telecommunication Antennas and Towers and shall be exempt from
the requirements of this section.

d. A wall or fence used in conjunction with a storm water facility shall
be exempt from the requirements of this section.

g A wall or fence used in conjunction with any non-residential
Permitted Use or Conditional Use, including but not limited to: an
Animal Hospital, Kennel; Cemetery and Mausoleum; Church,
Temple, or Place of Worship; Colleges and Universities; Day Care
Facility; School, Private; Telephone, and Electric or Gas Sub-Station
or other Public Utility Facilities shall be exempt from the
requirements of this section.

f. With regard to the location of a wall or fence, a through lot shall be
exempt from the four (4) foot maximum height requirement and the
minimum 50 percent (50%) visibility requirement except for the area
between the street from which the lot is accessed and the front
building line which shall be treated as a front yard.

Residential and Nonresidential Subdivision Entrance Walls and Fences.

Subdivision Entrance Walls and Fences shall be placed on common property under
the ownership of the Home Owners Association (HOA) or the Property Owners
Association (POA). Common property shall be shown on the Preliminary Plat and/or
Final Plat. Said walls and fences shall not be subject to the four (4) foot height or 50
percent (50%) visibility requirements, but shall be constructed of brick/brick veneer,
stucco, synthetic stucco, rock, stone, cast-stone, wood, wrought iron, or other
architecturally engineered facades which match these materials.

(Check with the Building Permits & Inspections Department for any permitting
requirements for walls/fences/subdivision entrances.)

Nonconformance.

All walls and fences which did not comply with the height requirements, prior to (the
adoption date) and which do not comply with these regulations are considered to be
legally non-conforming and shall be allowed to be maintained and rebuilt to their
current size and height. All walls and fences erected after (the adoption date) shall
comply with the current requirements.





The Fayette County Zoning Ordinance (1980), as amended, is hereby further amended by
adding Section 5-11. (Common Area) in its entirety, enacting a new Section 5-11. (Common Area) to
read as follows:

5-11. Common Area. When a common area is located between a lot and the road/street right-of-
way, the setback on the lot shall be measured from the right-of-way as a front yard setback or from
the common area as a side or rear setback and whichever is greater shall apply.

The Fayette County Zoning Ordinance (1980), as amended, is hereby further amended by
adding definitions to Article III (Definitions), thereby enacting a definition for Common Area, Fence,

and Wall to read as follows:

Common Area. Any part of a development that is not part of a building lot and is designated for
the common usage of the development.

Fence. Structures made of posts, columns, boards, wire, pickets, wrought iron or rails.
Wall. Structures made of masonry or concrete.

Section III. If any part of this Ordinance shall be declared unconstitutional by the judgment
of any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality shall not affect the remainder of this
enactment, and such remainder of this enactment shall remain in full force and effect.

Section IV. All laws, ordinances, and resolutions, or parts thereof, which conflict with the
provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

Section V. This Ordinance shall become effective upon its approval by the Board of
Commissioners.

This project is for structural repair of the concrete box culvert under Milam Road at Whitewater Creek and other improvements
which include installation of guardrails on both shoulders of the road at the culvert location. The repair work includes filling a large
void on the inlet end of the three-barrel culvert, sealing cracks in the wingwalls and removing overgrown vegetation and trees from
the inlet end of this structure. These deficiencies were first identified during a routine Georgia Department of Transportation
bridge inspection. Three proposals were received for the work. Engineering Restoration' cost estimate was $4,100 more than the
low bid but their proposal scored substantially better in nearly all the evaluation criteria as compared to the low bid. Please see the
attached recommendation memorandum for additional justification of the recommendation.

This cost is much less than originally budget for this project.
