Call to Order by Chairman


Chairman Smith called the Workshop Meeting to order.  Commissioner Frady was not present for the meeting.


Acceptance of Agenda


Commissioner Horgan motioned to accept the agenda as published and was seconded by Commissioner Pfeifer.  The


motion passed unanimously.


OLD BUSINESS:


A. Discussion of Fayette County 911 Communication’s Reconfiguration Service Proposal presented jointly by


Sprint/Nextel and Motorola for the Rebanding of the 821 MHz radio frequencies.  This item was last discussed


during the Thursday, February 22, 2007 Regular Meeting.  A copy of the request and contract, identified as


“Attachment 1", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


Ms. Cheryl Rogers, Director of Communications, spoke to the Board about the Reconfiguration Service
Proposal.  Some discussion followed.  Commissioner Maxwell motioned to accept the Reconfiguration
Service Proposal presented  jointly by Sprint/Nextel and Motorola for the Rebanding of the 821 MHz
radio frequencies, and to authorize the Chairman to sign the contract pending legal review.
Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
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B. Discussion and direction regarding Fayette County’s Stormwater Maintenance Program.  This item was last


discussed at the County Commission Retreat in November, 2007.  A copy of the request and presentation


notes, identified as “Attachment 2", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


Mr. Phil Mallon, Director of Public Works, made a presentation to the Board about Fayette County’s
Stormwater Maintenance Program.  Some discussion followed.  The Board directed Mr.  Mallon to return
to the April or May Workshop with a detailed proposal, including cost information and available options
regarding the Stormwater Maintenance Program.


C. Discussion of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance regarding Article V.  General Provisions, Section 5-17.


Height Limitations of Walls and Fences and Section 5-11.  Common Area, and Article III.  Definitions, Common


Area, Fence and Wall as presented by the Planning and Zoning Department.  This item was last discussed


during the October 3, 2007 Wednesday Workshop Meeting.  A copy of the request and presentation notes,


identified as “Attachment 3", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.


Mr. Pete Frisina, Director of Planning and Zoning, and Mr.  Dennis Dutton, Zoning Administrator,  made
a presentation to the Board  about proposed amendments to Article V of the Fayette County Zoning
Ordinance.  Some discussion followed.  The Board directed Mr.  Frisina to return at a later date with a


better definition of the 50% visibility requirement for fences and walls. The Board also asked for
suggestions on how the ordinance could be amended so fences and walls could better limit sound and
light intrusion on major highways and in subdivisions.

Financial Analyst Ted Burgess spoke of the proposed specifications for the Fiscal Year 2009 Property
and Casualty Insurance, and the criteria used in obtaining the specifications.  Some discussion
followed.

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OLD BUSINESS:
C. Consideration of the Water Committee’s recommendation to comply with the modified Department of


Natural Resources Environmental Protection Division Order and to allow water restrictions as
recommended under the State’s permit, effective April 1, 2008.


Water System Director Tony Parrott remarked that Dr. Carol Couch, the Director of the Environmental Protection Division
Department of Natural Resources, has modified the drinking water permits so that the amount of available water could
be increased to water customers starting April 1  using an average for April through September, 2007.  He said Fayettest


County would still have to be 10% below this amount but there would be more water available.  He said by modifying
the permit it means that swimming pools can be filled and each household could water for twenty-five minutes using a
hose with a nozzle that stops when released.   He further remarked that newly installed landscaping that was in place
for less than thirty days may be watered up to three days per week on the odd/even system between midnight and 10:00
a.m. provided that the person watering takes the on line outdoor water use registration program that would be available
through the Urban Agriculture Council at www.urbanagcouncil.com .  He said with Fayette County’s current water usage,
the  County would have more than 300 days available using the 10.5 million gallons per day.  He said Fayette County
had sufficient water supplies to go with the restrictions.  He said it was the Water Committee’s recommendation to
change the outside watering restrictions to match what the State of Georgia had approved.  


Chairman Smith felt the Board would continue to want a confirmation from Mr. Parrott and the Water Committee that
there would continue to be an effort to monitor the County’s position so that the increased demand would not reduce the
County’s supply and render it in a poor position.  He said the Board would want some assurance from Mr. Parrott that
he would continue to modify the County’s water levels and keep the Board posted at least as frequently as the Water
Committee meets and more often if there was a turn toward the negative.  


