Wording for the Agenda:

Update and continued discussion of creating a stormwater utility by the staff of the Stormwater Management Department.

Background/History/Details:

Stormwater Management is charged with identifying all operations and maintenance of the County's stormwater system including but not
limited to identification and engineering of capital improvement projects, water quality management, regulatory compliance and program
administration. Currently, Fayette County Stormwater Management functions at a minimal level given the constraints imposed by
resource allocations. An assessment of the Stormwater Department's operational and financial aspects should be conducted in an effort
to better manage our local water resources, keep citizens' and property safe from flooding, erosion and water pollution issues, and
identify unknown problems and key opportunities. As future development occurs and the County's MS4 ages, there will be growing
pressure to meet demands of deteriorating drainage infrastructure, regulatory water quality and floodplain requirements, and future land
use planning.

Since this issue was last discussed, staff has met with other entities in the County to investigate the possibility of creating a joint utility
with Brooks, Woolsey, and/or Tyrone. Staff will be recommending that a Stormwater Utility Feasibility Study be performed.

What action are you seeking from the Board of Commissioners?

Following this briefing, if the Board of Commissioners concurs that a feasibility study should be done, this item will be placed on the
Board's August 13 Consent Agenda for approval.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
FAYETTE COUNTY
AND
PEACHTREE CITY

I. PURPOSE

Peachtree City and Fayette County enter into this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to
provide adequate training opportunities for Peachtree City and Fayette County first
responders in the event of a search and rescue incident on Lake Horton or Lake Kedron.

A. Annual training of first responders is necessary for the safety of the dive team
members, members of the Fire and Emergency Services personnel and Marshall’s Office.
B. The safety and welfare of Fayette County citizens and out of county visitors that
come to Lake Horton and Lake Kedron is vital:

C. Certification is required for all dive team members annually.

I1. COMMITMENTS OF THE PARTICIPATING AGENCIES

The parties agree as follows:

A. Limited training will be allowed on Lake Horton and Lake Kedron on an annual
basis.
B. Training exercises will be scheduled Monday through Thursday only and only during

the open park hours which are dawn to dusk.

C. Scheduling of the training will be coordinated between the Peachtree City Dive
Team, Fayette County Fire and Emergency Services, Marshal’s Office and Water System.

D. No jet skis are allowed as part of the training exercise.

E. Training will only be for personnel that are employed or volunteering with Peachtree
City Dive or Fayette County Public Safety.

F. The Antioch Creek Boat ramp will be closed to the public during training and a
notice will be given three weeks before training.

I11. ISSUANCE OF POLICIES AND REGULATIONS

The Participating Agencies agree to work together to the extent practicable to develop
policies and regulations to carry out the purposes of this MOU.





IV. MISCELLANEOUS

This MOU is strictly for internal management purposes, does not expand or alter the scope of
the Participating Agencies’ respective authorities, and shall not be construed to create any
legal obligation on the part of either agency or any private right or cause of action for or by
any person or entity.

V. PRINCIPAL CONTACTS

Each party hereby designates the following as the initial principal contacts for the parties.
These contacts may be changed at the Participating Party’s discretion upon written notice to
the other Participating Party.

Director, Fayette County Fire and Emergency Services
Chief Marshall, Fayette County

Director, Fayette County Water System

VI. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

This MOU shall take effect on the date of the last approving signature specified in Section
VII, below. The MOU may be modified upon the written agreement of the Participating
Parties. The MOU may be terminated 120 days after a Participating Party provides written
notice to the other Participating Party.
