Chairman Smith called the meeting to order.

ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA: Commissioner Horgan made a motion to accept the agenda as presented. Commissioner
Hearn seconded the motion. Chairman Smith requested New Business item F. be moved to the firstissue for discussion.
Commissioner Horgan and Commissioner Hearn amended the motion to reflect this change. The motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
F. UPDATE ON THE H1N1 VIRUS PLANNING AND PREPAREDNESS ACTIVITIES UNDERWAY IN THE
COMMUNITY:

Director of Public Safety Allen McCullough and Captain Pete Nelms presented a powerpoint presentation updating the
H1N1 virus planning and preparedness activities underway in the community. A copy of the presentation, identified as
“Attachment No. 1", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof. Captain Nelms pointed out that on June
11, 2009, the World Health Organization signaled that a pandemic of novel H1N1 flu was underway. It was noted that
the age group that was most vulnerable was 5-24 years of age.
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OLD BUSINESS:

A DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE FAYETTE COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE
REGARDING ARTICLE VII. CONDITIONAL USES, EXCEPTIONS, AND MODIFICATIONS, SECTION 7-6.
TRANSPORTATION CORRIDOR OVERLAY ZONE, A. SR54 WEST OVERLAY ZONE, 4. ARCHITECTURAL
STANDARDS, GASOLINE CANOPY, AND C. GENERAL STATE ROUTE OVERLAY ZONE, 4.
ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS, GASOLINE CANOPY:

Director of Community Development Pete Frisina discussed this item with the Board and remarked that this related to
an aesthetic issue regarding gasoline canopies . A copy of the presentation, identified as “Attachment No. 2", follows
these minutes and is made an official part hereof. After a brief discussion, he asked for the Board’s consideration to
advertise the proposed amendments to be heard by the Planning Commission on October 1, 2009 and by the Board
of Commissioners on October 22, 2009. There was a consensus by the Board that this item move forward and the
process could begin.

B. DISCUSSION OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM (NSP) GRANT AWARD APPROVED
ON MARCH 27, 2009 IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,178,544:

Director of Community Development Pete Frisina discussed this item with the Board. A copy of the presentation,
identified as “Attachment No. 3", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof. He remarked that staff had
applied for these funds back in January but after reviewing the results of the criteria it was determined that there were
not enough homes to meet the goal of this grant award.

County Attorney Scott Bennett remarked if this was the Board’s intent, he would recommend the Board draft a letter to
officially withdraw the application for the grant award.

Commissioner Maxwell made a motion to authorize the Chairman to sign a letter withdrawing the County’s application
for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program Grant Award. Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. The motion
carried 4-1 with Commissioner Horgan voting in opposition. A copy of the letter, identified as “Attachment No. 4", follows
these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

C. DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE FAYETTE COUNTY SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS
IN ITS ENTIRETY:

Director of Public Works Phil Mallon discussed this item with the Board. A copy of his report, identified as “Attachment
No. 5", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof. He remarked that a Review Committee was created
and Staff and the Committee had held three meetings to review the proposed amendments. He said there were three
pending items that needed further review and discussion: (1) Street length; (2) Street eyebrows; (3) Requirement of any
applicable ordinances to Revised Final Plats; and (4) Approval by the Planning Commission for Revised Final Plats. After
further discussion there was a consensus that this item would come back to the Board for further discussion at the
Commissioners’ workshop to be held on November 7, 2009.

D. UPDATE ON PHASE IIl OF THE WEST FAYETTEVILLE PARKWAY PROJECT:

Director of Public Works Phil Mallon discussed this item with the Board. He remarked that he had not yetissued a Notice
to Proceed to a consultant on this project. He said all of the work thus far was being done in house by Road Director
Carlos Christian. He said most of the comments and questions had come in from Lester Road residents located
immediately South of the school complexes. He said their concerns included the possibility of increased traffic, being
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able to walk across the street, incorporating the existing multi-use paths that the City has built and could there be a
guarantee that traffic would be no worse after this project was completed. He feltit was important in the next few months
to get existing traffic counts on some of the key roads such as Redwine Road, Harp Road, Ebenezer Road and Lester
Road. He also commented that without accurate field information of wetlands and streams staff could not provide
definitive recommendations.

Commissioner Maxwell said he wanted to make sure homeowners were aware of what was happening in this area before
work was started. Commissioner Hearn agreed and suggested temporary signs be placed at appropriate locations.
County Administrator Jack Krakeel remarked that certified letters could be mailed to homeowners followed with a verbal
contact.

