Approval of staff's recommendation to transfer the Fiscal Year 2011 balance of $ 26,488.85 from the Tax Assessor's Office to the Clerk of 


Superior Court for support of the Boards of Equalization, in compliance with state legislation.


Georgia law establishes that each county will have a Board of Equalization for ad valorem tax purposes, and may appoint additional 


Boards for each 10,000 parcels of real property.  The Board of Commissioners has appointed two Boards of Equalization.  In accordance 


with state law, each Board of Equalization consists of three members and three alternate members. 


 


Funding for support of the Boards of Equalization has traditionally been included in the Tax Assessor's budget.  Senate Bill 346, passed 


in the 2010 session of the General Assembly, establishes that the "clerk of the superior court shall have oversight over and supervision of 


all boards of equalization."  This request transfers support funds from the Tax Assessor to the Clerk of Superior Court, in compliance with 


the legislation.

Subject: Transfer Funds for the Board of Equalization 
 
Senate Bill 346 was passed by the 2010 session of the Georgia General Assembly, and 
signed into law by Governor Perdue.  Among its provisions, the bill revised Georgia Code 
Section 48-5-311, which pertains to county boards of equalization of ad valorem tax 
assessments.  Revised Code Section 48-5-311(d)(4)(A) says, “The clerk of the superior 
court shall have oversight over and supervision of all boards of equalization of the county 
and hearing officers.”  The Section further states, “The county governing authority shall 
provide any resources to the clerk of superior court that are required” for facilities, 
secretarial help, and clerical help. 
 
State law allows that a county may establish a Board of Equalization for each 10,000 
parcels of real property.  Fayette County currently has two Boards, with over 42,000 
parcels.  Each of the two Boards consists of three members and three alternate 
members, as specified in the law.  Funds to support them have historically been included 
in the Tax Assessor’s budget.  Approval is being sought to transfer the Fiscal Year 2011 
remaining budget balance of $ 26,488.85 from the Tax Assessor’s budget to the Clerk of 
Superior Court budget, in order to comply with newly revised state law.  According to 
information I have received, no funds have been budgeted for hearing officers, so none 
will be transferred for that purpose.

Approval of staff's request to purchase additional computer hardware to accommodate the planned upgrade of the County's Munis and 


Tyler Content Manager Software in an amount not to exceed $11,100, with the cost being divided equally between the Water System and 


the General Fund.


The County primarily uses Munis software for its major applications, including but not limited to financial, payroll, human resources, and 


water billing applications. Records management software, known as Tyler Content Manager (TCM) software is also used to integrate 


records for sharing and archiving records. (Tyler and Munis are owned by the same company). There is a plan underway to upgrade to 


the most recent versions of Munis and TCM which requires additional server space. 


 


The cost to upgrade the hardware needed to accommodate the new versions of Munis/TCM is $11,100. Staff is requesting to be allowed 


to move forward with this request in preparation of the new upgrades. Staff is recommending that the funding be divided equally between 


the Water System and the General Fund. There is a capital project in the General Fund that will provide half the cost. The other half will 


come from the Water System's computer upgrade account.

Approval of Ordinance No. 2011-02 amending  the Fayette County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 3 Alcoholic Beverages, which enacts 


distance requirements as related to child care facilities.


Under the current ordinance, a child care facility is not addressed.  Staff is proposing to amend the ordinance to include a definition for a 


child care facility and to require an alcohol location to be located a minimum of 300 feet from a child care facility.  Currently, the ordinance 


requires any private residence (house, dwelling, condominium or duplex), church, school, library or alcoholic treatment center to be a 


minimum of 300 feet from any alcohol location; however, it does not include a child care facility.  


 


On February 2, 2011, the Board of Commissioners approved for the proposed amendments to be placed on the February 10, 2011, 


Agenda.  The Board of Commissioners also instructed staff to begin review of the Alcoholic Beverages chapter, in its entirety. 


Motion to approve Ordinance 2011-02 approving amendments to the Fayette County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 3 Alcoholic 


Beverages, enacting distance requirements for child care facilities. 


Funds to pay the cost of including these amendments/ordinances in the Fayette County Code are a part of an overall review and 


recodification project currently underway.  Funds will reside elsewhere in the County's budget.

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE


FAYETTE COUNTY CODE OF ORDINANCES


CHAPTER 3 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES


Article II. Wine


Sec. 3-26. Definitions.


The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings


ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:


Child Care Facility. An organization. or individual providing care for four (4) or more


children not related by blood or marriage or not the legal wards ofthe attendant adult.


