Call to Order, Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance

Chairman Smith called the May 14, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 6:59 p.m.
Commissioner Hearn gave the invocation.

Chairman Smith led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acceptance of Agenda

Commissioner Horgan moved to accept the agenda as published. Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. No
discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously.

PRESENTATION/RECOGNITION:

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A Presentation of an update on the Federal Neighborhood Stabilization Program and the grant awarded
to Fayette County in the amount of $1,178,544. The public will be allowed to comment or ask questions.

Chairman Smith announced that this hearing was scheduled for the current meeting but due to a slight problem
the presentation had been readvertised and would be heard during the May 28, 2009 Board of Commissioners
meeting. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 1", follows these minutes and is made an official part
hereof.
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PUBLIC COMMENT:

Chairman Smith informed the audience that the Board had decided to make a slight alteration with Public Comment and
the change would apply to those who came to comment on the proposed alignment of Phase I of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He said public comment would be allowed at the time the item was discussed by the Board so there would be
no disjunct between the topic and its related public comments.

No one spoke during Public Comment.

CONSENT AGENDA:

Commissioner Horgan moved to approve Consent Agenda Items 1-13. Commissioner Frady seconded the motion.
Chairman Smith stated that staff requested Consent Agenda Item 11 be removed from the agenda and for the Board
not to consider the item during the current meeting.

Commissioner Horgan amended his motion to approve Consent Agenda Item 1-13 with the exception of Consent Agenda
ltem 11 which is to be removed from the agenda. Commissioner Frady seconded the amended motion. No discussion
followed. The motion passed unanimously.

1. Approval of staff’s request to purchase and convert a new 2009 Ford E-250 Van for use by Animal
Control, at an aggregate cost of approximately $27,736. A copy of the request, identified as
“Attachment 2", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

2, Approval of staff's recommendation to award a service agreement for five years to Yancey Power
Systems for preventative maintenance and inspection of a generator located at Fayette County Jail and
Justice Center at an aggregate cost of $20,574.26. A copy of the request and service agreement,
identified as “Attachment 3", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

3. Approval of the Vehicle Replacement Committee’s recommendation to replace a 2005 Ford Crown
Victoria used by the Sheriff’'s Department, Field Operations Division, which was involved in a traffic
collision.

Approval of staff’'s recommendation that Fayette County enter into a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA)
with Town of Tyrone that establishes cost sharing between the County and Tyrone for the cost of
floodplain mapping of Line Creek.

Approval of staff's recommendation that the annual cost of street lights in designated districts in
unincorporated Fayette County be increased to cover the actual cost incurred by the County for
payment of the lights.

Approval of the Water Committee’s recommendation to award the bid for air conditioning at the
Crosstown Water Treatment Plant Pump Station and the Flint River Pump Station to the low bidder
Powers Heating and Air at a cost of $70,496. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 11",
follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Approval of the Water Committee’s recommendation to change the location of an easement to access
a mitigation tract owned by Fayette County in Meriwether County, in accordance with a request by the
adjacent property owner whose land the easement will traverse. A copy of the request, identified as
“Attachment 12", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Approval of staff’s request to increase Parks and Recreation’s Donation Revenue Account and Non Self-
Sustaining Expenditure Account by $1,000 in order to recognize a donation from the Department of
Human Resources District Four Health Services. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment 13",
follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Approval of April 23, 2009 Board of Commissioners minutes.

OLD BUSINESS:

Presentation of the proposed alignment of Phase Il of the West Fayetteville Bypass by the Public Works
Department.
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Public Works Director Phil Mallon and David Jaeger of Mallet Consulting presented a status report on Phase
Il of the West Fayetteville Bypass as well as the project's most current alignment.

Mr. Jaeger reminded the Board that two open houses have been held by the County with respect to Phase I
of the West Fayetteville Bypass and a public information open house was held in September 2008 where its
initial conceptual alignment was presented. He stated that while approximately 50 or 60 people attended the
open house the County received no comments on the presentation. He stated that since the open house the
County has reviewed multiple alignments based on various criteria such as overall construction cost, safety,
standard engineering practice and design criteria, safety and location of major intersections, impacts to
wetlands and streams, irrigation costs associated with impacts to wetlands and streams, impacts to properties,
the cost associated with impacts to properties, and access control. He said, based on the criteria, the County
has arrived at what the Consulting Team and staff favors in the way in a final alignment for Phase Il and said
he wanted to present the findings to the Board and to the audience. He asked the Board and the audience to
look at the televisions located in the Public Meeting Room before discussing and explaining a map of the
proposed alignment of Phase Il of the West Fayetteville Bypass which was displayed on the screens.

Chairman Smith said that as the “first section of Tillman Road” was being discussed he noticed what appeared
to be some small lots. He asked if the County acquired the right-of-way through that area would it render any
of the lots unusable in the future or to a size that is smaller than the County would require. Mr. Mallon replied
that the impact to the properties, other than transitioning from a gravel road to a paved road, would be very
minimal, but he added there may be some easements that are needed and a few feet of right-of-way.

Chairman Smith said he understood creek crossings, from an environmental impact, are gauged to be as close
to 90 degrees as road crossings or intersections. He asked if there is such a thing as a minimal angle for creek
crossings. Mr. Jaeger said he was not aware of a minimal angle of crossing but obviously, if the creek is
crossed as perpendicular as possible then the creek would be impacted to the least degree. He said they were
trying to cross the creeks as close to perpendicular as possible so there would be a minimal impact to the
stream channel and it would also assist in meeting the threshold required in the original permit because it is
assessed on each individual crossing.

Chairman Smith said the best he could tell this particular alignment directly impacts two houses and a barn at
Janice Drive and Lee’s Mill. Mr. Jaeger replied one house would be impacted at the intersection of Lee’s Mill
Road and two properties located on Janice Drive would also be impacted where the proposed alignment
crosses. Chairman Smith said he understood the houses would be acquisitions and asked if the barn could
be relocated or if the County would also buy it and the owner would either move it or build a new one. Mr.
Mallon answered the County would have to further investigate the barn to determine if it was in a condition
where it could be moved.

Commissioner Horgan asked, with the proposed alignment reduced from 120 feet to 100 feet, would it still
enable the County to have any bicycle paths or similar features such as Fayetteville’s City Square. Mr. Jaeger
said 100 feet would be sufficient for those type projects in the future.
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Commissioner Hearn asked Mr. Jaeger the overall length of the proposed alignment. Mr. Jaeger replied that
Phase Il was just over four miles long, or approximately 24,000 to 25,000 feet. Commissioner Hearn asked
if the proposed alignment attempted to minimize property impacts to all property owners along the entirety of
Phase Il. Mr. Jaeger replied that was one of the major criteria that and that all criteria, as previously discussed,
were used to decide the most preferred alignment. He reiterated that property impact was a major criteria used
but not the only criteria used.

Commissioner Frady asked if access to the Bypass would be limited. Mr. Mallon answered that was being
addressed in two phases. The first was based on the alignment of the road itself minimized potential future
development demands, and the County is working with the Planning and Zoning Department to “come up with”
an Overlay Zone or some other type of regulatory restriction that would control access along the road.

Chairman Smith referenced the first house north of Lee’s Mill, or the Smithfield house, and asked if the road
could be shifted northerly to move slightly off of their house, or is the County restricted by the arcs and crossing
atthe creek”. Mr. Jaeger said the County was somewhat constricted by the creek crossings and the curvature
of the road. He said during the final design the County fine-tuned the proposed alignment to the best of its
ability to further minimize impacts to properties as well as natural features.

Chairman Smith asked, with the understanding that the proposed alignment is not final until all of the
engineering work is completed, in Mr. Jaeger’s experience, what would he say the possibility for margin is there.
Mr. Jaeger answered the margin is probably less than 100 feet. Chairman Smith asked, based on the answer
given, if the proposed alignment is a fairly close estimate of where the Bypass would be constructed. Mr.
Jaeger replied that was correct.

Commissioner Frady asked what was its current distance from the house. Mr. Carlos Christian answered the
distance between the house and the road right-of-way was about 130 feet.

Chairman Smith said the proposed alignment was going to go through Mr. Blount’s property and asked if the
County approved the proposed alignment what would be the approximate distance between the adjoining
houses and the road right-of-way. Mr. Jaeger answered the house on the west side of the road would have
a distance of approximately 120 feet, and the house on the east side of the road would be about 50 to 60 feet
from the right -of-way.

Chairman Smith stated the crossing of the road there is not exactly 90 degrees although it is pretty close. He
asked if there is a sight-distance issue with the curve to either side of the proposed alignment that has to be
dealt with during construction. Mr. Jaeger replied that after some study there was a possibility that a curve
would have to be “smoothed out” or some vegetation would have to be removed along the right-of-way.

Chairman Smith asked if there was an estimate of the impact on the driveways for the property adjacent to the
road bed, such as the Blount’s neighbors. He said they seemed to be reasonably close to the intersection.
Mr. Jaeger anticipated that from an elevation standpoint there would be minimal impact to those driveways, but
it is possible they would have to be shortened if additional turn lanes were added on Lee’s Mill Road.

Chairman Smith asked if there was any anticipated impact on Mallard Creek Road, and asked if any
foreseeable changes to its alignment or intersection with Lee’s Mill Road. Mr. Jaeger said there were not any
foreseeable changes to Mallard Creek Road.
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Chairman Smith asked about the property where the barn is located by saying the alignment is going across
the driveway so it was obvious the driveway would have to be relocated. Mr. Jaeger agreed. Chairman Smith
asked if there was a tentative idea of where it would go. Mr. Jaeger replied that there had not been driveway
relocations investigated at this point in time. Mr. Mallon added that he thought all the driveway relocations
would be balanced by working with property owners to determine their preference as well as maximizing sight
distance and distances between intersections. He said the County has not yet looked at that level of design
at this point.

Commissioner Horgan asked if there was a total of how many streams and creeks would be crossed and what
are the precautions that will be taken to minimize the impact on these areas. Mr. Jaeger answered that during
the final design there are measures to be used for crossing creeks other than the traditional culvert crossing
which will effectively bridge the creek with a system similar to what was known as a bottomless culvert. He said
it is more of an arch-type scenario so that the creek can be spanned without actually impacting the creek
directly. He said itis a matter of determining the size of the structure required, the amount of flow that it would
need to pass, and the constructability and the cost comparison between the bottomless culvert systems versus
a traditional culvert crossing. He explained when alignment analyses are conducted it is best to assume the
worst-case scenario and so the proposed alignments accounted for adverse scenarios. He felt that as the plans
moved to their final design it would be possible to further minimize the impacts. Mr. Jaeger then added there
are eight stream crossings associated with the proposed alignment and the terminal footage for the stream
crossings is 1,369 feet and none of the individual crossings are more than 260 feet which is the maximum
worst-case scenario.

