Currently, there are no fees associated with these permit types.

Background/History/Details:

The time and resources necessary to process a Demolition Permit and inspect for completion of the project are considerable. Most
structures being demolished were constructed previous to 1978. Georgia law requires these structures to be inspected for asbestos and
lead paint contamination previous to issuing a Demolition Permit. Staff must contact EPD to schedule the inspection, insure a licensed
clean-up crew oversees the removal, require documentation of completion of the project, then issue a demolition permit to the contractor/
homeowner and reinspect to insure the demolition is complete. This project may be ongoing for several days/weeks and require
numerous inspections by our Department. Currently, there are no fees associated with these activities.

Fayette County has adopted the International Property Maintenance Code which our Department enforces. When Permits and
Inspections receives a complaint from a citizen/Marshal's Office/Inspector, the property is inspected for Code compliance and issued a
Notice of Violation. A Notice of Violation permit must be created and copies of the Notice of Violation, letter to the homeowner, and
pictures of the violations included in the file. All information is copied to the Marshal's Office. To be in compliance with the "duly served"
requirement of Georgia law, the letter to the homeowner must be sent certified mail ($5.54). A re-inspection of the property is required
when clean-up is completed or the Marshal's are directed to issue citations. My attendance is required in court when citations are issued.
As noted, no fees are assessed and Departmental costs are substantial.

Permits and Inspections is requesting consideration from the Board of Commissioners of implement a permitting fee to be charged for
each Demolition Permit and Notice of Violation Permit issued to help offset costs incurred by our Department.

Notice of Violation Permit

Demolition Permit:

Perform site visit, issue Stop Work Order and Notice of Violation if demolition has begun previous to
obtaining a Demolition Permit. This would be the procedure when responding to a complaint. Drive time,
inspection, and posting of SWO and NOV, and taking photos of violations will account for approximately 1
Interim Director hour @ $27.80 per hour.

If asbestos is present or suspected, EPD is notified and an inspection is requested. The results are faxed to
Permits and Inspections. If no asbestos is present, the contractor/homeowner is issued a Demolition Permit.
If asbestos is found, confirmation of clean up from EPD must be provided to our office. At that point we
are allowed to issue a Demolition Permit. Creating a permit, scanning and attaching all documents, pictures,
and issuing the permit will account for approximately 1 Permit Technician hour @ $18.75 per hour.

After all demolition is complete, an inspection is performed to insure all water, gas, and electrical services
are properly terminated, and that all debris is removed and all disturbed landscape is seeded and strawed.
Drive time, final inspection, and closing file in Energov will account for approximately 1 Interim Director
hour @ $27.80 per hour. Actual costs associated with a Demolition Permit are $46.55 to $74.35.

Notice of Violation Permit:

Drive time to the location in response to a complaint, initial inspection of property, taking photos of noted
violations, and posting property with a Notice of Violation will account for approximately 1 Interim
Director hour @ $27.80 per hour.

Creation of Notice of Violation permit, scanning copies of the NOV, photos, and letter to homeowner to
the file. Then forwarding all information to the Marshal’s office will account for approximately 1 Interim
Director hour @ $27.80 per hour.

Sending a copy of the NOV and letter to the homeowner costs the Department $5.54.

Re-inspection of the property when violations are completed or, if there has been no response from the
homeowner within the time specified, a re-inspection is performed and the Marshal’s are directed to issue
citations for non-compliance. Drive time, re-inspection, and request for citations account for
approximately 1 Interim Director hour @ $27.80 per hour.

Citations require a court appearance which accounts for approximately 2 Interim Director hours @ $27.80
per hour ($55.60). Actual costs associated with a Notice of Violation Permit are $88.94 for compliance and
$144.54 if a court appearance is required.

These estimated costs to our Department do not include fuel costs, vehicle wear, or insurance.

SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS

AN ORDINANCE SETTING FORTH REGULATIONS, SPECIFICATIONS,
AND PROCEDURES GOVERNING THE PLATTING OF LAND WITH
THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF FAYETTE COUNTY INTO
SUBDIVISIONS; REQUIRING AND REGULATING THE PREPARATION
AND PRESENTATION OF SUBDIVISION PLATS FOR SUCH
PURPOSES; ESTABLISHING MINIMUM IMPROVEMENTS; DEFINING
TERMS AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY the Board of Commissioners of Fayette County and it is hereby
ordained by the authority of the same:

SECTION 1

DECLARATION OF PURPOSE

In Pursuance of authority conferred by Georgia Number 358, General Planning and Zoning
Enabling Act of 1957, amended, the regulations, specifications and procedures for the
subdivision and subsequent development of land and for the platting thereof, prescribed and
adopted by this ordinance are hereby deemed by the Board of Commissioners to be desirable and
necessary in order to help insure the public health, safety, morals, and general welfare by means
of harmonious, orderly, and progressive development of land. Further, the purposes of the
regulations of the subdivision of land are, among others:

e To encourage and ensure the development of economically sound and stable
neighborhoods;

¢ To assure the adequate provision of required streets, utilities, and other facilities and
services to new land developments;

o To assure the provisions of reasonably safe and convenient vehicular and pedestrian
traffic access and circulation;

o To assure the provision of needed public open spaces and building sites in new land
developments through the dedication or reservations of land for recreational, educational,
and other public purposes;

e To assure land is developed with reasonable safeguards for environmental protection;

e To provide accurate, uniform records for identification and location of real estate
boundaries; and

e To assure, in general, the wise development of new areas, in harmony with the
Comprehensive Plan of Fayette County.