Mr. Parrott said he would keep the Board updated through the Water Committee reports.  
        
Commissioner Maxwell made a motion and Commissioner Frady seconded the motion that the County follow the
recommendation of the Water Committee for watering restrictions effective April 1 through the end of September and
that the Board receive continual updates from the Water Committee regarding this situation, discussion followed.  


Chairman Smith asked if anyone in the audience wished to comment on this issue.  


Tim Thoms, 625 McBride Road, Fayetteville said he appreciated the Water System making the recommendation to go
along with the Governor’s guidelines.  He encouraged the Board to look at incentives from other areas instead of saying
that outdoor watering was banned in order to save the 10% water usage.  He said there was an economic impact as a
result of the drought and watering restrictions and the green industry was suffering terribly.  He said this would also have
an overlap effect on other businesses in the County.  He asked that the Board consider the totality of the effort that
needed to be done and encouraged the Board to look at studying a way to take this further. He said there was a large
usage of water by the schools as well as commercial businesses and there were going to be additional enforcement
actions if they did not meet the goals.  


Eleanor Sanderson, 225 Compton Drive, Fayetteville remarked that she came from a long line of gardeners and
gardening was a very important part of her life.  She said it did something to her soul to have to sit and watch her garden
die because of no outside watering.  She said she did accept the water committee recommendations for outside watering
and would abide by those.

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Mikey Harp, 1692 Highway 92 South, Fayetteville said Harp Farms had approximately 25 acres of production and out
of that acreage there was only two acres that he did not recapture the water on.  He remarked that he recaptures 90%
of the water that was used on his nursery.  He said his business obtains water from wells and also from rainwater and
he had been doing this since 1988.


Chairman smith called for the vote.  The motion carried 5-0.  A copy of the request and the Department of Natural
Resources Environmental Protection Division’s Order, identified as “Attachment No. 17", follow these minutes and are
made an official part hereof.

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DISCUSSION OF BID AWARD TO ATLANTA PETROLEUM EQUIPMENT COMPANY FOR THE CONTRACT
FOR UPGRADES TO THE FUEL ISLAND/FUEL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM AT THE SHERIFF’S
DEPARTMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $51,788:
Director of Fleet Maintenance Bill Lackey remarked that this had been an ongoing project which actually
started back in Fiscal Year 2005.  He said at that time they were going to try and install the fuel management
portion to get the Sheriff’s Department on line with the same system that was used at Public Works.  He said
the intent was to take money out of the Contingency Fund and for whatever reason the project was delayed.
He said the next fiscal year he had submitted in his budget for capital improvements to install a fuel
management system and upgrade the canopy and this was never considered during the budget hearings and
was denied.  He said for this Fiscal Year in the Capital Improvement Plan he did have funds approved for the
upgrades.  He remarked currently the fuel management system which records all of the County’s transactions
was not working.  He said they were having to record all fuel transactions manually on a clip board that was
hanging near the pump.  He said the fuel dispenser was probably close to twenty years old and was
transferred from the old jail to the existing location at the time the new Justice Center was built.  He said every
component of the fuel island was starting to fail.  He said they were having trouble getting parts for the
dispenser.  He said they had come up with a system that was comparable with the system at Fleet
Maintenance.  He said the access keys for all County vehicles would be the same and if the system at the
Sheriff’s Department failed for whatever reason they could fill up at Fleet.  


Mr. Lackey respectfully asked for the Board’s consideration to award the bid to Atlanta Petroleum Equipment
Company for the contract for upgrades to the fuel island/fuel management system at the Sheriff’s Department
in the amount of $51,788.  He said the R.F.P.’s had been sent out and Atlanta Petroleum Equipment was the
low bidder.  


Chairman Smith said it was his understanding that there was not only a problem with the equipment but a
problem with the canopy height.  


Mr. Lackey replied yes, that was correct.  He said the canopy had been moved from the old site and the height
would not allow a large tanker truck to come in.  He said this was causing them to take deliveries of 4,000
gallons or less.  He said the difference in price would be 5¢ per gallon which would equate to approximately
$450 per delivery.  He said annually that would add up to a little over $5,000.


Chairman Smith asked what the storage capacity of the tanks was and Mr. Lackey replied that it was a 10,000
gallon tank.  


Chairman Smith asked if there were any further questions.  Hearing none, he asked for the Board’s pleasure
in this matter.