Chairman Smith asked for staff to draw up a construction time line on the Phase Ill project and determine the amount
of manpower that was allocated for this project.

There was a consensus that this item would come back to the Board for further discussion at the Commissioners’
workshop to be held on December 2, 2009.

E. UPDATE ON COMPREHENSIVE TRANSPORTATION PLAN AND DISCUSSION OF PRELIMINARY
RECOMMENDATIONS.

Director of Public Works Phil Mallon introduced Joel Mann of Glatting, Jackson, Kercher, Anglin, Inc., who provided the
Board with an update on the Comprehensive Transportation Plan as well as preliminary recommendations. A copy of
the presentation, identified as “Attachment No. 6", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
None.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT: County Attorney Scott Bennett remarked that since he would be in Athens next week attending
the institute for City and County Attorneys and would not be at the September 10" Board meeting, he had the following
two items for the Board’s consideration.

AMENDED ECO-SOUTH, INC. CONTRACT FOR MITIGATION WORK AT THE PIGEON CREEK SITE: County
Attorney Scott Bennett asked for the Board’s consideration to authorize the Chairman to execute the amended Eco-
South, Inc. contract for mitigation work at the Pigeon Creek Site in the amount of $583,494. He said the Board had
considered this contract at a prior meeting and Eco-South, Inc. had agreed to also submit monthly invoices for
consideration as well as provide a Performance Bond. He also noted that Eco-South, Inc. would be responsible for any
damages to this site such as a two times rain event. He said if there was vandalism or infestation then that would be
the County’s responsibility. He said the County would also have a 10% retainage on this entire project as part of this
agreement.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to authorize the Chairman to execute the amended contract with Eco-South, Inc.
in the amount of $583,494. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0. A copy of the
contract, identified as “Attachment No. 7", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.
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AMENDED INTERGOVERNMENTAL S.P.L.0.S.T. AGREEMENT WITH THE CITIES: County Attorney Scott Bennett
asked for the Board’s consideration to authorize the Chairman to execute the amended Intergovernmental S.P.L.O.S.T.
Agreement with the Cities. He said the provision that the County would provide the funds to the Cities within ten business
days of the County receiving the funds from the State was now included in this Agreement.

Commissioner Frady made a motion to approve the amended Agreement to add the ten day disbursement of funds to
the cities as part of the original contract and to authorize the Chairman to execute the amended Intergovernmental
S.P.L.O.S.T. Agreement with the cities. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0. A copy
of the Agreement, identified as “Attachment No. 8", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

STAFF REPORTS:

DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS PHIL MALLON: Director of Public Works Phil Mallon updated the Board on the school
striping and marking on S.R. 85. He said this had been done and everything was in accordance to standards. He further
noted that the yellow line striping on S.R. 92 at the Lowery Road intersection near the Spalding County line was in the
process of being completed.

WELCOME TO THE NEW ROAD DEPARTMENT DIRECTOR ANDY ADAMS: Mr. Mallon introduced the new Road
Department Director Andy Adams to the Board. Mr. Adams provided the Board with a brief update on the current County
road projects.

BOARD REPORTS:

COMMISSIONER ERIC MAXWELL: Commissioner Maxwell commented on a letter the Board had received from the
Association of County Commissioners of Georgia regarding recovery zone bond waiver and re-allocation bonds as
approved by the Georgia State Financing and Investment Commission. He said he did not want to miss the opportunity
to take advantage of these funds.

County Administrator Jack Krakeel remarked that this had been investigated approximately three months ago, but
unfortunately the County did not have any projects that would meet the criteria to qualify for these bonds.

CHAIRMAN JACK SMITH: Chairman Smith said he had two items to report. He reported on the Atlanta Regional
Housing Forum that he had attended earlier in the day and the connection to transportation funding. He said the Federal
Government was in the process of gathering data to write a new transportation bill. He said it was clear that part of the
criteria for future Federal funding may be tied to available transit and density of housing.

Chairman Smith also remarked that the new restaurant called “Frank’s” at the Old Mill on S.R. 54 West would be open
to the public on Friday, September 4th.

Chairman Smith called the September 10, 2009 Board of Commissioners Meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
Commissioner Hearn offered the Invocation.

Chairman Smith led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acceptance of Agenda.

Commissioner Horgan moved to accept the agenda as published. Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion. The motion
passed unanimously.

PRESENTATION/RECOGNITION:

A. Proclamation recognizing September 17-23, 2009 as “Constitution Week in Fayette County”.

Chairman Smith, on behalf of the Board of Commissioners, proclaimed September 17-23, 2009 as “Constitution
Week in Fayette County”. The James Waldrop Chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution presented the
Board with a certificate of award recognizing the Board’s outstanding work promoting the United States Constitution.
A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 1", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.
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B. Proclamation recognizing September 19, 2009 as “Honor Flight Fayette Day”.

The Board of Commissioners proclaimed September 19, 2009 as “Honor Flight Fayette Day”. A copy of the request,
identified as “Attachment 2", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

C. Recognition of employee Steve Tafoya who has earned certification as Master Code Professional.
The Board of Commissioners and Director of Community Development Pete Frisina recognized employee Steve
Tafoya who has earned certification as Master Code Professional. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment

3", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Donald Fowler: Mr. Donald Fowler, a resident of Hood Road, thanked Commissioner Lee Hearn for meeting the residents
of Hood Road, for visiting the proposed Hood Road Bridge site, and for confirming the residents concerns. He said the
invitation stands for the Commissioners and Public Works employees to visit the site and that the residents would be glad
to speak to those who are interested. He wished the Commissioners had more time to review the proposed SPLOST projects
before they were placed on the November 3, 2009 Referendum.

Richard Price: Mr. Richard Price, a resident of Hood Road who lives east of the proposed Hood Road project, presented
a packet to each Commissioner providing information, pictures, and concerns about the proposed project site. He also
thanked Commissioner Hearn for coming to Hood Road and hearing the concerns of the residents. A copy of the packet,
identified as “Attachment 4", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Bob Ross: Mr. Bob Ross commented on the August 28, 2009 judicial proceeding and subsequent ruling concerning
Commissioner Robert Horgan and the attempted recall election. He explained that, despite the ruling, not much has
changed. He gave an outline of those conditions which have not changed and then spoke about the conditions which have
changed. He noted that it is on record that Judge Baldwin found Commissioner Horgan committed an act of misconduct in
office and violated the Georgia State Code of Ethics. He concluded that the proverb from French novelist Alphonse Karr was
correct when he said “The more things change, the more they stay the same”.

Gene Key: Mr. Gene Key, a resident of Hood Road, thanked Commissioner Hearn for meeting with the residents of Hood
Road and listening to their concerns. He recalled an email he read recently about elected officials who will do or say anything
to get a vote and then will do as they will without listening to their constituents, but he thought the current Board of
Commissioners was willing to listen to the citizens and listen to reason. He explained that the proposed Hood Road project
is a waste of money and he would not want to have a “bridge to nowhere” located in Fayette County. He concluded that if
the Board had more time to review the list of projects before a vote authorizing the Referendum was required the Hood Road
project would have been removed from that list.

Harold Bost: Mr. Harold Bost began saying it was unfortunate that Judge Baldwin’s ruling was based on his inability to link
Commissioner Horgan'’s “despicable behavior” to his duties as a Commissioner. He added the judge made it clear that
Commissioner Horgan's behavior violated the State’s and County’s Code of Ethics. He hoped Commissioner Horgan “took
to heart” the judge’s words, and he hoped the judge and prosecutor in Commissioner Horgan’s criminal case will take Judge
Baldwin’s suggestion to make resignation from the Commission seat a condition of any probation they may give. He referred
to Commissioner Horgan's statement that he was happy with the ruling since it would save the taxpayers the cost of a special
election, but he said the cost to the taxpayer is the same since the taxpayer will receive nothing for the money the
Commissioner is paid.
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Tom Halpin: Mr. Tom Halpin spoke about a comment made at the August 12, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting
regarding the percentage of out-of-county vehicles parked at the Fayette Pavilion, and he asked if there was any
documentation showing the percentage of revenue obtained from those coming to Fayette County from out-of-county to shop.
He assumed, based on the number of out-of-county vehicles parked at the Fayette Pavilion after business hours, that the
vehicles were driven by store employees and that the percentage of revenue obtained by Fayette County from out-of-county
citizens does not equate to, and is less than, the percentage of out-of-county vehicles parked at Fayette Pavilion. Secondly,
Mr. Halpin was concerned, based on a newspaper article, that Fayette County was beginning a traffic study regarding the
West Fayetteville Bypass around schools. His third concern was based on another newspaper article in which Chairman
Smith spoke about a college campus proposal and his statement “If you build it they will come”. He asked where the land
was allocated for the building of a college. He hoped the County has already allocated some property in the event the
SPLOST Referendum passes, which he hoped would not occur, so it would be known where the college would be built. He
added a similar problem occurred when people voted for a Bypass and later learned it would come through their houses and
backyards. He concluded it did not make sense for people to be asked to vote for something that is so vague.

Public Works Director Phil Mallon spoke about staff's recommendation and answered questions and concerns from
the Board.

Commissioner Frady moved to authorize Mallett Consulting to proceed with the Professional Engineering Design
and Project Management services for the Mclntosh Road Bridge SPLOST Project in the amount of $182,520
contingent on the commitment of Spalding County to fund their portion of the cost of the project. Commissioner
Horgan seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment
19", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Request from Coweta County Concerning Individual Certificates of Elevation Associated with Lake McIntosh: County
Administrator Jack Krakeel reported that Fayette County has received a formal request from Coweta County concerning
individual certificates of elevation for properties that abut Lake Mclntosh and which lie within Coweta County. He informed
the Board that he has instructed David Jaeger, who is the Consulting Engineer on the Lake McIntosh Project, to prepare a
report to be provided at the next meeting explaining the implications and potential costs associated with the request.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

There was no Attorney’s Report.

Chairman Smith asked for the record to reflect County Attorney Scott Bennett was absent from the meeting since he was
attending educational classes in Athens, Georgia.

Maintenance of Trees at the Historic Courthouse Square: Buildings and Grounds Maintenance Director Greg Ownby gave
a report pertaining to the maintenance of trees located at the Historic Courthouse Square and answered the Board'’s
questions.

Commissioner Hearn moved to approve the bid from Atlanta Classic Tree Service in the amount of $6,280, to authorize the
use of Georgia Urban Forestry Commission grant funds in the amount of $3,143 to be applied to the bid amount, and to
authorize the balance of $3,137 to be paid from contingency funds for the purpose of maintaining nine trees located at the
Historic Courthouse Square. Commissioner Horgan seconded the motion. Discussion followed. The motion passed
unanimously. A copy of the report, identified as “Attachment 20", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Cost for Special Election - SPLOST Referendum: Fayette County Elections Supervisor Tom Sawyer provided a written
report to the Board, and he spoke about how the Special Election to be held on November 3, 2009 would be conducted as
well as potential costs related to the election. Extensive discusson followed during which the Commissioners expressed
concern about voting difficulties that will be experienced by voters who have to vote in two separate precincts in order to vote
in both the municipal elections and the Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (SPLOST) Referendum.

He asked the Board for authorization to write a letter to the Development Authority asking it to undertake the development
of the criteria for determining what would be used in selecting a college or university in order to make a recommendation to
the Board of Commissioners with the caveat that the Development Authority is charged to have atleast one ex officio member
from the central administration of the School Board to help them in the effort. The Board gave unanimous consent to the
Chairman’s request.

On August 28, 2009, the crews of Medic 42 and Squad 4 responded to Wings and Things located at 389 Fayette Place to a report of a
40-year-old man complaining of chest pain. According to bystanders, patient passed out prior to EMS arrival. Upon arrival, the crew of
Medic 42 along with the crew of Squad 4 found patient sitting on the floor of restaurant complaining of chest pain and pain radiating down
the left arm. The patient, Mr. Todd Helmans, was asked on pain scale of 1-10 and stated his pain was a 9, said he had no cardiac history
but did state he had some chest pain several nights prior. The crews immediately started Advanced Life Support protocols with cardiac
monitor, oxygen, aspirin, and nitroglycerin. Readings showed that Mr. Helmans was having a cardiac event so the crew immediately
transmitted the readings to Piedmont Atlanta and the Cardiac Cath Lab. Mr. Helmans was treated while in route to Piedmont Atlanta
Hospital preparing him for catherization, which occurred at the hospital. The procedure was completed and the patient was in the cardiac
unit all in a time of 55-60 minutes of first onset of the event.

Dear Sirs:

Coweta County has received correspondence from FEMA relating to the proposed construction of Lake
Mcintosh and the changes that would be made to the FEMA Flood Maps as a result of the construction
of this reservoir. Based upon information provided by Mallet Consulting, the flood elevation around
and above the proposed reservoir would encroach onto properties that presently do not contain any
area of FEMA designated floodplain.

In accordance with Federal Law, lending institutions are compelled to require flood insurance coverage
for properties containing floodplain, unless documentation is provided to FEMA to prove that the
buildings on the property are located above the flood elevation. Without this documentation,

residents are required by their lender to pay flood insurance premiums. In some cases, these
premiums can be as high as $3,000 per year.

Please accept this letter as Coweta County’s request for Fayette County to provide the necessary
documentation (Letters of Map Amendment) for any property owners affected by the lake

construction in Coweta County