Interest in a license shall be deemed to exist if the person involved is the outright owner of the


license, a co-owner of the license, or a partner in a partnership which owns all or any part of a


license. However, a stockholder shall not be deemed to have an interest in a retail vinous liquor


store where he owns stock in a motel or hotel having two hundred (200) or more rooms with a


retail vinous liquor store located on the premises of such motel or hotel and owned by such motel


or hotel.


Vinous liquors shall include and be limited to those beverages that fit within the definition of


"wine" as defined herein.


Wine shall mean any alcoholic beverage containing not more than twenty-one (21) percent


alcohol by volume made from fruits, berries, or grapes, either by natural fermentation or by


natural fermentation with brandy added. The tenn includes, but is not limited to, all sparkling


wines, champagnes, combinations of such beverages, vermouths, special natural wines, rectified


wines, and like products. The term does not include cooking wine mixed with salt or other


ingredients so as to render it unfit for human consumption as a beverage. A liquid shall first be


deemed to be a wine at that point in the manufacturing process when it conforms to the definition


ofwine contained in this article.

This article has been enacted in accordance with a plan designed for the purposes, among


others, of promoting the health and general welfare of the community, to establish


reasonable standards for the regulation and control of the licensing and sales of vinous


liquors, to protect and preserve schools. child care facilities. and churches, to give effect


to existing land use and to preserve certain residential areas with reasonable


considerations, among others, to the character of the areas and their peculiar suitability


for particular uses, the congestion in the roads and streets, and with a general view of


promoting desirable living conditions and sustaining stability of neighborhood and


property values.

Sec. 3-31. Distance requirements from churches, schools, child care facilities. etc.; distance


requirements from private residences.


(a) No license shall be issued under this article for any retail location which is within three


hundred (300) feet of any church, school, child care facility, library or alcoholic treatment center.


Such distance shall be measured from the nearest building wall of the proposed retail vinous


liquor store to the nearest point of such church, school, child care facility, library or alcoholic


treatment center along the closest and most reasonable public access. The schools referred to


herein shall include only such state, county, city, church or other schools as teach the subjects


commonly taught in the common schools and colleges of this state, and shall not include private


schools or colleges wherein only specialized subjects such as law, stenography, business, music,


art, medicine, dentistry, vocational occupations or other special subjects are taught.


(b) No license shall be issued under this article for any retail location which is within three


hundred (300) feet of any private residence. Such distance shall be measured from the nearest


building wall of the proposed retail vinous liquor store to the nearest point of the residential


building along the closest and most reasonable public access. A "private residence, "for the


purposes of this section, is defined as a house, dwelling, condominium or duplex wherein not less


than one (1) nor more than two (2) families reside and shall not include a mobile home court, an


apartment house having facilities for housing more than two (2) families, nor a boarding or


rooming house where there are five (5) or more boarders or roomers. Any building occupied as a


residence located within an area zoned for business shall not be construed as a "private


residence."

All original applications for new licenses shall include a certificate from a registered


surveyor showing a scale drawing of the location of the proposed or existing premises, and stating


both the straight line distance and the distance measured along the closest and most reasonable


public access from the proposed or existing premises to the building and property line of the


nearest church, school, child care facility, library, alcoholic treatment center and private


residence.

Article III. Malt Beverages


Sec. 3-106. Definitions.


The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the


meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different


meaning:


Alcoholic beverage means and includes all alcohol, distilled spirits, beer, malt beverage,


wine, or fortified wine.


Child Care Facility. All agency. organization. or individual providing care for four (4)


or more children not related by blood or marriage or not the legal wards ofthe attendant adult.
Interest in a license shall be deemed to exist if the person involved is the outright owner


of the license, a co-owner of the license, or a partner in a partnership which owns all or any part


of a license. However, a stockholder shall not be deemed to have an interest in a retail malt


beverage store where he owns stock in a motel or hotel having two hundred (200) or more rooms

with a retail malt beverage store located on the premises of such motel or hotel and owned by


such motel or hotel.


Malt beverage means any alcoholic beverage obtained by the fermentation of any


infusion or decoction of barley, malt, hops, or any other similar product, or any combination of


such products in water, containing not more than fourteen (14) percent alcohol by volume and


including ale, porter, brown, stout, lager beer, small beer, and strong beer. The term does not


include sake, known as Japanese rice wine.

Such distance shall be measured from the nearest building wall of the proposed retail malt


beverage store to the nearest point of such church, school, care facility, library or alcoholic


treatment center along the closest and most reasonable public access. The schools referred to


herein shall include only such state, county, city, church or other schools as teach the subjects


commonly taught in the common schools and colleges of this state, and shall not include private


schools or colleges wherein only specialized subjects such as law, stenography, business, music,


art, medicine, dentistry, vocational occupations or other special subjects are taught.

Malt beverage  means any alcoholic beverage obtained by the fermentation of any infusion or decoction of 


barley, malt, hops, or any other similar product, or any combination of such products in water, containing 


not more than fourteen (14) percent alcohol by volume and including ale, porter, brown, stout, lager beer, 


small beer, and strong beer. The term does not include sake, known as Japanese rice wine.   


Premises means the definite closed or partitioned-in locality, whether room, shop or building wherein 


alcoholic beverages are sold by the drink. For the purposes of this article only, premises shall also mean all 


real property upon which a golf course is constructed.   


Restaurant means any public place kept, used, maintained, advertised and held out to the public as a place 


where food is regularly served, and having no sleeping accommodations. Such place shall be provided with 


adequate and sanitary kitchen and dining room equipment and seating capacity of at least forty (40) people, 


and shall have employed therein a sufficient number and kind of employees to prepare, cook and serve 


suitable food for its guests. At least one (1) meal per day shall be served for each day the premises are open, 


with the exception of holidays, vacations, and periods of redecorating. The serving of such meals shall be 


the principal business conducted, with the serving of alcoholic beverages to be consumed on the premises as 


only incidental thereto; provided, however, at least sixty (60) percent of the annual gross income must be 


derived from the sale of such meals served for consumption on the premises. Such receipts shall be certified 


by the owner of the premises and reported to the business license department on a quarterly basis.   


Wine means any alcoholic beverage containing not more than twenty-one (21) percent alcohol by volume 


made from fruits, berries, or grapes either by natural fermentation or by natural fermentation with brandy 


added. The term includes, but is not limited to, all sparkling wines, champagnes, combinations of such 
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beverages, vermouths, special natural wines, rectified wines, and like products. The term does not include 


cooking wine mixed with salt or other ingredients so as to render it unfit for human consumption as a 


beverage. A liquid shall first be deemed to be a wine at that point in the manufacturing process when it 


conforms to the definition of wine contained in this section.   


Section 10. The Fayette County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 3 Alcoholic Beverages, Article IV. On-


Premise Consumption Dealers as amended, is hereby further amended by deleting Sec. 3-180.42.  


Surveyor's certificate required, in its entirety, and in lieu thereof, enacting a new Sec. 3-180.42.  Surveyor's 


certificate required to read as follows: 


Sec. 3-180.42.  Surveyor's certificate required. 


All original applications for new licenses shall include a certificate from a registered surveyor showing a 


scale drawing of the location of the proposed or existing premises, and stating both the straight line distance 


and the distance measured along the closest and most reasonable public access from the proposed or existing 


premises to the building and property line of the nearest church, school, child care facility, library, alcoholic 


treatment center and private residence. 


Section 11. The Fayette County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 3 Alcoholic Beverages, Article IV. On-


Premise Consumption Dealers as amended, is hereby further amended by deleting Sec. 3-180.45. Renewal 


of license, in its entirety, and in lieu thereof, enacting a new Sec. 3-180.45.  Renewal of license to read as 


follows:


Sec. 3-180-45.  Renewal of license. 


 a.   All licensees under this division shall be required to renew their licenses annually, by January 1 of each 


 year, on forms prescribed by the board of commissioners. Renewals shall be permitted from July 20, 2004, 


 through December 31, 2004, to permit licensees as of July 20, 2004 (the date that the sale of distilled spirits 


 by the drink was authorized in Fayette County) to expand their licenses to include distilled spirits sales. 


 Renewals from July 20, 2004 to December 31, 2004 shall require submission of only the licensee's current 


 application on file accompanied by a notarized letter of intent to expand licensure to include distilled spirits 


 sales, a survey or surveyor's letter as described in subpart (b.) below and the appropriate fee.


b.  Any licensee submitting an application for annual renewal of a license for the sale of alcoholic beverages 


by the drink whom is in good standing as a licensee at the time of renewal shall be permitted to apply for an 


expansion of that license to include an additional license for sales by the drink of distilled spirits, beer, or 


wine (whichever is not permitted under the license(s) being renewed). The renewal application shall include 


a notarized letter from the licensee expressing intent to receive said expansion and shall be marked on its 


face to indicate intent to expand current licensing to include additional licenses and shall include the fee for 


said additional license(s) as stated in section 3-180.55 hereof. Licensee's application will be reviewed for 


conformity with all conditions required for the expansion to the additional license, to determine eligibility 


for the receipt of the requested expansion to include the additional license. The licensed premises shall be 


specifically reviewed for conformity with section 3-180.51 hereof. As such, a survey (performed within the 


past year and as described in section 3-180.42 hereof) or a letter signed and sealed by a registered surveyor 


which indicates the name, address, and distance (as measured in accordance with [section] 3-180.51 hereof) 


of the closest school,  child care facility, and any school within six hundred (600) feet of the place where 


distilled spirits are proposed to be sold, shall be submitted with the request for expansion to include an 


additional license, if said addition is of a distilled spirits license. Otherwise, all information obtained from 


licensee's original license application and renewal application is hereby deemed sufficient for the grant of 


expansion to include the additional license, however, further information may be requested and shall be 
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provided where needed. An original application and the procedure for licensing there under is not required 


to receive expansion of a license to include additional licenses for on-premise alcohol sales.  


Section 12. The Fayette County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 3 Alcoholic Beverages, Article IV. On-


Premise Consumption Dealers as amended, is hereby further amended by deleting Sec. 3-180.51.  Distance 


requirements from churches, schools, etc.; distance requirements from private residences, in its entirety, and 


in lieu thereof, enacting a new Sec. 3-180.51.  Distance requirements from churches, schools, child care 


facilities, etc.; distance requirements from private residences to read as follows: 


Sec. 3-180.51.  Distance requirements from churches, schools, child care facilities, etc.; distance 


requirements from private residences. 


a.  No license shall be issued under this article for any location which is within three hundred (300) feet of 


any church, school, child care facility, library or alcoholic treatment center, if distilled spirits are to be sold, 


said distance from any school building, educational building, school grounds or college campus shall be at 


least six hundred (600) feet. Such distance shall be measured from the nearest building wall of the proposed 


location to the nearest point of such church, school, child care facility, library or alcoholic treatment center 


along the closest and most reasonable public access. The schools referred to herein shall include only such 


state, county, city, church or other schools as teach the subjects commonly taught in the common schools 


and colleges of this state, and shall not include private schools or colleges wherein any specialized subjects 


such as law, stenography, business, music, art, medicine, dentistry, vocational occupations or other special 


subjects are taught. 


b.   No license shall be issued under this article for any location which is within three hundred (300) feet of 


any private residence. Such distance shall be measured from the nearest building wall of the proposed 


location to the nearest point of the residential building along the closest and most reasonable public access. 


A "private residence," for the purposes of the section is defined as a house, dwelling, condominium or 


duplex wherein not less than one (1) nor more than two (2) families reside and shall not include a mobile 


home court, an apartment house having facilities for housing more than two (2) families, nor a boarding or 


rooming house where there are five (5) or more boarders or roomers. Any building occupied as a residence 


located within an area zoned for business shall not be construed as a "private residence." 


Section 13. That the preamble of this Ordinance shall be considered to be and is hereby incorporated by 


reference as if fully set out herein. 


Section 14.  a. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that all Sections, 


paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Article are and were, upon their enactment, believed by 


the Board of Commissioners to be fully valid, enforceable and constitutional. 


b. It is hereby declared to be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that, to the greatest extent allowed 


by law, each and every section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is severable from 


every other section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance. It is hereby further declared to 


be the intention of the Board of Commissioners that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, no Section, 


paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Article is mutually dependent upon any other Section, 


paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this Article. 


c. In the event that any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Article shall, for any reason 


whatsoever, be declared invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise unenforceable by the valid judgment or 


decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, it is the express intent of the Board of Commissioners that 


such invalidity, unconstitutionality or unenforceability shall, to the greatest extent allowed by law, not 


render invalid, unconstitutional or otherwise unenforceable any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, 
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paragraphs or Sections of the Article and that, to the greatest extent allowed by law, all remaining phrases, 


clauses, sentences, paragraphs and Sections of the Article shall remain valid, constitutional, enforceable, and 


of full force and effect. 


Section 15.  All ordinances or resolutions and parts of ordinances or resolutions in conflict herewith are 


hereby expressly repealed except those provided for herein. 


Section 16.  The effective date of this Ordinance shall be the date of adoption unless otherwise specified 


herein.