Chairman Smith mentioned the proposed alignment tried to follow property lines as much as possible in order
to keep from having one property owner bear a disproportionate burden when it could be shared, with the
obvious exceptions at Lee’s Mill Road where, instead of destroying a whole neighborhood, it would go through
one house. He asked about the property with a recycling yard and said “north of that proposed alignment,
between the property and the stream” appeared to be a large piece of property that would become an island,
and he asked if the property was buildable or wetlands or if the nature of the property was known. Mr. Jaeger
answered that based on the topography, since it slopes steeply towards the creek, he was unsure if it would
be classified as a wetland but it would get into the stream buffer areas, and including the topographical
limitations, it would most likely prevent the land from being developable.

Commissioner Maxwell asked to return to the Lee’s Mill intersection and said he had some questions. First,
he asked, other than the proposed alignment that has been presented, he asked if it could be considered to
terminate the road at Lee’s Mill, taking it down Mallard Creek Road, or any other alignment that would not take
any property or houses. Mr. Jaeger said other alignments had been considered and explained why the
currently proposed alignment was being presented.

Commissioner Maxwell asked if there was a way to reroute the proposed alignment around the Blount house
and still achieve the objective. Mr. Mallon replied that other alignments were in different locations, but they
impacted other properties, as well as creating more costs, and having access management is more difficult at
other locations along Lee’s Mill Road.

Chairman Smith then opened the floor for public comment on this issue.
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Randy Blount: Mr. Randy Blount, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He spoke about the difficulties the proposed alignment created for his family, and how upset his family was over
the prospect of losing their home, especially in these difficult financial times. He asked the Board to consider other
options that would save homes and meet its desired goal. He closed by asking the Board to ensure his family was
treated fairly so they would be able to have the same type of home that they may lose, and concluded that roads and
bypasses do not make communities or win elections, but homes do.

Steve Smithfield: Mr. Steve Smithfield, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West
Fayetteville Bypass. He said he represented the West Fayetteville Bypass Coalition, or WFBC, which is a group of
citizens “opposed to the West Fayetteville Parkway project”. He contended that when SPLOST was originally passed
the voters were misled since this particular item was not on the ballot. He added that for years the citizens had heard
of a “Bypass”, but the impacted property owners knew nothing about the project until they were notified that the bypass
would cross their property. He questioned why the designation “Bypass” was changed to “Parkway”. He referenced and
discussed the SPLOST Project R-5 West Fayetteville Parkway Phase Il document distributed by the County at the May
5, 2009 open house meeting, thought citizens had been mislead on the topic, suggested the West Fayetteville Bypass
was being constructed for developers, and added that the public would be required to pay $800,000 for the bypass which
would destroy eight wetland areas. He reiterated that existing residential land owners would be compelled to surrender
their property and homes to Fayette County for the good of developers.

Dennis Chase: Mr. Dennis Chase, a resident of Crabapple Road and President of the Line Creek Association of Fayette
County, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville Bypass. He reminded the Board he had commented
on this issue in the past so what he had to say would not be anything new. He informed the Commissioners that he had
been in detailed contact with a number of federal agencies and, since he is a retired federal employee, he has a number
of contacts at the Army Corp of Engineers, the Environmental Protection Agency, and the Fish and Wildlife Service. He
stated itis very difficult to get clear information from Fayette County on this project, and while the Road Department has
been helpful in some respect, itis nearly impossible to obtain information pertaining to what is going on, where itis going,
and other alternatives. He stated he gave Mr. Smithfield the $800,000 estimate for mitigation from a document supplied
to the Army Corp of Engineers on April 19, 2009 from Fayette County, and he suggested that the estimate is a “low-ball”
number. He informed the Board that the Regional Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency has
communicated through conversations and correspondence that he anticipates seeing an environmental impact statement
on this project. He reiterated that similar discussions had occurred with the Army Corp of Engineers before stating the
Board is heading down a road that is going to end up “with a restart one way or another”. He let the Board know that
he was familiar with “all the details and how the process works for 404 permits” and that he had “intimate knowledge”
regarding how the Natural Environmental Policy Act works, that he is working with the Environmental Protection Agency,
and that the County would have to “tow the line in every single detail probably more so than any other applicant” who
has come before them for similar projects. He concluded by saying he thought he understood why the Board was
continuing with this project but as a person who sees his tax dollars going into the SPLOST he is concerned that the
County is continuing to spend money on a project that will have to be redone.

Paul Parchert: Mr. Paul Parchert, a resident of Janice Drive, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He stated that little had been discussed about the impact of the Bypass on Janice Drive before saying the
proposed alignment would affect an entire community, not just two homes, and that every house on Janice Drive would
be impacted by the road and its associated noise. He explained that the Bypass would run along his side fence and
would be less than 50 feet from his bedroom window. He also spoke about the danger of a privately-owned earthen dam
north of his property that has nearly overflowed several times and warned if the dam broke it would “wipe out the road™
and would probably kill everybody on the road. He returned to the impact of the proposed alignment to the community
and said it defeated the reason he moved to the community. He continued that home values would decline and potential
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home buyers, namely first-time home buyers with small children, would be dissuaded from purchasing homes located
next door to a major road. He closed by repeating that the proposed alignment would hurt all of the homeowners in the
neighborhood and that property would depreciate measurably.

Mrs. Stuart Barnes: Mrs. Stuart Barnes, a resident of Lakeview Court, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West
Fayetteville Bypass. She said this issue became her concern when she learned people could lose their homes as well
as the cost of the Bypass. She stated “not one person should have to worry about their home in Fayette County”. She
was also concerned that the residents would not receive “anything” based on current resale values. She questioned the
length of time to complete the project, who would be hired to complete the project, and if the workers would be from
Fayette County. She continued that when voters chose to vote for the have SPLOST tax they expected roads to be
repaired, and concluded that the projectis based on an outdated concept, that the County does not need more “engines”
running through it, and that the Board should table the discussion to rethink the project.

Meaghan Blount: Ms. Meaghan Blount, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West
Fayetteville Bypass. She said it was hard to imagine her home would one day be a “spot in the road” and that she and
her family were trying to understand the reason for the project even though the answer was hard to grasp. She said the
only logical answer was that this was part of God’s plan and would hopefully be a blessing, but that it has been difficult
on her family who has been coping with this issue for the past month. She added it was difficult to look optimistically
at the situation when “you don’t know what you will have or where you are going to be.” She stated that the main benefit
to all of this was she still had her family and it was something the Board would not be able to take from her. She said
her family had been understanding with the Board and implored that the Board be understanding with her family and
provide them with the fair amount to replace what they will lose. She concluded that while money could not replace
memories and experiences shared in the home, it could help recreate what they have in a different location. She asked
the Board to take all of this into consideration when it makes its final decision before thanking the Board for listening and
trying to understand the situation.

Latrelle Burcher: Mrs. Latrelle Burcher, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West
Fayetteville Bypass. She presented the 1991-2020 Fayette County Comprehensive Growth Management Plan,
commented from pages 29, 31, 32, and 54, and stated the West Fayetteville Bypass would violate what is written in the
Plan. She said the Bypass would damage the headwaters for Whitewater Creek which is the County’s major water
supply, that it would damage the filtration area for the County’s drinking water, that it would not be aesthetically pleasing,
that it would not maintain the rural character of Fayette County, and was not “growth management”. She mentioned that
there are two viable ways to “coming from Highway 54 to Highway 92" by using either Gingercake Road or Flat Creek
Trail. She spoke about the number of school buses that would have to cross Highway 92 going “into Lee’s Mill”, and
suggested if the Board approved the proposed alignment it would put children’s lives at risk. She concluded that the
Board would annihilate and destroy one of the most natural and beautiful areas of Fayette County to construct a Bypass
with culverts, that it would hide Fayette County’s natural beauty, and would allow the headwaters for Whitewater Creek
to be polluted which would pollute Fayette County’s drinking water.

Edgar Williams: Mr. Edgar Williams, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West
Fayetteville Bypass. He said he was concerned about the pollution associated with the Bypass before telling the
Commissioners that he would gather “a small army” by going to schools and booster club meetings in order to “vote out”
every Commissioner who votes in favor of the Bypass and to vote for Commissioners who oppose the Bypass.

Gordon Furr: Mr. Gordon Furr, a resident of Tyrone, Georgia, spoke in opposition to Phase I of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He said he was familiar with the land in five counties around Fayette County due to his 25 to 30 years of
experience installing septic tanks, that he did not want to see the wetlands “dwindle to nothing and dry up” due to the
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installation of culverts, and he did not know why the County would not construct bridges instead of culverts. He asked
about how wildlife would get from one side of the Bypass to the other side without stop signs. He referred to the culverts
on Kirkley Road as an example of the problems that can exist when wildlife is unable to cross the road by saying it
looked as if someone went there with a double-barreled shotgun. He reiterated when culverts are built they dry up the
wetlands, and if that occurred, Fayette County would resemble Henry County whose streams are polluted. He mentioned
that Fayette County’s water was “not so good” and questioned what would occur when the wetlands dried up. He added
when development was constructed on Gingercake Road in the 1970s it nearly destroyed Crystal Lake and caused the
lake to be a mudhole for years. He suggested that development of the West Fayetteville Bypass would “take out” Crystal
Lake. He summarized that the Board was not doing right by its people by destroying the wetlands and drinking water,
and that future generations will have to put up with the Board’s action since it does not know what it is doing if it approves
the proposed alignment.

Ellen Morley: Ms. Ellen Morley, a resident of Fayette County, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. She reminded the Board that she had spoken to several of the Commissioners before, that her property was
at the end of Janice Drive, and that her property would be “cut off” from the subdivision. She said she was reassured
by many of the Commissioners that the Bypass was not meant for subdivisions or developments, and she wanted to
believe the Commissioners, but she saw a map in the “permit office” and knew the land would be developed. She said
itwas obvious her home would be affected by the proposed alignment, that she was a Master Gardener who had willingly
worked for the County free of charge and loved doing so, and that her home would no longer be a certified natural habitat
due to the road which would be constructed directly in front of her house.

David Sexton: Mr. David Sexton, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He informed the Board that one of the alternative alignments which was reviewed and considered would have
been adjacent to and taken some of his property. He said he met with some of the County’s planners in the past to
express his concerns, and one of his concerns was that the County was operating with “very dated information”. He said
his initial conversations involved the need for bypasses around the east and west side of Fayetteville for the purpose
of moving traffic from SR 85 on one end of Fayetteville to SR 85 on the other end of the city. He suggested that the West
Fayetteville Bypass will not accomplish its goal since it is meant to only meant to go to West Bridge Road and SR 92,
and it would not accomplish the goal since there is not good access from West Bridge Road back to SR 85 or the Fayette
Pavilion. He suggested that the current plan would only increase traffic on SR 92, Gingercake Road, New Hope Road,
and cut-throughs to New Hope Road. He was also concerned about the East Fayetteville Bypass, since he understood
it would be constructed with federal money and would therefore be slowed by more requirements and impact studies
than its West Fayetteville Bypass counterpart. He was concerned that the delay with the East Fayetteville Bypass would
cause undue traffic along the West Fayetteville Bypass and on the residents living in Lee’s Mill area. He questioned how
many people were in support of the West Fayetteville Bypass, said he had heard no support for the proposed alignment,
and asked where was the record of support on this issue. He said it seemed to him that with the Main Street
Development choices being made in downtown Fayetteville and the lack of retail that exists around the Square and in
the city, it did not make sense to take traffic off the roads in downtown Fayetteville and thereby decrease the support
for local businesses in the community.

Tom Waller: Mr. Tom Waller, a resident of Sandy Creek Road, spoke in opposition to Phase Il of the West Fayetteville
Bypass. He stated that language matters and that words mean things, and when the term “Bypass” is used it does not
mean “hooking up” a four-lane highway with a curvy two-lane road, namely West Bridge Road which is dangerous. He
said the project was not a Bypass, but, as the newspapers called it, a road to nowhere funded by $12 million tax dollars.
He asked if the term “Parkway” was being used in place of “Bypass” in an attempt by the County to make the project
more palatable, and suggested that the plans provided for the project do not meet Webster’s definition of a parkway.
He also asked if the Bypass would be maintained in the same poor quality as other roads are in Fayette County since
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he often has to clear-cut his portion of the County’s right-of-way along Sandy Creek Road. He also referenced Flat
Creek Trail as an example of poor maintenance. He asked the Board to recognize that the Bypass was not adequate
and the need for a Bypass would continue even after Phase Il was constructed. He suggested that the Bypass would
do no more to alleviate traffic than Gingercake Road currently does. He added that Gingercake Road traverses along
a ridge, violates only one waterway, is straighter than the proposed alignment, and has the same speed limit that is
proposed for the West Fayetteville Bypass. He concluded by asking the Board not to vote in favor of the proposed
alignment and to recognize that stewardship of the taxpayers’ dollars matters. He closed saying the project is not a
Bypass or a Parkway, but a road to nowhere.

Chairman Smith thanked the audience for coming to the meeting and voicing their opinions since it is an important part
of the County’s proceedings to hear from people who are impacted by decisions made by the Board. He said he wished
he could go through every item that was brought up during each of the comments and told the audience to be assured
that all of their concerns are and already have been taken into consideration. He stated staff had been asked to make
multiple changes and multiple realignments to see how the County could best complete this project. He said it was
unfortunately impossible, in any decision, to satisfy one hundred percent of the people one hundred percent of the time,
that this was a decision the Board would not take lightly, it is a decision the Board understands will impact families and
impacts entire areas whether they are wetlands, subdivisions, or neighborhoods, and that it is important the Board makes
the best decision possible for the County as a whole.

Chairman Smith also clarified that it was not the Board'’s intention to vote on this item but only to receive staff's report
and recommendation. He said the Board intended to study the issue until the next meeting and it would consider and
weigh the comments and questions. He repeated the Board did not intend to vote on this item until the next meeting
which would be held on May 28, 2009. A copy of the request and the SPLOST Project R-5 West Fayetteville Parkway
Phase Il document, identified as “Attachment 14", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

ADMINISTRATOR'’S REPORT

May 19, 2009 Budget Meeting: County Administrator Jack Krakeel reminded the Board that Tuesday, May 19, 2009
would be a Budget Workshop meeting for consideration of the Fiscal Year 2010 Budget. He said the meeting is
scheduled to begin at 8:30 a.m. in the Conference Room adjacent to the Board of Commissioners’ Chambers.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT

Jimmy Mayfield Boulevard Widening Project Contract Change Order Three: County Attorney Scott Bennett stated
he had a Contract Change Order associated with the Jimmy Mayfield Boulevard Widening Project. He said the original
engineer’s estimates for aggregate base layer and asphalt binder were lower than what was actually needed for the
project, and the net change in the contract for the additional aggregate is $156,621. He said the County’s Project
Manager, David Jaeger, sent him a proposed Contract Change Order which he asked to have brought to the Board for
approval so that the project can be completed. He said the change increased the total cost of the project to $2,689,404.
He said the total was still lower than the original estimated cost of the project which was $2.8 million dollars.

Commissioner Horgan asked who the contract was with, and David Jaeger replied the contract was with Southeastern
Site Development. Commissioner Hearn told the County Administrator and involved staff that he would like to install a
system of checks and balances so that the quantities could be inspected a little closer in order to ensure that the County
will not face similar discrepancies in the future. Discussion followed.
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Commissioner Horgan moved to authorize the Chairman to sign Contract Change Order Three with Southeaster Site
Development at an additional cost of $156,621 due to quantity overages for Asphalt Paving and Graded Aggregate Base
materials associated with the Jimmy Mayfield Boulevard Widening Project. Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion.
No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of Contract Change Order Three, identified as
“Attachment 15", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Contract with Mill Creek Environmental Services, Incorporated: County Attorney Scott Bennett reminded the Board
that on March 12, 2009 it approved a bid award for a Corrective Action Plan for the Public Works Fueling Facility to Mill
Creek Environmental Services at a cost of $5,700. He said he had a contract for the work, the County had received the
insurance and required bonds, and Mill Creek’s representatives have signed the contract with the County. He asked
for approval for the Chairman to sign the contract so work could begin.

Commissioner Horgan moved to authorize the Chairman to sign a contract with Mill Creek Environmental Services, Inc.
for the preparation of a Corrective Action Plan for the Fayette County Fleet Maintenance Facility at cost of $5,700.
Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the
Contract for Preparation of Corrective Action Plan for Fayette County, Georgia Public Works Refueling Facility, identified
as “Attachment 16", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

First Amended and Restated Animal Control Agreements: County Attorney Scott Bennett announced that for several
years the County has provided animal control services to municipalities located within Fayette County. He said the
County achieves “certain economies” by operating one animal shelter and having one set of officers, but in order for the
County to exercise authority within the cities’ jurisdictions, there must be certain contracts in place delegating authority
to the County to enforce Animal Control laws. He explained those contracts were enacted in the late 1990s but in a
recent case, in Judge Sams’ court, Judge Sams’ deemed that those contracts were insufficient and the County needed
to revise them. He reported he has been working with each of the municipalities and their lawyers to come up with an
agreement that would satisfy the legal requirements for the County to exercise jurisdiction over the cases. He said the
County had reached an agreement with Tyrone, Fayetteville, and Peachtree City, and that work is continuing with Brooks
and Woolsey. He added he wanted to get these agreements into effect so that the County could resume animal
enforcement within these three municipalities and said these agreements basically restate the original agreements
between the cities and the county. He informed the Board that the agreements also appoint Judge Sams to serve as
Municipal Court Judge with respect to animal control services. He said that is a technicality for Judge Sams to exercise
jurisdiction of those types of cases in his court, and the agreement also appoints the County Solicitor for Municipal Court
purposes for these types of cases. He said these are legal technicalities that are required and that the cities are in
agreement with them. He said from the County’s standpoint nothing will change with the exception of some minor
changes that clear up technicalities. He asked for authority for the Chairman to sign the contracts with the cities. He
mentioned the contracts would expire at the end of Judge Sams’ term of office, if he is not reelected, and then the County
would need to renew the agreements for the new judge. Discussion followed.

Commissioner Horgan moved to authorize the Chairman to sign First Amended and Restated Animal Control
Agreements between Fayette County and the City of Peachtree City, the City of Fayetteville, and the Town of Tyrone
as presented by the County Attorney. Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion. No discussion followed. The motion
passed unanimously.

Mr. Bennett clarified that there is no problem with the Town of Woolsey or the Town of Brooks, but that the County “has
just not gotten in touch with them”. Copies of the First Amended and Restated Animal Control Agreements between
Fayette County and the City of Peachtree City, the City of Fayetteville, and the Town of Tyrone, identified as
‘Attachments 17, 18, and 19, respectively, follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.

Litigation: County Attorney Scott Bennett announced that litigation needed to be discussed in Executive Session.

Call to Order

Chairman Smith called the May 19, 2009 Board of Commissioners Budget Workshop meeting to order at 8:35 a.m.
Overview

Chief Financial Officer Mary Holland, Budget Officer Sergio Acevedo, and County Administrator Jack Krakeel gave an

overview of Fayette County’s Fiscal Year 2010 Budget to the Board before it heard requests from several department

heads. A copy of the Fayette County Budget Overview FY2010 document, identified as “Attachment 1", follows these

minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Commissioner Frady left the meeting during a temporary adjournment, which took place after the overview, to attend
to a previously scheduled medical appointment.

E911 Communications
Communications Director Cheryl Rogers requested her budget to be amended by $10,914 to allow two current Senior

Dispatcher positions to be promoted to Supervisor positions. After some discussion, the Board unanimously consented
to amend the budget and approve the request.
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Public Health

Environmental Health County Manager Rick Fehr spoke about the budget cuts experienced by all the Public Health
Departments. He acknowledged that budget cuts were not unexpected in the current economic climate, but the depth
of the cuts from both State and County levels were significant, especially when a possible pandemic such as Swine Flu,
and the panic it generates, increases needs and services. He asked the County to help Public Health as much as it
possibly could. Discussion followed. The Board thanked Mr. Fehr for his update and for coming to them with his
request, but took no action and made no decision on the request.

Commissioner Frady returned to the meeting following a temporary adjournment after Public Health’s request.
Georgia Department of Human Resources Division of Family and Children Services

Ms. Susan Boggs, Director of Family and Children Services, or DFCS, presented to the Board a 2008 Annual Report
and spoke about the impact budget cuts are having on DFCS. She stated the budget cuts are especially difficult for her
department since the number and caliber of people requesting help in this economy have increased. Discussion
followed. The Board thanked Ms. Boggs for her update and for coming to them with her request, but took no action.

Elections

Elections Officer Brenda Jones spoke on behalf of Elections Supervisor Tom Sawyer and made two requests. The first
request was for Department of Elections budget to be amended by $27,328 to account for estimated salaries for part-
time workers during the month of June 2010 in preparing for the General Election in November 2010. Discussion
followed. The Board approved the request with the condition that the part-time workers are only utilized during the
election itself and not periodically throughout the year.

The second request was to change a part-time position back to 0.6 hours which would equate to 24 hours per week.
Discussion followed. The Board consented not to approve the request.

Discussion of Departmental Budgets
The Board and staff reviewed each department’s budget and asked questions. Some direction was given.
Risk Manager Position
The Board, based on a recommendation by the County Administrator, consented to the creation of a Risk Manager
position for Fayette County at an aggregate salary and benefits of approximately $82,000 per year, and discussed the
duties to be performed by that position. The Board directed that the Risk Manager be assigned to the Human Resources
Department and accountable to Human Resources Director Commie Boehnke.
Information Systems Strategic Plan
Upon recommendation and discussion by the County Administrator, the Board consented to hire an outside consultant
for the Information Systems Department for the purpose of creating a long-term Strategic Technology Plan, including

a strategy implementing the plan, at a cost of approximately $78,000 which was first approved in the Fiscal Year 2008
budget.

Pay-for-Performance

Commissioner Maxwell asked to discuss pay-for-performance, how employees would be evaluated, and who would be
eligible to receive pay-for-performance. Discussion followed. The Board consented to the 1.25% pay-for-performance
budget as recommended, but agreed, however, that this amount will be subject to the availabity of funds following the
conclusion of the FY 2009 budget and is also subject to change. The Board also agreed that managment continue to
work with the evaluation instrument approved by the Board of Commissioners at an earlier date, and to evaluate the pay-
for-performance system once employee evaluations are completed.

Stimulus Money for Capital Projects

Chairman Smith announced that the second wave of the federal stimulus package was forthcoming and that the money
would be distributed through the Atlanta Regional Commission, or ARC, to its constituent counties. He explained that
the money could be utilized for previously scheduled projects, projects that have not been scheduled, and possibly for
projects that are currently ongoing such as the West Fayetteville Bypass. He mentioned there are two projects in
Peachtree City and one in Fayetteville that could be considered, but there would not be enough funding to complete all
three projects. Discussion followed. The Board consented to consider what projects it desired to be funded at the May
28, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting.

Call to Order, Invocation and Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Smith called the May 28, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.

Commissioner Hearn gave the invocation.

Chairman Smith led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Acceptance of Agenda.

Commissioner Frady moved to approve the agenda as published and Commissioner Maxwell seconded the motion.

Chairman Smith asked for the following changes to be made to the agenda and briefly gave reasons for each request:

. Consent Agenda ltems 5 and 6 to be tabled from agenda and placed on the June 25, 2009 agenda as
requested by staff.

. Public Hearing Item F be tabled from the agenda and placed on the June 25, 2009 agenda.
. Old Business Item G be tabled and placed on the June 11, 2009 agenda.
. Addition of a request from Clerk of Court Sheila Studdard to the agenda.

Commissioner Frady amended his motion to approve the agenda as published and to approve the changes delineated
by the Chairman. Commissioner Maxwell seconded the amended motion. The motion passed unanimously.
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Intent to Apply: Clerk of Court Sheila Studdard stated she had an Intent to Apply for a grant that had to be signed prior
to June 1,2009. She explained the grant is one of the Justice Assistance Grants, or a JAG, that it is a bond grant made
available to criminal justice agencies Circuit-wide, and that collaboration and agreement must be shown amongst the
agencies within the Circuit in order to obtain the grant. She mentioned more than 20 agencies Circuit-wide, made up
of police departments, circuit judges, various county commissions, and the Georgia Judicial Data Exchange, or JDX,
are in agreement and are working for the grant which would fund a data-sharing initiative. She continued that the Griffin
Circuit, which is comprised of Fayette, Spalding, Upson and Pike Counties, would have approximately $375,000 in grant
monies and the Circuit has agreed on a data-sharing initiative which will electronically share vital data within the criminal
justice system and would reduce time, man-hours, and errors by preventing multiple agencies from reentering or
retyping data. Ms. Studdard gave further explanation of how the grant money would benefit the Circuit and how it would
save money. She asked the Board to approve the Intent to Apply for the grant, for Fayette County to agree to be the
agent that would apply for the grant on behalf of all the other agencies, and for Fayette County to be the financial agent.
Discussion followed.

Commissioner Frady moved to approve the Clerk of Court's request to approve the Intent to Apply for JAG grant , for
Fayette County to be the agent that would apply for the grant on behalf of all the other agencies, and for Fayette County
to be the financial agent. Commissioner Maxwell seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the
Criminal Justice Coordinating Council, identified as “Attachment 1", follows these minutes and is made an official part
hereof.

PUBLIC HEARING:

A. Presentation of an update on the Federal Neighborhood Stabilization Program and the grant awarded
to Fayette County in the amount of $1,178,544. The public will be allowed to comment or ask questions.

Community Development Director Pete Frisina stated this public hearing was required under the Neighborhood
Stabilization Program, or NSP, due to the grant award which was received at the end of March 2009, and that
this hearing required no action from the Board. He clarified that this public hearing was to discuss the estimated
amount of the grant, how the County intended to used the money, and what activities would be funded for the
benefit of low, moderate, and middle-income persons. He explained that the NSP is a two-goal program with
the first goal facilitating the purchase of foreclosed or abandoned homes so they do not fall into disrepair and
the second goal benefitting low, moderate, and middle-income groups by placing themin housing. Mr. Frisina
next gave a brief history regarding how Fayette County received the NSP grant award agreement, and noted
there were 21 general conditions detailing requirements and administrative procedures that must be adhered
to and six special conditions specified to Fayette County’s application. Mr. Frisina briefly discussed the six
special conditions applied to Fayette County, and gave further information about the particulars of the NSP,
before the public was allowed to speak on this topic.

Alice Jones: Mrs. Alice Jones, a resident of Fayette County, asked what is the target area that the Department
of Community Affairs, or DCA, identified to receive the funds.

Michael Meyer: Mr. Michael Meyer, a resident of Fayetteville and a former real estate investor, asked if there
was any way to make the NSP available to investors or for nonowner occupied homes since many of the homes
require money after they are purchased and many of the people who qualify for these types of homes are not
looking for a “fixer-upper”.
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Virginia Dunn: Ms. Virginia Dunn, a resident of Fayette County and speaking on behalf of her community,
stated she did not want investors to come into her community to buy the foreclosed homes. She explained the
reason the community opposed the investors was because all the investors care about is money, that they do
not care who moves into the community, and that the practice will only cause property to depreciate.

Gordon Furr: Mr. Gordon Furr, aresident of Tyrone, was concerned about purchasing extremely old foreclosed
homes since the cost of cleaning the homes would need to be considered. He added old homes contain
asbestos and lead and he did not believe the County’s tax dollars would cover those expenses. He said his
concern was driven by how he was personally affected by asbestos and lead due to his work around
construction all his life and that was why he continually fights for clean air and water.

Larry Furr: Mr. Larry Furr, a resident of Fayette County, stated he was opposed to the West Fayetteville
Bypass. Chairman Smith responded that this discussion was not pertaining to the West Fayetteville Bypass.

Mr. Frisina replied that the target areas designated by the DCA for grant funding were concentrated in the
northern parts of Fayette County since the census plots in that area have risk scores of eight or greater. He
added that the County is trying to expand the area to other portions of the County including Peachtree City,
Tyrone, and the City of Fayetteville. Mr. Frisina also stated that if the County or investors obtained the homes,
they would still be held responsible to ensure that only qualified people with low, moderate, or middle incomes
would be placed in the homes and that the homes would have to remain affordable and stay in the possession
of the people who ultimately take the home. He continued giving an explanation of the guidelines and
stipulations imposed with the dispersion and use of the grant money and answered questions from the Board.

Chairman Smith clarified the downpayment assistance that the County agreed to facilitate with respect to the
grant is for owner-occupied homes, and if the home is resold by the individual, which is outside the control of
the county, then that person must repay the grant if they have not lived in the home for indicated period of time.
He added the NSP is not designed for investor purchases of homes.

Commissioner Maxwell recalled that when he first heard about the NSP he was not in favor of it, but because
no strings were attached to the grant money, he accepted it. He mentioned that the federal government would
pay Fayette County an administrative fee of $70,000, but during the initial presentation of the NSP the Board
was shown a map of eligible areas for NSP funds including unincorporated Fayette County, areas in the City
of Fayetteville, areas in Peachtree City, and areas in the Town of Tyrone. He recalled commenting that
because the NSP was for the entire County he was interested in the NSP since there were no strings attached.
It seemed to him after the application was made all of a sudden there were a lot of strings attached to it and
he did not know where the program was going. He understood during the initial presentation that the County
was simply applying for the NSP grant, but he did not believe he could support the NSP if it only supported a
little area in north Fayette County since most of the money would be wasted. He did not believe he could
support a program like that, where he has misgivings, after he was told it would apply to the entire County and
now it appears to apply only to a very small portion of the County. He said there were other areas in the County
dealing with foreclosures and did not understand why the NSP did not apply to the entire County.

Mr. Frisina replied “We are trying to get that expanded’. He explained the strings were due to the
administration regarding how to fill out “all these things and follow all these guidelines”, and said it was “just
amess, itis an amazing amount of work to keep track of this money, make sure you are spending it correctly,
you have to be accountable for it at any time for DCA to come down and audit our procedure or our books”.
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Mr. Frisina concluded that DCA has not responded to the County’s request to make the rest of the County
eligible for grant funds and that the County is still in the application process even though Fayette County has
the award.

Gloria Furr: Mrs. Gloria Furr, a resident and Council Person of Tyrone, asked what area in Tyrone had been
specifically designated for NSP funds. She concluded that she was very concerned about the NSP, agreed
with Commissioner Maxwell’s concerns, and repeated her original question.

Chairman Smith replied that the original application included areas from different parts of the County where
foreclosures were significant, but the approved grant did not include most of the areas that were indicated as
qualifying when the County made its original application. He summarized that the grant money received by
Fayette County did not include money designated for Tyrone.

Tom Waller: Mr. Tom Waller, a resident of Fayetteville, asked how long would the County have to continue
submitting reports after it accepts the grant money, and he also wanted to know what department would be
“saddled” with the requirement.

Mr. Frisina replied that the first half of Mr. Waller's question was dependent on the amount of money the County
expends on an individual house or foreclosed property and that the different periods of affordability could be
anywhere from five, ten or fifteen years. He stated the County is trying to stay within the five-year period of
affordability and it would be controlled with legal documents and liens on the property. He answered Mr.
Waller's second question saying the Planning and Zoning Department is working on the administrative portion
of the NSP and the Finance Department is helping with the financial aspects. He added that the County is also
working with lending institutions and the real estate community since they are partners in this endeavor, and
those institutions are doing the front-end work by finding foreclosed homes, approving loans for people who
can afford to purchase the homes, and by helping with down-payment assistance. Mr. Frisina concluded his
presentation by answering more questions from the Board. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment

THE PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENCED DENIAL 5-0.

RULES FOR PUBLIC HEARINGS

Community Development Director Pete Frisina read the Infroduction to Public Hearings. A copy of the
Introduction for Public Hearings, identified as “Attachment 4", follows these minutes and is made an official part
hereof.

Mr. Billy Brundage with Brundage Engineering represented Mr. Johnie Williams and announced that Mr.
Williams was asking for this item to be tabled until the June 11, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting since
some Planning Commissioners, during the last Planning Commission meeting, indicated they would possibly
support the petition if it did not encompass all of the entire property as requested but only a portion of the
property. He stated that both he and Mr. Williams were evaluating the feasibility of utilizing only a portion of
the requested acreage and if they decided to return with a request for reduced acreage they would withdraw
the current petition and reapply with a new petition.

Discussion followed regarding whether or not the petition could be tabled.

The Board consented to table Petition No. 1213-09 until the June 11, 2009 Board of Commissioners meeting.
A copy of the request identified as “Attachment 5", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

Consideration of Petition No. 1214-09, Dan V. Stinchcomb, Owner, and Randy Boyd, Agent, request to
rezone 17.938 acres from R-40 to O-I for Office Institutional Uses. This property is located in Land Lot
39 of the 7™ District and fronts on SR 54 West and Huiet Drive. STAFF RECOMMENDED APPROVAL
WITH REDUCED ACREAGE PER SECTION 11-8 OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE. THE PLANNING
COMMISSION RECOMMENDED DENIAL 4-1.

Mr. Randy Boyd represented Mr. Dan Stinchcomb and presented and explained Petition 1214-09 while referring
to a map presented to each Commissioner. He said staff had recommended three conditions and had
recommended that, due to the existing C-H zoning on the easterly side of Huiet Drive, that the lot size be
reduced to coincide with the zoning on the east side where zoning changes from C-H to A-R. He said at the
last Planning Commission meeting, although they did not receive approval from the Planning Commission, the
Chairman of the Planning Commission, Mr. Powell, suggested it would be nice if the size of the property in
question was reduced so it would impact as few lots as possible. He next gave an explanation of his request.
He said the benefit of reducing the acreage to 9.967 acres from 17.938 acres is that since it is already zoned
R-40, which is one-acre zoning, this would be a better transitional step-down zoning. He said if the land were
zoned O-l it would have absolutely no impact on the school system and would help maintain the residential
character of the area.

No one else spoke in favor of the petition.

Harry Whitehead: Mr. Harry Whitehead, a resident of Huiet Drive, spoke in opposition to Petition No. 1214-09.
He was concerned about the possibility that rezoning would increase traffic along Huiet Drive. He said Huiet
Drive had only been paved for approximately one year and still does not have line markings on it, and he
wondered if the road was designed for commercial traffic.
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A.E. Martin: Mr. A.E. Martin, a resident of Huiet Drive, spoke in opposition to Petition 1214-09. He said he
attended the hearing by the Planning Commission on this request, heard talk of having entrances on “this
division to Huiet Drive”, and wondered what had changed since nothing was mentioned about it at this meeting.
He said it was stated at the Planning Commission that there would be two entrances from Huiet Drive into the
subdivision instead of from SR 54. He continued that Huiet Drive is a residential street and he did not want this
petition to pass since children are on the road. He did not believe the road would hold up to heavy trucks since
the asphalt on the road is really soft.

The Board clarified that there would only be one entrance in the revision off Huiet Drive and it would be 605
feet off SR 54's right-of-way. Mr. Martin still opposed the petition after clarification was given.

Mr. Boyd said the original application did not show an entrance off Huiet Drive but by talking to Public Works,
Engineering, and the Planning and Zoning Departments, Mr. Mallon was concerned about someone coming
out of the entrance and attempting to travel west on SR 54. He said even the revised site plan indicates
someone would have to go directly across traffic and make a hard right turn, get into the deceleration lane, and
then make an U-turn in order to travel west on SR 54 toward Peachtree City. He said they agreed a side street
would be the best way to solve this by having the street connect to Huiet Drive. He explained by having an
entrance on Huiet Drive they were complying with staff's recommendation, and that the rezoning will not be
commercial but O-| as requested. He said C-H is across the street from Huiet Drive and it was anticipated that
traffic coming from it would travel east on SR 54.

Chairman Smith asked Public Works Director Phil Mallon what was the load-bearing capacity of Huiet Drive,
and Mr. Mallon answered Huiet Drive was paved by the developer of Waterlace Subdivision and that it was
paved to County standards so it would maintain as well as any other County-local road. He added the road was
not striped at the request of the developer who attempted to maintain a rural character to the road, but
concluded the road could be striped.

Chairman Smith summarized saying a request had been presented that follows staff's recommendations in
accordance with Section 11-8 of the Zoning Ordinance and the petitioner has agreed to limit his rear lot-line
to be adjacent to the C-H rear line of the property adjoining it across the street.

Commissioner Frady moved to approve Petition 1214-09 with a reduction in acreage from 17.938 acres to
9.967 acres as allowed by Section 11-8 of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance and in accordance with
recommendations of staff. Commissioner Hearn seconded the motion.

Commissioner Maxwell assumed since Mr. Frisina did not speak out after hearing Mr. Boyd's presenation
regarding the “side street” that he was agreed with the way it was described, and asked if it was a safety issue
to add the side street onto Huiet Drive. Mr. Frisina replied at a Technical Review Committee, or TRC, meeting
the Public Works Department, the Sheriff's Department, and Fire and EMS reviewed the original request and
were concerned with safety. He explained bringing a second entrance to Huiet Drive provides for a clear
median crossing n SR 54 and would limit the number of U-turns for people desiring to travel west toward
Peachtree City. Mr. Frisina answered other questions by the Board.

The motion to approve Petition 1214-09 with a reduction in acreage from 17.938 acres to 9.967 acres as
allowed by Section 11-8 of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance and in accordance with recommendations
of staff passed unanimously. A copy of the request, recommended conditions, Staffs Analysis and
Investigation, and map, identified as “Attachment 6", follow these minutes and are made an official part hereof.
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A copy of the Ordinance and Resolution approving Petition Number 1214-09 with a reduction in acreage from
17.938 acres to 9.967 acres as allowed by Section 11-8 of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance and in
accordance with recommendations of staff, identified as “Attachment 7", follow these minutes and are made
an official part hereof.

E. Consideration of Petition No. RP-044-09, Jerald Reid, Owner/Agent, request to revise the Final Plat of
Fieldway Subdivision by adding 3.99 acres to allow Lot 1, currently consisting of 3.00 acres, to be
subdivided into a 4.783 acre lot and a 2.212 acre lot. This property is located in Land Lot 21 of the 7"
District, fronts on Sandy Creek Road, and is zoned R-70. STAFF REPORTS THIS REQUEST COMPLIES
WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN (2 to 3 ACRES). THE PLANNING COMMISSION RECOMMENDED
APPROVAL SUBJECT TO TWO (2) CONDITIONS 5-0.

Mr. Jerald Reid, a resident of Sandy Creek Road, spoke in favor of this petition.

No one spoke in opposition to the petition.

Commissioner Horgan moved to approve Petition Number RP-044-09 with two conditions as recommended
by the Planning Commission. Commissioner Frady seconded the motion. Chairman Smith asked Mr. Reid if
he was aware of the conditions and agreed to the conditions. Mr. Reid replied he was aware of the conditions
and would agree to them. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the request, identified as “Attachment
8", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

F. Consideration of proposed amendments to the Fayette County Subdivision Regulations.

This item was tabled earlier in the meeting and will be placed on the June 25, 2009 agenda. A copy of the
request, identified as “Attachment 8", follows these minutes and is made an official part hereof.

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Commissioner Robert Horgan: Commissioner Horgan asked for a point of personal privilege and then read a statement
as follows:

Mr. Chairman, my fellow Commissioners, Citizens of Fayette County, and my loyal supporters, | would like to take this
moment to express to all of you my sincerest apology for the negative cloud that now hangs over our community and
the Board because of the incident | was involved in this past weekend. | can assure you that | will do everything | can
to regain your respect and your trust in my ability to function as your County Commissioner. | hope that you will accept
my apology and allow me to continue to work earnestly for our community as | have for the past five years. Thank you
for this opportunity.

Chairman Jack Smith: Chairman Smith stated:

The incident that occurred during the Memorial Day Weekend involving County Commissioner Robert Horgan was
unfortunate. Robert has been hardworking and diligent in his efforts to fairly and dutifully represent the citizens of
Fayette County in his role as County Commissioner. This Board will continue to work as your elected representatives
and we hope that this incident and the negative impact it has had on this body will be resolved fairly and expediently for
all involved.
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Larry Torley: Mr. Larry Torley, a resident of Fayetteville, complimented the Board on its reluctance to “grab federal
money”and spoke of the ramifications of the County accepting federal money. Secondly, Mr. Torley called on
Commissioner Horgan to resign from the Board of Commissioners after reminding the Board that being elected to the
Board entrusts great power and responsibility to the Commissioners.

Tom Halpim: Mr. Tom Halpim, a resident of Ralston Court, spoke in opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass. He
questioned why the Bypass was slated to pass through three school zones, questioned the amount of traffic that would
be created by going through the school zones, the safety of a major road going through school zones, and why schools
were permitted to be constructed in close proximity to a road that was being planned for such a long period of time.

Bob Furhman: Mr. Bob Furhman, a resident of Peachtree City, spoke about his past employment as a commercial
aviator and the consequences he and his fellow employees would face if they failed random, or no-notice drug tests.
He stated that people must live with their choices and subsequent consequences, that integrity must be upheld, and no
less is expected from the Board of Commissioners. He suggested that the four Commissioners who had not come under
recentscrutiny should place heavy pressure on the Commissioner who had gone “askew” to resign from his Commission.

Dennis Chase: Mr. Dennis Chase, a resident of Crabapple Road, spoke in opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass.
He referenced Section 505(b) of the Clean Water Act and stated that section enabled citizens to file suit against a violator
of the Clean Water Act. He announced that he had contacted a law firm, and although neither he nor the West
Fayetteville Bypass Coalition has retained the law firm, the law firm had provided him with information regarding how
to proceed and how citizens could take action. He stated the law firm had advised him to put the Board of
Commissioners on notice that alawsuit is under consideration since, based on case law associated with the Clean Water
Act, citizens are required to make notification to the other party at the earliest possible date. He repeated that the
Coalition had not yet made a decision regarding whether or not to file suit, but he wanted to notify the Board that a law
suit was being considered.

Chairman Smith asked County Attorney Scott Bennett if this was proper notification, and Mr. Bennett replied that he had
been properly notified.

Connie Thomas: Ms. Connie Thomas, a resident of Lee’s Lake Road, spoke in opposition to the West Fayetteville
Bypass. She was concerned that houses would be taken prior to the County’s environmental permits being approved.
She asked for a compromise to be reached and if the environmental permits were approved then talk could begin about
taking homes. She concluded that it would be a travesty to have people’s lives change in such a way and then the
permits not pass with the results being empty homes and people losing much of their financial security.

Patrick Hinchey: Mr. Pat Hinchey, a resident of Fayetteville, said he “almost lost his dinner tonight” when his wife
informed him Commissioner Horgan decided he would remain on the Board of Commissioners. He spoke about the
difficulties of raising teenagers and the adverse environment created by rock stars, politicians, and others who take
action without consequence, and he did not like that it that this was happening in his backyard. He suggested that the
only action Commissioner Horgan could take would be to resign since the Board is now under a great deal of scrutiny
and under a big cloud.

Steve Smithfield: Mr. Steve Smithfield, a resident of Lee’s Mill Road and representative of the West Fayetteville Bypass
Coalition, stated the Coalition was extremely disappointed with the way the Board had handled the West Fayetteville
Bypass issue. He said the Coalition has spoken on the issue before and written letters but they had not received any
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response. He added that the Coalition cannot get any information on the issues pertaining to traffic or the environmental
impacts in order to bring them to the public’s attention. He then mentioned that people in the audience were wearing
‘badges” showing their opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass.

Gina Alford: Mrs. Gina Alford, a resident of Janice Drive, spoke in opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass. She
spoke about the peaceful character of her neighborhood and lifestyle it entailed, and how it would be undermined by a
major road passing through it, the disruption it would create in her life and home, and the destruction of the environment.
She asked why the Board was so determined to create the West Fayetteville Bypass, who was supporting it, for the
Board to prove the need for the road, and for the Board to share additional information. She asked a number of other
questions regarding how to obtain information, about studies, and if any Commissioner had visited her subdivision. She
added that it appeared to those who oppose the West Fayetteville Bypass that the Board was unconcerned for the
people, their homes, and the lives that will be affected. Before running out of her designated time, she concluded that
just because people oppose the Board does not give the Board permission to call anyone “ignorant” and that in none
of the meetings were the people in attendance creating a circus.

Larry Furr: Mr. Larry Furr returned to discuss his opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass. He said he lives on Peters
Road and many people who live on the south end of Fayette County travel Peters Road on their way to work and back
from Atlanta. He asked if there were any studies which indicated that traffic would be alleviated by creating the West
Fayetteville Bypass. He concluded by reiterating his opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass by suggesting much
more study needed to be conducted on the subject.

Paul Parchert: Mr. Paul Parchert, a resident of Janice Drive and a retired Army officer, stated that Army personnel was
subjected to mandatory drug analysis and if he, as an officer tested positive, he would not just be asked to resign but
would be discharged from the Army. He thought anyone in public office should be held to those same standards. Mr.
Parchert also spoke in opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass saying he had been to every meeting and was
unconvinced it would alleviate traffic congestion. He explained it would only shift traffic congestion from downtown
Fayetteville, and if the County was really serious about reducing traffic congestion nothing would make better sense than
four-laning SR 92 and connecting it to Interstate Highway 85.

Catherine Sanderson: Ms. Catherine Sanderson, a resident of Peachtree City, suggested a “Roads-Only” SPLOST this
year may be extremely unpopular due to all the controversy surrounding the West Fayetteville Bypass. She added if
a SPLOST referendum included a Community Center then community support could be built for a very important
mechanism through which the County could bring in funds for roads and other projects. She said there are many people
in the community who will support a SPLOST that extends beyond roads.

Gordon Furr: Mr. Gordon Furr returned to speak in opposition to the West Fayetteville Bypass saying it would only place
SPLOST funds into a sinkhole, stating there were many roads in Fayette County that could be repaired, questioning what
it meant to shorten people’s driveways but not take their land, protesting against destroying wetlands, and asking if
people’s wells would be destroyed, damaged, or dried up by blasting for the new road. In closing, he suggested that
Chairman Smith should watch the movie Bridge over the River Kwai.

Mr. Charles McCollum, Chairman of the Fayette County Parks and Recreation Commission, discussed the
proposed Fayette County Parks and Recreation Policies and Procedure Manual including its need, function,
and creation. He added that the proposed manual was placed on the County’s website in April 2009 for public
feedback but none was given, and so he asked the Board to formally adopt the proposed manual as presented.
Discussion followed regarding its reception of the policies and procedure manual from Fayette County Youth
Soccer League, what composes the league, the possibility of Peachtree City soccer merging with the Lightening
program to become one organization, how the potential merger would not impact the policies and procedure
manual, and that Fayette County Youth Soccer League would govern the merger and would itself be governed
by Fayette County.

Commissioner Maxwell thanked Mr. McCollum, the Parks and Recreation Commission, and staff for all their
hours and work involved creating the policies and procedures manual. Chairman Smith also thanked the Parks
and Recreation Commission and Mr. Darryl Hicks who was in the audience and a member of the Parks and
Recreation Commission. Commissioner Hearn thanked Mr. McCollum for all he did for Fayette baseball, and
said going through the baseball program with his two boys was quite an undertaking. He explained that Mr.
McCollum was a tireless worker who was out early on Saturday mornings dragging and lining fields, and he
wanted to extend a personal “thank you” for all he has done through the years. He concluded that his efforts
had meant a lot to the kids.

Commissioner Frady moved to adopt the proposed Fayette County Parks and Recreation Policies and
Procedures Manual as presented by the Parks and Recreation Commission. Commissioner Hearn seconded
the motion. The motion passed unanimously. A copy of the request and the Fayette County Parks and
Recreation Polices and Procedures Manual, identified as “Attachment 17", follows these minutes and is made
an official part hereof.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

GDOT Safe-Routes-to-School Grant: County Administrator Jack Krakeel announced Fayette County had received the
Georgia Department of Transportation’s, or GDOT's, Safe-Routes-to-School-Grant in the amount of $491,000 with no
matching fund requirements, gave a further explanation of the grant, and thanked staff including Mr. Pete Frisina,
Vanessa Birrell, and Bryan Keller who had applied for and did the legwork for the grant.

Update on Sales Tax Revenues: County Administrator Jack Krakeel reminded the Board that earlier this month he
reported to the Board that Fayette County’s Sales Tax Revenues had decreased 31% from this time last year, but he
was happy to report that the figures, which were received from the Georgia Department of Revenue, were incorrect due
to an error in computation resulting from a changeover to electronic reporting at the state level. He stated that the
reported negative 31% decrease in Sales Tax Revenue was now a positive 25% in Sales Tax Revenue from this time
last year.

Cancellation of the June 3, 2009 Board of Commissioners Workshop Meeting: Executive Assistant Carol Chandler
reported there were no agenda items for the June 3, 2009 Board of Commissioners Workshop meeting and suggested
the Board may choose to cancel the meeting.

newsletters and news articles on storm water management, water runoff, erosion, and
efficient uses of water in the household and household landscape.

o Complete the design and concept for the Old Courthouse’s new landscape. The landscape
will be an educational showpiece that will offer numerous opportunities and suggestions to
the people in the county, region, and state for efficient and effective landscape design, water
management and utilization and cooperative educational efforts.

e Continue the organization and utilization of our Master Gardeners through educational
programs and plant clinics allowing them to share their knowledge and passions to the people
of the county.

e Increase the number of certified and active Master Gardeners by 12.

e Plan, coordinate, and offer seasonal and timely programs on landscape management, garden
utilization and horticulture education. These programs will reach over 500 people annually.






e Plan, advertise and offer two food safety programs designed to help teach clients the safe and
recommended ways to harvest, process and can their garden produce.

e Increase certified and active volunteers in the youth programs by 10%. All certified
volunteers will have completed their University of Georgia background screening, have had
reference checks completed, attended a training on the ages and stages of human
development and all have been overnight chaperone certified.

e Increase youth participation in our 4-H Youth Development programs by:

o Increasing the number of Fayette County grade schools involved in our science-based
curriculum by three (3) — thus increasing the number of youth in the program by 250
youth.

o Increasing the number of 5™ and 6™ grade youth that participate in the district level
competition for public speaking and education by 15%.

o Increasing the scope and depth of our Junior 4-H (middle school aged) program by
placing a concentrated effort in offering programs and resources to the middle
schools. We will increase participants by 30%.

o Create and nourish a Senior 4-H (high school aged) county council that will make
youth programming decisions and will become active resources for community
service and leadership opportunities in the county. These youth will also develop and
initiate a “youth-based” community service project and fund raiser.

o Increase the number of educational newsletters and articles produced to help educate citizens
on timely topics, programs and opportunities in the county, area and state. Our goal is to have
at least one news article per month in the local newspaper and at least one article a quarter in
a regional magazine. We will also produce a newsletter and distribute it quarterly focusing on
Agriculture and Natural Resources including water management and utilization, Horticulture,
4-H Youth Development, and Family and Consumer Sciences.

4-H Youth Development

The Fayette County Extension Office provides youth programming that influences many youth from the
county and the area. We currently have partnerships with seven public schools, two private schools and
some home school families. These participants as well as our Junior and Senior 4-H’ers participate in
numerous area, district and state events and community programs.

Our in-school enrichment programs are designed to be a supplemental curriculum program to the
schools and help to reinforce the Georgia Performance Standards.

These programs are an asset to the county and to the school’s youth, but they are also used as companion
programming for Fayette County’s Storm Water Management Plan and their grant initiative.

We are fortunate in Fayette County to also have two “specialty” clubs. We have a very active Horse
Club that hosts educational programs, horse shows and judging events throughout the year. Some of
those youth placed 4" in the State in the Horse Quiz Bowl in 2008. Our 4-H S.A.F.E. Shotgun Senior
Team placed first in the State last year and had the opportunity to participate in the National shoot in
Nebraska. What a learning experience! The S.A.F.E. club not only provides an avenue for youth to
participate in area, state and national events, but it develops leadership, responsibility, goal setting and
team building — all in a fun environment.

We are currently in the process of trying to develop a BB Shooting Club and also a Service Oriented
Club. We hope that they both will be in place in 2009.

We have several programs that have been an asset to the county through the drought conditions and has
also invited many alternatives during our current economic cycle.

The Agriculture and Natural Resources programs also collaborate well with other county programs and
are an integral part of the State’s reporting and education system. We have partnered to provide
programming in the areas of storm water management, drought management, water use, pesticide safety
and certification as well as participating in Earth Day. A major undertaking this last fall was to do a
thorough investigation of the recycling facilities and efforts in Fayette County. Once this information
was compiled, a new directory was created and published on the Fayette County website and the
University of Georgia- Fayette County web. These efforts help to keep Fayette County a beautiful and
clean community and gives access 24 hours a day.

Unfortunately, we do not currently have an Agriculture and Natural Resources Agent on staff, but we
continue to offer some base programming through the combined efforts of our existing staff and the
wonderful volunteers in our programs.

We hope to be able to hire an Agriculture and Natural Resources Agent starting in July 2009 so that we
can combine and nurture some existing programs and plant seeds for several new programs.

Master Gardener Certification:

Description: The Master Gardener Program in Georgia is a volunteer training program designed
to help Extension agents transfer research-based information about gardening and related
subjects to the public by training home gardeners. Master Gardeners currently are active in many
Georgia counties. Through this program, volunteers benefit from the classes and ongoing
training and the opportunity to share knowledge with others; the agents and community benefit
from the service. Fayette County volunteers attend a structured in-depth training and take two
tests during the training to become certified interns. They must then volunteer in the community
for 50 hours before they become certified Master Gardeners. Twenty-five of those hours must be
volunteering in the Extension Office.

PROPERTY SITE

The volume of trips
generated by the proposed development can be estimated by use of the manual Trip
Generation by the Institute of Traffic Engineers, currently in its 7" Edition.

The trip generation rates per acre for a Multipurpose Recreational Facility is 90.38 for
weekdays, 97.60 for Saturdays and §1.49 on Sundays. As applied to the subject property,
37.08 acres could generate 3,351 trip ends on weekdays, 3,619 on Saturdays and 3,022 on
Sundays, as shown on the accompanying table.

Susceptibility Map of Georgia (Hydrologic Atlas 20).

Environmental Health Department

The Environmental Health Department has no comments regarding the rezoning
request.

would impact emergency management,

Public Works/Engineering

A rezoning of 37.08 acres from A-R to M-1 could have significant impacts to
traffic patterns and loads on to Corinth and/or Curved Roads. Applicant should
be advised of potential need for deceleration lane at entrance and/or traffic study
to determine need for additional mitigation efforts along these roads.

Dedication of right-of-way along Corinth Road is needed to provide 50’ of right-
of-way from road centerline and shall be indicated on any applicable Preliminary
Plat, Final Plat, or Site Plan. This is shown correctly on the Concept Plan dated
2/25/09.

Dedication of right-of-way along Curved Road is needed to provide 30" of right-
of-way from road centerline.
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Mr. Billy Brundage’s letter dated 2/27/09 indicates the purpose of the proposed
maintenance building is to support Dixieland Fun Park. An approved site plan
and/or traffic study will be required by the County prior to construction of a curb
cut and driveway that connects Corinth Road with the Dixieland Fun Park.
Improvements, as noted above, would likely be required.

Board of Education

If this application is approved, school system data shows it will not impact the
school system with additional students.

There are no comments.

STAFF ANALYSIS

This request is based on the petitioner's intent to rezone said property from A-R to M-1
for the purpose of developing Maintenance Building for Dixieland Fun Park. Per Section
11-10 of the Fayette County Zoning Ordinance, Staff makes the following evaluations:

1.

The request for rezoning from A-R to M-1 is not in keeping with the Fayette
County Comprehensive Plan. The Future Land Use Plan designates the area
along SR 85 North for nonresidential use and the area along Corinth Road for
residential uses. The majority of the subject property lies within an area
designated for Low Density Residential (1 Unit/ 1 to 2 Acres) on the Future Land
Use Plan. Objective L-2, Policy b. states: “Prevent the encroachment of
incompatible land uses, both residential and nonresidential, into established or
designated land use areas.” The approval of M-1 zoning in this area would
constitute an encroachment of non-residential uses in a designated residential land
use area.

The proposed rezoning could adversely affect the existing use or usability of
adjacent or nearby residential property in terms of light, noise and increased
traffic activity on Corinth Road and/or Curved Road generally associated with
non-residential development. Approval of this rezoning request could set a
precedent providing legal leverage for non-residential rezoning of other
residential properties in this area on Corinth Road and Curved Road.
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3, The proposed rezoning will not result in a burdensome use of utilities or schools.
The rezoning of 37.08 acres for General Light Industrial, Warehousing, or a
Multipurpose Recreational Facility has the potential to generate approximately
1,921 to 3,351 vehicular trips per weekday (see Traffic and Trip Generation) as
opposed to a one acre single-family subdivision consisting of 33 lots (37.08 acres
minus 3.71 acres (10%) for infrastructure leaves 33.37 acres or 33 lots times 9.57
trips per lot) that could generate approximately 316 vehicular trips per weekday.

4. Existing conditions and the area's existing and future development as a single-
family residential district do not support this petition.

Based on the foregoing Investigation and Staff Analysis, Staff recommends DENIAL.
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RECOMMENDED CONDITIONS

If this petition is approved by the Board of Commissioners, it should be approved M-1
CONDITIONAL subject to the following enumerated conditions. Where these
conditions conflict with the provisions of the Zoning Ordinance, these conditions shall
supersede unless otherwise specifically stipulated by the Board of Commissioners.

1. The owner/developer shall dedicate, at no cost to Fayette County, per the Public
Works Director, as follows: Dedication of right-of-way for Corinth Road is
required to provide 50 feet of right-of-way as measured from the road centerline.
Dedication of right-of-way along Curved Road is required to provide 30 feet of
right-of-way as measured from the road centerline. (7This condition is to ensure
the provision of adequate right-of-way for future road improvements per an
established policy of the Fayette County Comprehensive Plan and the
Development Regulations which stipulate how much right-of-way is needed for
compliance.)

2. The subject property shall not have access to Curved Road. (This condition is to
prevent increased traffic on Curved Road which is not paved.)

3. An approved site plan and/or traffic study will be required by the County prior to
construction of a curb cut and driveway that connects Corinth Road with the
Dixieland Fun Park. (This condition is to lessen the impact of increased traffic
on Corinth Road.)

4, Consideration of Petition No. 1213-09, Johnie Williams and JEW Properties, LLC,
Owners, and Billy Brundage of Brundage Engineering, Inc., Agent, request to rezone
37.08 acres from A-R to M-1 to construct a new maintenance building for Dixieland
Fun Park. This property is located in Land Lot 216 of the S5th District and fronts on
Corinth Road and Curved Road.

Billy Brundage, Agent for Johnie Williams, remarked that the subject property was adjacent to
Dixieland Fun Park which was zoned C-H and M-1. He said the immediate plan was to build a
maintenance building to serve the fun park which was not allowed in A-R zoning. He noted that the
long term plan was to expand the park. He said the immediate plan was to bring traffic from SR 85
North through the subject property and exit on Corinth Road. He noted that SR 85 North has a
narrow median. He said he had checked with the Sheriff’s Department and remarked that there had
been a few traffic accidents with a lot of cars turning left at closing time. He said he had spoken with
the Georgia Department of Transportation and this would meet their technical requirements. He said
there was concern about peak hours and increased traffic on SR 85 North. He noted that Corinth
Road was a major arterial, but noted there was a traffic light planned for 85 North and Corinth Road.
He presented an exhibit of surrounding property within one-half (0.50) mile of the subject property
indicating industrial, commercial, residential, and properties located in Clayton County. He said the
Fayette County Comprehensive Plan was designated low density residential with Clayton County
zoned for one-fourth acre lots or high density residential. He pointed out that the subject property
was surrounded by industrial, commercial, high density in Clayton County, and the East Bypass. He
said the expansion of the park would be good for the tax base. He said safety concems would be
addressed.

Chairman Powell asked if there was anyone to speak in favor of the petition.

Johnie Williams remarked that he was the owner of the subject property. He pointed out that there
was almost no value as A-R. He said last year the property taxes were almost $100,000 and the
County had a short fall in revenue.

Chairman Powell remarked that the PC did not look at taxes.

Johnie Williams said the average car had three (3) kids and there needed to be a change in the exit on
85 North because there was going to be a fatality there.

Chairman Powell asked if there was anyone to speak in opposition of the petition.

The following people spoke in opposition:

Don Allen said he owned the property adjacent to the North. He said he appreciated staff’s analysis
consisting of 11 pages. He said this proposal did not comply with the Comprehensive Plan dated
2004 to 2025, and pointed out that this area was also designated as conservation area. He said noise
from Dixieland Fun Park can be heard on Curved Road, Morning Creek Drive, and Corinth Road.,
Lights can be seen especially during the winter months. He expressed concern about the increased
traffic on Corinth Road. He said approval of this proposal would set a precedent. He pointed out
that it was difficult to exit the park, but may be easier than exiting Corinth Road due to more sight
distance. He said he had read an article that the East Bypass had been killed. He noted that two (2)
churches are on Corinth Road with activities throughout the week and weekend. He expressed
concern on property values. He noted that there was a cemetery to the North. He noted that most of
property in Clayton County was already developed. He provided a copy of his comments to Sergeant
Williams to be made part of these minutes.

Larry Wilson of 141 Moming Creek Road said his property adjoins the Dixieland Fun Park. He said
there were five (5) to six (6) houses on Morning Creek Road and it was especially noisy on the
weekends. He asked why 37.08 acres needed to be zoned and pointed out that there were already 12
acres zoned. He said there would be increased noise and the East Bypass would also add traffic. He
noted that M-1 zoning would allow for heavy industrial businesses. He asked what a buffer would
consist of,

Chairman Powell asked how large the buffer would be and Pete Frisina replied 75 feet.

Mr. Wilson asked if there would also be 25 feet for the setback from the buffer and Chairman Powell
replied yes.

Mr. Wilson questioned a privacy fence and Chairman Powell said that portion of the property was
not part of this rezoning request.

Mr. Wilson interjected that Johnie Williams proceeds with property changes and then asks for
permission. He said his main concern was with increased traffic and noise.

Marlene Raphael of 146 Moming Creek Drive remarked that she was concerned with the increased
traffic, kids, noise, and late night activities. She said she purchased his property for peace and quiet
and now property values would decrease. She said the existing privacy fence was an eyesore and
pointed out that Curved Road was a dirt road.

Chairman Powell remarked that the proposed road to Corinth Road was on the north side of the
subject property.
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In rebuttal, Billy Brundage remarked that the traffic would increase on Corinth Road, but pointed out
that it was a major arterial and a traffic light at Corinth Road and SR 85 North would be make this
better. He noted that there was still a substantial amount of property remaining on Corinth Road that
was not developed. He said the current plans were to expand parking and separate parking from
amusement area to keep cars away from kids.

Chairman Powell remarked that the portion of Dixieland Fun Park, south of Curved Road, is
currently being used for storage and asked how much unused property was left.

Mr. Brundage stated that the watershed protection buffered covered a large percentage of the area
and the unused portion of this area is where future parking will be located.

Chairman Powell read the recommended conditions to the audience as follows:

1. The owner/developer shall dedicate, at no cost to Fayette County, per the Public
Works Director, as follows: Dedication of right-of-way for Corinth Road is required
to provide 50 feet of right-of-way as measured from the road centerline. Dedication
of right-of-way along Curved Road is required to provide 30 feet of right-of-way as
measured from the road centerline.

2. The subject property shall not have access to Curved Road.

3. An approved site plan and/or traffic study will be required by the County prior to
construction of a curb cut and driveway that connects Corinth Road with the
Dixieland Fun Park.

Chairman Powell asked Mr. Brundage if he had any objection to these conditions.
Mr. Brundage replied that he had no objections.

Chairman Powell asked if there was any further public comment and hearing none, closed the floor
from public comments,

Chairman Powell remarked that safety was a big issue and Corinth Road might not be the answer.
He said to increase the safety on SR 85 North might require traffic signalization, He noted that low
density housing would increase pedestrian traffic to the park. He said traffic would affect the higher
density housing and he wanted to protect existing residential properties. He felt light and noise
would be upsetting. He said the Comprehensive Plan designates the area as low density residential
and the area requested for M-1 zoning was too large.

Planning Commission Public Hearing

Bill Beckwith remarked that any future sale of the property would allow manufacturing uses in a
residential area should the subject property be rezoned to M-1. He said this petition did not comply
with the Comprehensive Plan and he could not support this petition.

Al Gilbert said M-1 was one (1) of the most intense zoning classifications. He said if properties sell
then various businesses would be allowed. He said there were residential areas along Corinth Road.

Jim Graw stated there were 20 acres of A-R and they may request to rezone to M-1. He said he
would be in favor of the property owner expanding, however existing residences already have noise
concerns.

Bill Beckwith remarked that a reduction of acreage may be more acceptable to residents in the area.
Tim Thoms remarked that the adjacent land owners could utilize their property based on the
Comprehensive Plan but might want to rezone part of their property as well if this rezoning is
approved. He said the fun park is an intense use of the property and he could not support the
petition.

Tim Thoms made a motion to deny the petition. Jim Graw seconded the motion.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Powell called for the vote. The motion for denial
unanimously passed 5-0.

SPLOST Project R-5
West Fayetteville Parkway Phase 11

The West Fayetteville Parkway is a proposed thoroughfare designed to reduce traffic
congestion within the City of Fayetteville by providing an alternative north/south route
across the County. The Parkway will provide connectivity between State Route 85 south
(near Harp Road) and SR 92 north at Westbridge Road.

To expedite design and construction, the Parkway is planned in three phases. Phase I
begins at Cleveland Elementary on Lester Road, proceeds north across SR 54, and ends at
Sandy Creek Road between the Hospital and Hood Road. Phase II runs north from Sandy
Creek Road to Westbridge Road. Phase III runs from the southern end of Phase I on
Lester Road to Harp Road (the specific alignment of Phase III has not been established).

Provided below are answers to some commonly asked questions regarding the project.

1.
2.

How long is the project? Phase II will be approximately 4.6 miles in length.

How many lanes will the new road have? Phase II will be a two-lane road, with
additional lanes provided at intersections for turning movements.

3. What will the speed limit be? The posted speed limit will be 45 mph.

10.

Are traffic signals included in this project? Construction of Phase II will create
intersections with several existing roads, including: Sandy Creek, Hood, Tillman,
Eastin, Lees Mill and SR 92. Intersection controls for these locations have not yet
been determined.

What is the construction schedule for Phase II? The project is currently in
conceptual design. Right-of-way acquisition is planned to start in summer 2009
and proceed concurrently with final design. Construction is planned to begin in
2010 and should take approximate 24 months to complete. Until an alignment is
finalized all schedules are tentative.

What is the proposed right-of-way width? At the beginning of the planning
process a conservative right-of-way width of 120 ft was used, however further
development of the design criteria has reduced the right-of-way to 100 ft. This
provides sufficient width for two travel lanes, turning lanes, medians, shoulders
and ditches.

What is the project construction cost? The conceptual cost estimate for Phase
IT is 12 million dollars. This estimate will be refined as design work progresses.

How is the project funded? Phases II is funded exclusively by Fayette County’s
transportation Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (SPLOST).

Who is the General Contractor for this project? A contractor has not yet been
determined.

Is there a Transportation Plan / Traffic Control Plan for this project? This
project is one of many recommendations made in Fayette County’s April 2003
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Transportation Plan, and one of three projects identified as “top priority” by
County and City officials on October 28, 2003. Hard copies of the 2003 Final
Report as well the Background Data and Issues and Travel Demand Modeling
Technique technical reports may be viewed at the Public Works Department at
115 McDonough Road.

11. Will golf carts, pedestrian crossings, or bicycle paths be provided along the
Bypass? Several people provided written comment expressing desire for
sidewalks, bike paths, and/or multi-use paths along the bypass. At this time there
are not plans to provide such paths along Phase II of the bypass; however, the
subject is being further studied as part of Fayette County’s on-going
Comprehensive Transportation Plan.

12. What improvements will be made to Tillman Road and other areas of poor
sight distance? Existing roads (i.e., portions of Tillman and Sandy Creek) used
for the parkway will be improved, as needed, to safely support the planned posted
speed limit of 45 mph. Improvements may include, but are not limited to:
horizontal and vertical curve changes to increase sight distance, minimum
shoulder requirements and clear zones along pavement edges, guard rails along
steep slopes, adequately sized ditches and culverts, signs, and pavement striping.

13. Will the names of Tillman Road and Sandy Creek be changed?
Determination of appropriate street names and addresses will be studied and
coordinated with a variety of government agencies, including the U.S. Postal
Service and Fayette County Emergency Response Services. Staff will address
this question in earnest once a road alignment has been approved by the Board of
Commissioners.

14. Can existing roads be widened in lieu of constructing the bypass? Existing
alternate routes around Fayetteville are along residential collector streets. Traffic
modeling projections show increased traffic on these roads even with construction
of the parkway. It is the intent of the parkway to help alleviate existing
congestion within Fayetteville and accommodate future traffic demands without
further impacting the character of these roads. Additionally, these roads are less
direct and are not always designed for the volume or speed limits of an effective
bypass. Current traffic patterns demonstrate that most drivers take the direct path
through town versus following a path of multiple turns and intersections around
the town center.

15. Many comments were received relating to justification of the project. These
include: why is the project being built, why is it located where it is, what will
be the impact on traffic, what are the impacts to the City of Fayetteville, etc.?
Within eastern Fayette County, the existing road network requires the majority of
north-south traffic to travel through the center of Fayetteville. This is due to the
convergence of several major arterial roadways: Highway 85, Highway 92,
Highway 314 and Highway 279. Additionally, east and westbound traffic on
Highway 54 must enter the center of Fayetteville prior to turning north or south
on Highways 85 and 92. This bottleneck has led to growing traffic congestion
within the City and along this north-south corridor.
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Accident data from the years of 2002-2004 reveal that the routes through the City
of Fayetteville (SR 85 and SR 92) exceeded the statewide averages for accidents
for these years and exceeded statewide averages for injuries in all years except for
2002. In 2004 these locations also exceeded the statewide averages for fatalities.

Most accidents occurring on the SR 85 corridor are on the north side of the City
of Fayetteville and along the SR 85/ SR 92 corridor through the City of
Fayetteville. The majority of the accidents in the study area are rear-ending
accidents, while angle-type accidents are the second most common accident type.
The high number of accidents and in particular the high number of rear-end and
angle accidents in the study area indicate that traffic volume is a major
contributing factor.

As a result, the primary purpose of the proposed West Fayetteville Bypass is to
offer an alternate north-south route around the center of Fayetteville. Providing
options for travelers will decrease traffic volume and congestion within
Fayetteville and thus improve safety and efficiency.

16. Does the City of Fayetteville have plans for expansion and is this project
proposed to support this expansion? Is the road being constructed for
developers? Phase Il is outside the Fayetteville City limits and there are no plans
for City expansion along Phase II. The road is not being built for developers or to
promote development. In fact, one of the key design parameters for Phase II was
to select an alignment that minimizes the potential for adjacent development.

This is accomplished by setting the road along property lines, where possible, and
using existing topography, streams and wetlands to act as a natural deterrent
against future development. (Aligning the road along common property lines
helps minimizes the number of newly created parcels with no option for road
access other than the parkway.)

Fayette County, the City of Fayetteville and the Fayette County Development
Authority are working on a Master Development Plan for the undeveloped land
around the hospital and a portion of Phase I runs through this area. Access
restrictions are being established to help protect the parkway from being impacted
by the potential future development in this area.

17. How was the preliminary alignment determined? The preliminary alignment
presented on September 16, 2008 was developed with the goal of meeting the
need and purpose of the project, while minimizing the project length, cost and
impact to existing properties and environmentally sensitive areas. Since
September additional information has been obtained from property owners, field
surveys and engineering analysis. The alignment presented on May 5™, 2009
represents the best balance of impacts, safety, access management, environmental
protection, cost and functionality. These factors reflect comments received from
the public since the September meeting as well as objectives identified in the
ongoing Comprehensive Transportation Plan (CTP) project.

18. What is planned to improve access to 1-85? Without improved interstate
access, the bypass will have little or no positive impact. Limited access to I-85
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“is among the larger challenges facing Fayette County’ transportation needs,
however improving access to the Interstate it is not the objective of the bypass
project. This topic will be addressed in the County’s upcoming Comprehensive
Transportation Plan and improvements implemented thereafter. In the meantime,
Fayette County is working with the South Fulton Community Improvement
District to make improvements at the interchange of SR 74 and I-85.

Regardless of interstate access improvements, the parkway will provide positive
impact within and around Fayetteville in terms of congestion relief and safety
improvements.

19. Will fences be improved to help better contain cattle and keep the animals off
the roads? Improvements to fences on private property and the safe containment
of livestock are the responsibility of the property owner. Parcels in which the
project bisects existing fenced areas will be handled on a case-by-case basis.
Temporary fences will be provided, as needed, to maintain confinement.

20. Will fences within the proposed right-of-way be replaced? Fences and other
structures located within proposed right-of-way or easement areas will be
appraised and their value(s) included in the appraisal for that parcel. The owner
may then elect to replace the fence or structure on their property using the money
received in exchange for the land. Fences and other structures within proposed
right-of-way areas will be replaced by the County if the land is donated for the
project. This scenario is common for property owners on gravel roads who
donate land in order for the road to be paved.

21. What are the noise impacts? Potential noise impacts have not been studied. If
required for wetland permitting, an assessment of noise will be included as part of
the project’s Environmental Assessment. No noise reduction measures, such as
walls, are planned for the project other than leaving vegetation in place where
possible.

22. Have environmental issues, such as wetland disturbance, been considered?
What are the mitigation costs? Minimizing impacts to wetlands and streams are
some of the key criteria used in developing the recommended alignment.

Potential impacts have been quantified and the design team met with the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers for a “Pre-Application” meeting to discuss the project
and review permitting options. Mitigation costs have been approximated; the
specific costs will be determined once culvert and/or bridge designs are finalized
and the various options for purchasing mitigation credits are evaluated.

23. Will this project be abandoned if another SPLOST is not passed? No.
Funding for the West Fayetteville Parkway, Phase II is exclusively from the
County’s current transportation SPLOST and sufficient money is available to
complete this project.
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24. What are the steps towards project completion? Listed below are the key
steps for project development. At any one time several steps may proceed
simultaneously.

a.

Concept Plan Development — The project team develops a conceptual
alignment that: 1) meets design criteria, 2) minimizes impacts to properties,
and 3) identifies potential environmental impacts.

1° Public Information Meeting — Fayette County holds a public meeting
(September 16, 2008) to solicit input and concerns from property owners
along the conceptual route. This information is used to refine the road
alignment.

Development of Staff’s Recommended Alignment — Based on input
received from the 1 Public Meeting, field delineation of environmental
features, and refined design parameters, the project team prepares a revised
alignment for the Parkway. A notable change between the concept plan and
the staff’s recommended alignment is a reduction in right-of-way width from
120 ft to 100 ft. This change was made based on input received from the first
public meeting and initial recommendations of the Comprehensive
Transportation Plan (CTP) currently underway.

2" Public Information Meeting — The revised alignment is present to the
public on May 5, 2009. Information on the alignment is also posted on-line
and is available for review at the Public Works Department.

BOC Review and Approval — Shortly after the 2™ Public Meeting, the staff’s
recommended alignment will be presented to the Board of Commissioners for
review and approval. BOC approval of the alignment is required before
proceeding to final design.

Field Surveying Work — In order to proceed with final design, the project
team will require additional field data from the Surveyor. These data include
identification and delineation of improvements on private property,
topography, establishment of property boundaries, and delineation of
environmentally sensitive areas. Centerline alignments, right-of-way, and
clearing limits will be staked at appropriate times during design and
construction.

Final Design — The project team finalizes all design and construction
documents from which the road will be permitted and constructed.

Plat Development — Right-of-way plats are developed for each property
impacted by the project. The plats document the right-of-way areas and
easements required for the project. This information is needed before the
appraisals are conducted.

Property Appraisals — An independent appraiser is used to determine the
Fair Market Value of properties needed for construction of the road project.
Property owners are notified before the appraisal and will have the
opportunity to meet with the appraiser.
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j. Right-of-Way Acquisition — Impacted property owners are contacted by a
County representative and provided a copy of the plat showing the land
needed for the project and the results of the third-party appraisal. An offer is
made to purchase the property for fair market value.

k. Road Construction — Construction work will begin upon acquisition of
needed right-of-way and easements.