SECTION 4

APPROVAL OF SUBDIVISIONS

Subdivisions shall be reviewed and approved in twe (2) stages: Preliminary Plats and Final
Plats. The approval process for both stages are described below. The requirements of this
section are administered by the Fayette County Zoning Administrator, unless indicated
otherwise.

4-1 Preliminary Plat.
4-1.1 Purpose. The purpose of the Preliminary Plat is to safeguard the Subdivider from

unnecessary loss of time and expense in preparation of a subdivision plat which
does not conform with the specifications of the Subdivision Regulations
Ordinance. The Preliminary Plat enby requires apprextnate accuracy of scale and
dimension.

requirements of Favette County on the portion of the lot that is within
unincorporated Fayette County for the purposes of a building permit. All
corporate limits dividing a lot will be viewed in the same manner as a property
line.

Building Preperty-Lines Street Layout and Design

Subdivision Entrances and Street Length — No street or portion of a street may
provide access to more than 40 lots unless 1) a second means of access to the

lots is provided by another street; or 2) a two-way divided road is used at the
entrance and extended to all points within the subdivision until the number of
lots being served is 40 or less. Amenity and common areas (e.g., green space)
are_excluded from the 40-lot limit. Of the two (2) options, use of a second
means of access is preferred and shall be provided unless it is determined not
feasible by the County Engineer due to the lack of adequate road frontage,
limited sight distance, or sienificant environmenial constraints

The two-way divided entrance/road shall have a minimum 80 foot right-of-way,
two (2) 16 foot travel lanes, curb and gutter, and an 18 foot wide landscape
island. _Additional specifications for the divided entrance may be found in the
Development Regulations.

The purpose of this requirement is to help ensure emergency access to lots by
providing at least two (2) routes to any parcel or, if two (2) routes are not

feasible, a road design that is less likely of becoming impassible. The 40-lot

threshold is based upon AASHTQ’s definition of very low volume local roads
(400 vehicles per day) and the Institute of Transportation Engineers’ trip
generation_estimates for single family detached housing (approximately ten
trips per dwelling unit).

Corner Lots. Corner property lines at street intersections shall have chamfer
corners with _minimum_chamfer distances of 20 feet in_each direction
(chamfering means to connect two, non-parallel property lines with a third
beveled line). The purpose of the chamfer is to allow sufficient room within the
right-of-way for utility placement and maintenance.

Crosswalks. Rights-of-way for pedestrian crosswalks shall be provided when in
the opinion of the Planning Commission, Zoning Administrator, or County
Engineer crosswalks are necessary for direct pedestrian access to schools,
shopping centers, and parks. The crosswalk right-of-way shall not be less than
twenty (20) feet wide. (Ordinance No. 2000-03)

Curb Radius. The curb radius at street intersections within subdivisions shall
be no _less than 25 feet. Curb radius requirements for intersections with
collectors or_arterial streets are dictated by the Fayette County Development
Regulations and/or the Georgia Department of Transportation.

Dead-End Streets, Half-Street and Alleys. Dead-end streets, half-streets and
alleys _are prohibited. _Temporary dead-end streets resulting from phased
developments shall be constructed with cul-de-sacs.

“Elbows”. Elbows (i.e., a circular bump-out of the paved road) may be used in
lieu of a horizontal curve for road alighment when the centerline tangents have
an_intersection_angle between 90 and 120 degrees. The “elbow” portion of the
intersection_shall be designed with a paved radius of 42 feet (to back of curb)
and a 60 foot right-of way radius. Elbows are not considered cul-de-sacs with
respect to required road frontage for subdivision lots.

Intersections. The center lines of no more than two (2) streets shall intersect at
any one (1) point. Streets shall intersect as nearly as possible at right angles
and _no_intersection_shall have an_angle of less than 60 degrees. A tangent
section_no less than 100 feet long shall be placed between a centerline curve
and the nearest right-of-way line of the street with which it intersects.

Stub_Street (Right-of-Way Extension). Where the Planning Commission
determines that it is essential to provide for the extension of a street to an adjacent
property, such street right-of-way shall be extended by dedication and paved to the
property line. Such a stub street shall be clearly labeled “Temporary Dead-End
Street” on the Final Plat. (Amended 5:23/85; Ordinance No. 2000-03)

Subdivision Names. A proposed subdivision name shall not duplicate the name
of another subdivision unless such property is contiguous to the subdivision
beating bearing the proposed name and with the same or more restrictive zoning,
and covenants and restrictions as the subdivision previously bearing such name.

Grassing_ And Erosion_Control. Proper erosion control measures must be in
place throughout the entire phase of construction and must also be in place prior
to Final Plat approval.

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES
