Background/History/Details:

This annual service agreement and contract renewal provides for the ongoing maintenance of the Fayette County, Georgia 800 MHz
ASTRO Simulcast System. This expense breaks down as follows: 4.1 System Maintenance=$390,860.88, UPS Maintenance=
$20,680.32, ITAC Maintenance=5$7,712.68 and MOSCAD/Sirens Maintenance=5$12,610.08 and PLANT (telephones)=$18,493.80 for a
total of $450,358.08. These total reflects a $23,682.00 prepay discount ($474,040.48 - $23,682.40 = $450,358.08). Motorola is the
proprietary source of these services due to the nature of the equipment. The original contract was approved with the
implementation of the Simulcast System, this contract renewal identifies the costs for the 2008-2009 term.

Wording for the Agenda:

Consideration of the revised Metropolitan North Georgia Water Planning District's (MNGWPD) model Floodplain Management
Ordinance to replace existing Article IV Floodplain Regulations of the Fayette County Development Regulations.

Background/History/Details:

The MNGWPD requires local governments to manage floodplain using expected future land-use conditions. The model ordinance
provided by the MNGWPD has been reviewed and modified by county staff since the project was first presented to the Board in
August 2007. Input from the Planning Commission, local developers and design professionals was incorporated into the revised
document.

The proposed ordinance requires the County to determine future floodplain. Money for this effort has been allocated as a Capital
Improvement Project (CIP). Engineering is currently working on a request for proposal (RFP) and plans to make a recommendation
to the Board in August.

What action are you seeking from the Board of Commissioners?

Approval to present the proposed Floodplain Management Ordinance to the Planning Commission at their August Public Meeting.
Once approved by the Planning Commission the ordinance will be presented to the Board of Commissioners at a Public Meeting for
discussion and/or adoption.

If this item requires funding, please describe:

Funding is required to prepare the future-condition floodplain maps. Six hundred and thirty thousand dollars ($630,000) has been
allocated as a Capital Improvement Project for this work ($76,000 from previous years, $274,000 in FY 2009 and $280,000 in FY
2010).

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Overview — not to be included with ordinance

The purpose of this ordinance is to completely replace existing Article IV, Flood Plain
Regulations of Fayette County’s Development Regulations.

Floodplain management involves the designation of flood-prone areas and the managing
of their uses. It is also aimed at minimizing modifications to streams, reducing flood
hazards, and protecting the beneficial uses of the floodplain such as water quality
protection. As such, floodplain management can be seen as a subset of the larger
consideration of surface water and stormwater management.

Floodplain regulations and development restrictions can greatly reduce future flooding
impacts, preserve greenspace and habitat, and protect their function in safely conveying
floodwaters and protecting water quality. This model ordinance aims to help
communities integrate floodplain management with stormwater management during the
land development process.

The ordinance requires that a local government regulate the floodplains that will be
expected with future land-use conditions, which are based upon the communities adopted
future land use map, zoning, or watershed study projections. The ordinance also requires
the local government to regulate floodplains on all streams with a drainage area of 100
acres and greater.

In order to administer the ordinance, “future-conditions” floodplains must be established:

e Future-conditions floodplains for streams with a drainage area of one square mile
(640 acres) and greater in size are to be delineated by the local jurisdiction. As
required in the District-wide Watershed Management Plan, cities and counties
are expected to model and map at least 10% of their area each year until future-
conditions floodplains have been established for the entire community.

e For streams with a drainage area between 100 acres and 640 acres, the local
jurisdiction shall model and map the future-conditions floodplains -or- require
the future-conditions floodplains be determined on a per development basis by
the applicant.

e For development projects in watersheds of any size where future-conditions
floodplains have not yet been established, the applicant will be required to
determine the future-conditions floodplain boundaries located on their property.

Introduction

It is hereby determined that:

The flood hazard areas of Fayette County are subject to periodic inundation which may
result in loss of life and property, health and safety hazards, disruption of commerce and
governmental services, extraordinary public expenditures for flood relief and protection,
and impairment of the tax base, all of which adversely affect the public health, safety and
general welfare.

Flood hazard areas can serve important stormwater management, water quality,
streambank protection, stream corridor protection, wetland preservation and ecological
purposes when permanently protected as undisturbed or minimally disturbed areas.

Effective floodplain management and flood hazard protection activities can (1) Protect
human life and health; (2) Minimize damage to private property; (3) Minimize damage to
public facilities and infrastructure such as water and gas mains, electric, telephone and
sewer lines, streets and bridges located in floodplains; and (4) Minimize expenditure of
public money for costly flood control projects associated with flooding and generally
undertaken at the expense of the general public.

Article IX, Section Il of the Constitution of the State of Georgia and Section 36-1-20(a)
of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated have delegated the responsibility to local
governmental units to adopt regulations designed to promote the public health, safety,
and general welfare of its citizenry. Therefore, Fayette County, Georgia, does ordain this
ordinance and establishes this set of floodplain management and flood hazard reduction
policies for the purpose of regulating the use of flood hazard areas. It is determined that
the regulation of flood hazard areas and the prevention of flood damage are in the public
interest and will minimize threats to public health and safety, as well as to private and
public property.
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Section 1. General Provisions

1.1.  Purpose and Intent

The purpose of this ordinance is to protect, maintain and enhance the public health,
safety, environment and general welfare and to minimize public and private losses due to
flood conditions in flood hazard areas, as well as to protect the beneficial uses of
floodplain areas for water quality protection, streambank and stream corridor protection,
wetlands preservation and ecological and environmental protection by provisions
designed to:

1) Require that uses vulnerable to floods, including facilities which serve such uses,
be protected against flood damage at the time of initial construction;

(2 Restrict or prohibit uses which are dangerous to health, safety and property due to
flooding or erosion hazards, or which increase flood heights, velocities, or
erosion;

3) Control filling, grading, dredging and other development which may increase
flood damage or erosion;

4) Prevent or regulate the construction of flood barriers which will unnaturally divert
flood waters or which may increase flood hazards to other lands;

(5) Limit the alteration of natural floodplains, stream channels, and natural protective
barriers which are involved in the accommodation of flood waters; and,

(6) Protect the stormwater management, water quality, streambank protection, stream
corridor protection, wetland preservation and ecological functions of natural
floodplain areas.

1.2.  Applicability

This ordinance shall be applicable to all areas of Areas of Special Flood Hazard within
Fayette County and all areas “adjacent” to an Area of special Flood Hazard, as defined
herein. A property shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this ordinance when
whenever a building permit, land disturbance permit, certificate of zoning compliance,
subdivision, or reconfiguration of a parcel is required and/or approved by the county.
The conditions of this ordinance shall supersede floodplain constraints depicted on final
plats, construction drawings, surveys, etc. The effective date of this ordinance is
October 1, 2008.

1.3.  Designation of Ordinance Administrator

The County Engineer is hereby appointed to administer and implement the provisions of
this ordinance.
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1.4.  Basis for Area of Special Flood Hazard — Flood Area Maps and Studies
For the purposes of this ordinance, the following are adopted by reference:

1) The most recent Flood Insurance Study (FIS) on file with the Fayette County
Engineering Department with accompanying maps and other supporting data and
any revision thereto are hereby adopted by reference.

(2 Other studies which may be relied upon for the establishment of the base flood
elevation or delineation of the 100-year floodplain and flood-prone areas include:

@) Any flood or flood-related study conducted by the United States Army
Corps of Engineers, the United States Geological Survey or any other
local, State or Federal agency applicable to Fayette County; or

(b) Any base flood study authored by a registered professional engineer in the
State of Georgia which has been prepared by FEMA approved
methodology and approved by the Fayette County Engineering
Department.

3 Other studies which may be relied upon for the establishment of the future-
conditions flood elevation or delineation of the future-conditions floodplain and
flood-prone areas include:

@) Any flood or flood-related study conducted by the United States Army
Corps of Engineers, the United States Geological Survey, or any other
local, State or Federal agency applicable to Fayette County; or

(b) Any future-conditions flood study that is: 1) authored by a registered
professional engineer in the State of Georgia; 2) prepared using FEMA
approved methodology; and 3) approved by the Fayette County
Engineering Department.

4) The repository for public inspection of the FIS, accompanying maps and other
supporting data is located at the Fayette County Engineering Department.

1.5.  Compatibility with Other Regulations

This ordinance is not intended to modify or repeal any other ordinance, rule, regulation,
statute, easement, covenant, deed restriction or other provision of law. The requirements
of this ordinance are in addition to the requirements of any other ordinance, rule,
regulation or other provision of law, and where any provision of this ordinance imposes
restrictions different from those imposed by any other ordinance, rule, regulation or other
provision of law, whichever provision is more restrictive or impose higher protective
standards for human health or the environment shall control.

1.6.  Severability

If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment
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shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph,
subdivision or clause of this ordinance.

1.7. Warning and Disclaimer of Liability

The degree of flood protection required by this ordinance is considered reasonable for
regulatory purposes and is based on scientific and engineering considerations. Larger
floods can and will occur; flood heights may be increased by manmade or natural causes.
This ordinance does not imply that land outside the Areas of Special Flood Hazard or
uses permitted within such areas will be free from flooding or flood damages. This
ordinance shall not create liability on the part of Fayette County or by any officer or
employee thereof for any flood damages that result from reliance on this ordinance or any
administrative decision lawfully made there under.

Section 2. Definitions

""Addition (to an existing building)" means any walled and roofed expansion to the
perimeter of a building in which the addition is connected by a common load-bearing
wall other than a fire wall. Any walled and roofed addition which is connected by a fire
wall or is separated by an independent perimeter load-bearing wall shall be considered
New Construction.

"Appeal' means a request for a review of the County Engineer's interpretation of any
provision of this ordinance.

"Area of Shallow Flooding® means a designated AO or AH Zone on a community's
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) with base flood depths from one to three feet, and/or
where a clearly-defined channel does not exist, where the path of flooding is
unpredictable and indeterminate, and where velocity flow may be evident.

"Area of Special Flood Hazard" is the land subject to a one percent or greater chance
of flooding in any given year. This includes all floodplain and flood prone areas at or
below the base flood elevation (including A, A1-30, A-99, AE, AO, AH, and AR on the
FHBM or the FIRM), all floodplain and flood prone areas at or below the future-
conditions flood elevation, and all other flood prone areas as referenced in Section 1.4.
""Base Flood" means the flood having a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded
in any given year, also known as the 100-year flood.

""Base Flood Elevation' means the highest water surface elevation anticipated at any
given point during the base flood.

""Basement' means that portion of a building having its floor subgrade (i.e., below
ground level) on more than one side.

""Building™ means any structure built for support, shelter, or enclosure for any occupancy
or storage.

“County Engineer” means the person so appointed by the Fayette County Board of
Commissioners and his/her employees designated to enforce and interpret this article. If
not designated otherwise, the County Engineer is the Director of Engineering.
"Development' means any man-made change to improved or unimproved real estate
including but not limited to buildings or other structures, mining, dredging, filling,
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clearing, grubbing, grading, paving, any other installation of impervious cover,
excavation or drilling operations or storage of equipment or materials.
"Elevated Building' means a non-basement building built to have the lowest floor of
the lowest enclosed area elevated above the ground level by means of fill, solid
foundation perimeter walls, pilings, columns, piers, or shear walls adequately anchored
S0 as not to impair the structural integrity of the building during a base flood event.
"Existing Construction' Any structure for which the "start of construction” commenced
before 23 June 1983 (this is the date of Fayette County’s original floodplain management
regulation).
"Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision™ means a manufactured home
park or subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which
the manufactured homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum the installation of
utilities, the construction of streets, and final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads)
is completed before 23 June 1983 (the date of Fayette County’s original floodplain
management regulation).
"Expansion to an Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision® means the
preparation of additional sites by the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on
which the manufactured homes are to be affixed, including the installation of utilities, the
construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads.
"FEMA™ means the Federal Emergency Management Agency.
"Flood™ or ""Flooding" means a general and temporary condition of partial or complete
inundation of normally dry land areas from:

(a) the overflow of inland waters; or

(b) the unusual and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface waters from any

source.
"Flood Hazard Boundary Map* or ""FHBM" means an official map of a community,
issued by the Federal Insurance Administration, where the boundaries of areas of special
flood hazard have been defined as Zone A.
"Flood Insurance Rate Map' or ""FIRM" means an official map of a community,
issued by the Federal Insurance Administration, delineating the areas of special flood
hazard and/or risk premium zones applicable to the community.
"Flood Insurance Study™ or ""FIS" means the official report by the Federal Insurance
Administration evaluating flood hazards and containing flood profiles and water surface
elevations of the base flood.
"Floodplain'™ means any land area susceptible to flooding during the base flood.
"Floodproofing' means any combination of structural and non-structural additions,
changes, or adjustments to structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to real
estate or improved real property, water and sanitary facilities, structures and their
contents.
"Floodway" or ""Regulatory Floodway"* means the channel of a stream or other
watercourse and the adjacent areas of the floodplain which is necessary to contain and
discharge the base flood flow without cumulatively increasing the base flood elevation
more than one foot.
"Functionally Dependent Use™ means a use which cannot perform its intended purpose
unless it is located or carried out in close proximity to water.
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"Future-conditions Flood" means the flood having a one percent chance of being
equaled or exceeded in any given year based on future-conditions hydrology. Also
known as the 100-year future-conditions flood.
"Future-conditions Flood Elevation™ means the flood standard equal to or higher than
the Base Flood Elevation. The Future-conditions Flood Elevation is defined as the
highest water surface anticipated at any given point during the future-conditions flood.
"Future-conditions Floodplain'™ means any land area susceptible to flooding by the
future-conditions flood.
""Future-conditions Hydrology' means the flood discharges associated with projected
land-use conditions based on a community’s zoning map, comprehensive land-use plans,
and/or watershed study projections, and without consideration of projected future
construction of flood detention structures or projected future hydraulic modifications
within a stream or other waterway, such as bridge and culvert construction, fill, and
excavation.
""Highest Adjacent Grade' means the highest natural elevation of the ground surface,
prior to construction, adjacent to the proposed foundation of a building.
"Historic Structure™ means any structure that is;
(a) Listed individually in the National Register of Historic Places (a listing
maintained by the U.S. Department of Interior) or preliminarily determined by the
Secretary of the Interior as meeting the requirements for individual listing on the
National Register;
(b) Certified or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as
contributing to the historical significance of a registered historic district or a
district preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify as a registered
historic district;
(c) Individually listed on a state inventory of historic places and determined as
eligible by states with historic preservation programs which have been approved
by the Secretary of the Interior; or
(d) Individually listed on a local inventory of historic places and determined as
eligible by communities with historic preservation programs that have been
certified either:
1. By an approved state program as determined by the Secretary of the
Interior, or
2. Directly by the Secretary of the Interior in states without approved
programs.
""Lowest Floor' means the lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area, including basement.
An unfinished or flood resistant enclosure, used solely for parking of vehicles, building
access, or storage, in an area other than a basement, is not considered a building's lowest
floor, provided that such enclosure is not built so as to render the structure in violation of
other provisions of this ordinance.
""Manufactured Home™ means a building, transportable in one or more sections, built
on a permanent chassis and designed to be used with or without a permanent foundation
when connected to the required utilities. The term includes any structure commonly
referred to as a “mobile home” regardless of the date of manufacture. The term also
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includes parked trailers, travel trailers and similar transportable structures placed on a site
for 180 consecutive days or longer and intended to be improved property.

""Mean Sea Level" means the average height of the sea for all stages of the tide. It is
used as a reference for establishing various elevations within the floodplain. For
purposes of this ordinance the term is synonymous with National Geodetic Vertical

Datum (NGVD) and/or the North American Vertical Datum (NAVD) of 1988.

""National Geodetic Vertical Datum (NGVD)" as corrected in 1929 is a vertical control
used as a reference for establishing varying elevations within the floodplain.

""New Construction' means any structure (see definition) for which the “start of
construction” commenced after June 23, 1983, and includes any subsequent
improvements to the structure.

""New Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision' means a manufactured home park
or subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which the
manufactured homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum, the installation of
utilities, the construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete
pads) is completed on or after June 23, 1983.

"North American Vertical Datum (NAVD) of 1988" is a vertical control used as a
reference for establishing varying elevations within the floodplain.

""Owner" means the legal or beneficial owner of a site, including but not limited to, a
mortgagee or vendee in possession, receiver, executor, trustee, lessee or other person,
firm or corporation in control of the site.

"Permit™ means the Certificate of Zoning Compliance issued by Fayette County to the
applicant which is required prior to undertaking any development activity.
""Recreational Vehicle™ means a vehicle which is:

(a) built on a single chassis;

(b) 400 square feet or less when measured at the largest horizontal projection;

(c) designed to be self-propelled or permanently towable by light duty truck; and,
(d) designed primarily for use as temporary living quarters for recreational,
camping, travel, or seasonal use and not for use as a permanent dwelling.

"'Site" means the parcel of land being developed, or the portion thereof on which the
development project is located.

"*Start of Construction™ means the date the permit was issued, provided the actual start
of construction, repair, reconstruction, or improvement was within 180 days of the permit
date. The actual start means the first placement of permanent construction of the structure
such as the pouring of slabs or footings, installation of piles, construction of columns, or
any work beyond the stage of excavation, and includes the placement of a manufactured
home on a foundation. A minimum of one inspection approval must be obtained as
evidence that work was commenced or that work has continued. Permanent construction
does not include initial land preparation, such as clearing, grading and filling; nor does it
include the installation of streets and/or walkways; nor does it include excavation for a
basement, footings, piers or foundations or the erection of temporary forms; nor does it
include the installation on the property of buildings appurtenant to the permitted
structure, such as garages or sheds not occupied as dwelling units or part of the main
structure. (NOTE: accessory structures are not exempt from any ordinance requirements).
For a substantial improvement, the actual start of construction means the first alteration
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of any wall, ceiling, floor, or other structural part of a building, whether or not that
alteration affects the external dimensions of the building.

""Structure’ means a walled and roofed building that is principally above ground, a
manufactured home, a gas or liquid storage tank.

""Subdivision' means the division of a tract or parcel of land resulting in one or more
new lots or building sites for the purpose, whether immediately or in the future, of sale,
other transfer of ownership or land development, and includes divisions of land resulting
from or made in connection with the layout or development of a new street or roadway or
a change in an existing street or roadway.

""Substantial Damage' means damage of any origin sustained by a structure whereby
the cost of restoring the structure to its before-damaged-condition would equal or exceed
50 percent of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred.
""Substantial Improvement' means any combination of permitted repairs,
reconstruction, alteration, or improvements to a building, taking place during a 10-year
period, in which the cumulative cost equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of
the structure prior to the improvement. The market value of the building means (1) the
appraised value of the structure as determined by the Fayette County Tax Assessor prior
to the start of the initial repair or improvement, or (2) in the case of damage, the value of
the structure prior to the damage occurring. This term includes structures which have
incurred "substantial damage™ regardless of the actual amount of repair work performed.
For the purposes of this definition, "substantial improvement™ is considered to occur
when the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor system, or other structural part of the
building commences, whether or not that alteration affects the external dimensions of the
building. The term does not, however, include those improvements of a building required
to comply with existing health, sanitary, or safety code specifications which are solely
necessary to assure safe living conditions, which have been pre-identified by the Code
Enforcement Official, and not solely triggered by an improvement or repair project.
""Substantially Improved Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision™ is
where the repair, reconstruction, rehabilitation or improvement of the streets, utilities and
pads equals or exceeds 50 percent of the value of the streets, utilities and pads before the
repair, reconstruction or improvement commenced.

""Variance" is a grant of relief from the requirements of this ordinance which permits
construction in a manner otherwise prohibited by this ordinance.

"Violation™ means the failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant
with the community’s floodplain management regulations. A structure or other
development without the elevation certificate, other certificates, or other evidence of
compliance required in this ordinance is presumed to be in violation until such time as
that documentation is provided.
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Section 3. Permit Procedures and Requirements

3.1.  Permit Application Requirements

No owner or developer shall perform any development activities on a site without first
meeting the applicable requirements of this ordinance prior to commencing the proposed
activity.

Unless specifically excluded by this ordinance, any landowner or developer desiring a
permit for a development activity shall submit to the Fayette County Engineering
Department documentation showing compliance with this ordinance.

No permit will be approved for any development activities that do not meet the
requirements, restrictions and criteria of this ordinance.

3.2.  Floodplain Management Plan Requirements

A Floodplain Management Plan shall be required for all projects with development
activities within, either partially or completely, an Area of Special Flood Hazard. The
plan shall include the following items:

1) Site plan drawn to scale, which includes but is not limited to:

€)) Existing and proposed elevations of the area in question and the nature,
location and dimensions of existing and/or proposed structures, earthen fill
placement, amount and location of excavation material, and storage of
materials or equipment;

(b) For all proposed structures, spot ground elevations at building corners and
20-foot or smaller intervals along the foundation footprint, or one foot
contour elevations throughout the building site;

(c) Proposed locations of water supply, sanitary sewer, and utilities;

(d) Proposed locations of drainage and stormwater management facilities;

(e) Proposed grading plan;

()] Base flood elevations and future-conditions flood elevations;

(9) Boundaries of the base flood floodplain and future-conditions floodplain;

(h) If applicable, the location of the floodway; and

Q) Certification of the above by a registered professional engineer or
surveyor.

(2) Building and foundation design detail, including but not limited to:

@) Elevation in relation to mean sea level (or highest adjacent grade) of the
lowest floor, including basement, of all proposed structures;

(b) Elevation in relation to mean sea level to which any non-residential
structure will be floodproofed,

(c) Certification that any proposed non-residential floodproofed structure
meets the criteria in Section 5.2(2);

(d) For enclosures below the base flood elevation, location and total net area
of foundation openings are required in Section 5.1 (5).

(e) Design plans certified by a registered professional engineer or architect for
all proposed structure(s).

3) Description, based on engineering calculations or modeling, of the extent to
which any watercourse will be altered or relocated as a result of the proposed
development;

4) Hard copies and digital files of computer models, if any, copies of work maps,
comparison of pre-and post development conditions base flood elevations, future-
conditions flood elevations, flood protection elevations, Special Flood Hazard
Areas and regulatory floodway widths, flood profiles and all other computations
and other information similar to that presented in the FIS;

(5) Copies of all applicable State and Federal permits necessary for proposed
development; and

(6) All appropriate certifications required under this ordinance.

The approved Floodplain Management Plan shall contain certification by the applicant
that all development activities will be done according to the plan or previously approved
revisions. Any and all development permits and/or use and occupancy certificates or
permits may be revoked at any time if the construction and development activities are not
in strict accordance with approved plans.

3.3.  Construction Stage Submittal Requirements

For all new construction and substantial improvements on sites with a Floodplain
Management Plan, the permit holder shall provide to Fayette County Engineering
Department a certified as-built Elevation Certificate or Floodproofing Certificate for non-
residential construction including the lowest floor elevation or flood-proofing level
immediately after the lowest floor or flood-proofing is completed. A final Elevation
Certificate shall be provided after completion of construction including final grading of
the site. Any lowest floor certification made relative to mean sea level shall be prepared
by or under the direct supervision of a registered land surveyor or professional engineer
and certified by the same. When floodproofing is utilized for non-residential structures,
said certification shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a professional
engineer or architect and certified by the same.

Any work undertaken prior to approval of these certifications shall be at the permit
holder's risk. The Fayette County Engineering Department shall review the above
referenced certification data submitted. Deficiencies detected by such review shall be
corrected by the permit holder immediately and prior to further work being allowed to
proceed. Failure to submit certification or failure to make the corrections required hereby
shall be cause to issue a stop work order for the project.

3.4.  Duties and Responsibilities of the Administrator
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Duties of the Fayette County Engineering Department shall include, but shall not be
limited to:

Review all development applications and permits to assure that the requirements
of this ordinance have been satisfied and to determine whether proposed building
sites will be reasonably safe from flooding;

Require that copies of all necessary permits from governmental agencies from
which approval is required by Federal or state law, including but not limited to
Section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act Amendments of 1972,
No. 33 U.S.C. 1334, be provided and maintained on file;

When Base Flood Elevation data or floodway data have not been provided, then
the Fayette County Engineering Department shall require the applicant to obtain,
review and reasonably utilize any base flood elevation and floodway data
available from a Federal, state or other sources in order to meet the provisions of
Sections 4 and 5;

Review and record the actual elevation in relation to mean sea level (or highest
adjacent grade) of the lowest floor, including basement, of all new or substantially
improved structures;

Review and record the actual elevation, in relation to mean sea level to which any
substantially improved structures have been flood-proofed,;

When floodproofing is utilized for a non-residential structure, the
owner/developer shall provide to the Fayette County Engineering Department
certification of design criteria from a registered professional engineer or architect;

Notify affected adjacent communities and the Georgia Department of Natural
Resources prior to any alteration or relocation of a watercourse and submit
evidence of such notification to the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA);

Where interpretation is needed as to the exact location of boundaries of the Areas
of Special Flood Hazard (e.g., where there appears to be a conflict between a
mapped boundary and actual field conditions) the Fayette County Engineer shall
make the necessary interpretation. Any person contesting the location of the
boundary shall be given a reasonable opportunity to appeal the interpretation as
provided in this ordinance. Where floodplain elevations have been defined, the
floodplain shall be determined based on flood elevations rather than the area
graphically delineated on the floodplain maps; and,

All records pertaining to the provisions of this ordinance shall be maintained by
Fayette County and shall be open for public inspection.

Definition of Floodplain Boundaries and Areas of Special Flood Hazard
Studied “A” zones, as identified in the FIS, shall be used to establish base flood
elevations whenever available.

For all streams with a drainage area of 100 acres or greater, the future-conditions
flood elevations shall be provided by Fayette County Engineering Department. If
future-conditions elevation data is not available from the Fayette County
Engineering Department, then it shall be determined by a registered professional
engineer using a method approved by FEMA and the Fayette County Engineering
Department.

For streams or other drainage basins with drainage areas less that 100 acres, Areas
of Special Flood Hazard shall be determined by a registered professional engineer
using a method approved by the Fayette County Engineering Department, as
required by the County Engineer.

The Area of Special Flood Hazard shall be delineated for all man-made flood
hazards (e.g., yard drains, stormwater management structures, inlets to storm
sewer systems, etc.) by a registered professional Engineer.

Definition of Floodway Boundaries

The width of a floodway shall be determined from the FIS or a FEMA approved flood
study. For all streams with a drainage area of 100 acres or greater, the regulatory
floodway shall be provided by the Fayette County Engineering Department. If floodway
data is not available from the Fayette County Engineering Department, then it shall be
determined by a registered professional engineer using a method approved by FEMA and
Fayette County.

General Standards
No development shall be allowed within the future-conditions floodplain that
could result in any of the following:

@ Raising the base flood elevation or future-conditions flood elevation equal
to or more than 0.01 foot;

(b) Reducing the base flood or future-conditions flood storage capacity;

(c) Changing the flow characteristics as to the depth and velocity of the
waters of the base flood or future-conditions flood as they pass both the
upstream and the downstream boundaries of the development area; or,

(d) Creating hazardous or erosion-producing velocities, or resulting in
excessive sedimentation.

Any development within the future-conditions floodplain allowed under (1) above
shall also meet the following conditions:
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@ Acceptable means of providing required compensation include lowering of
natural ground elevations within the floodplain, or lowe4ring of adjoining
land areas to create additional floodplain storage. In no case shall any
required compensation be provided via bottom storage or by excavating
below the elevation of the top of the natural (pre-development) stream
channel unless such excavation results from the widening or relocation of
the stream channel;

(b) Cut areas shall be stabilized and graded to a slope of no less than 2.0
percent;

(c) Effective transitions shall be provided such that flow velocities occurring
on both upstream and downstream properties are not increased or
decreased,;

(d) Verification of no-rise conditions (0.01 foot or less), flood storage
volumes, and flow characteristics shall be provided via a step-backwater
analysis meeting the requirements of Section 4.4;

(e) Public utilities and facilities, such as water, sanitary sewer, gas, and
electrical systems, shall be located and constructed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration or contamination from flood waters; and

()] Any significant physical changes to the base flood floodplain shall be
submitted as a Conditional Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) or
Conditional Letter of Map Amendment (CLOMA), whichever is
applicable. The CLOMR submittal shall be subject to approval by the
Fayette County Engineering Department using the Community Consent
forms before forwarding the submittal package to FEMA for final
approval. The responsibility for forwarding the CLOMR to FEMA and
for obtaining the CLOMR approval shall be the responsibility of the
applicant. Within six months of the completion of construction, the
applicant shall submit as-built surveys for a final Letter of Map Revision
(LOMR).

4.4. Engineering Study Requirements for Floodplain Encroachments

An engineering study is required, as appropriate to the proposed development activities
on the site, whenever a development proposes to disturb any land within the future-
conditions floodplain, except for a residential single-lot development on streams without
established base flood elevations and/or floodways for which the provisions of Section
5.4 apply. This study shall be prepared by a currently registered Professional Engineer in
the State of Georgia and made a part of the application for a permit. This information
shall be submitted to and approved by the Fayette County Engineering Department prior
to the approval of any permit which would authorize the disturbance of land located
within the future-conditions floodplain. Such study shall include:

1) Description of the extent to which any watercourse or floodplain will be altered or
relocated as a result of the proposed development;
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Step-backwater analysis, using a FEMA-approved methodology approved by the
Fayette County Engineering Department. Cross-sections and flow information
shall be obtained whenever available and supplemented by the applicant as
required by the Engineering Department. Computations will be shown
duplicating FIS results and will then be rerun with the proposed modifications to
determine the new base flood profiles, and future-conditions flood profiles;

Floodplain storage calculations based on cross-sections (at least one every 100
feet) showing existing and proposed floodplain conditions to show that base flood
floodplain and future-conditions floodplain storage capacity would not be
diminished by the development;

The study shall include a preliminary plat, grading plan, or site plan, as
appropriate, which shall clearly define all future-conditions floodplain
encroachments.

Floodway Encroachments

Located within Areas of Special Flood Hazard are areas designated as floodway. A
floodway may be an extremely hazardous area due to velocity flood waters, debris or
erosion potential. In addition, floodways must remain free of encroachment in order to
allow for the discharge of the base flood without increased flood heights. Therefore the
following provisions shall apply:

Encroachments are prohibited, including earthen fill, new construction,
substantial improvements or other development within the regulatory floodway,
except for activities specifically allowed in (2) below.

Encroachments for bridges, culverts, roadways and utilities within the regulatory
floodway may be permitted provided it is demonstrated through hydrologic and
hydraulic analyses performed in accordance with standard engineering practice
that the encroachment shall not result in any increase to the pre-project base flood
elevations, floodway elevations, or floodway widths during the base flood
discharge. A registered professional engineer must provide supporting technical
data and certification thereof; and,

If the applicant proposes to revise the floodway boundaries, no permit authorizing
the encroachment into or an alteration of the floodway shall be issued by the
Fayette County Engineering Department until an affirmative Conditional Letter of
Map Revision (CLOMR) is issued by FEMA and no-rise certification is approved
by the Fayette County Engineering Department.

Maintenance Requirements

The property owner shall be responsible for continuing maintenance as may be needed
within an altered or relocated portion of a floodplain on his property so that the flood-
carrying or flood storage capacity is not diminished. The Fayette County Engineering
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Department may direct the property owner (at no cost to Fayette County) to restore the
flood-carrying or flood storage capacity of the floodplain if the owner has not performed
maintenance as required by the approved floodplain management plan on file with the
Fayette County Engineering Department.

Section 5. Provisions for Flood Damage Reduction

5.1.

General Standards

In all Areas of Special Flood Hazard the following provisions apply:

New construction of principal buildings (residential or non-residential), including
manufactured homes, shall not be allowed within the limits of the future-
conditions floodplain, unless all requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have
been met;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
anchored to prevent flotation, collapse or lateral movement of the structure;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
constructed with materials and utility equipment resistant to flood damage;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
constructed by methods and practices that minimize flood damage;

Elevated Buildings - All new construction and substantial improvements of
existing structures that include any fully enclosed area located below the lowest
floor formed by foundation and other exterior walls shall be designed so as to be
an unfinished and flood resistant enclosure. The enclosure shall be designed to
equalize hydrostatic flood forces on exterior walls by allowing for the automatic
entry and exit of floodwater.

@ Designs for complying with this requirement must either be certified by a

professional engineer or architect or meet the following minimum criteria:

Q) Provide a minimum of two openings having a total net area of not
less than one square inch for every square foot of enclosed area
subject to flooding;

(i) The bottom of all openings shall be no higher than one foot above
grade; and,

(iii)  Openings may be equipped with screens, louvers, valves or other
coverings or devices provided they permit the automatic flow of
floodwater in both directions.

(b) So as not to violate the "Lowest Floor" criteria of this ordinance, the
unfinished and flood resistant enclosure shall solely be used for parking of
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vehicles, limited storage of maintenance equipment used in connection
with the premises, or entry to the elevated area; and,

(c) The interior portion of such enclosed area shall not be partitioned or
finished into separate rooms.

All heating and air conditioning equipment and components (including ductwork),
all electrical, ventilation, plumbing, and other service facilities shall be designed
and/or located three (3) feet above the base flood elevation or one (1) foot above
the future-conditions flood elevation, whichever is higher, so as to prevent water
from entering or accumulating within the components during conditions of
flooding;

Manufactured homes shall be anchored to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral
movement. Methods of anchoring may include, but are not limited to, use of over-
the-top or frame ties to ground anchors. This standard shall be in addition to and
consistent with applicable State requirements for resisting wind forces;

New and replacement water supply systems shall be designed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the system;

New and replacement sanitary sewage systems shall be designed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the systems and discharges from the
systems into flood waters;

On-site waste disposal systems shall be located and constructed to avoid
impairment to them, or contamination from them, during flooding; and,

Any alteration, repair, reconstruction or improvement to a structure which is not
compliant with the provisions of this ordinance, shall be undertaken only if the
non- conformity is not furthered, extended or replaced.

If the proposed development is located in multiple flood zones or multiple base
flood elevation cross the proposed site, the higher or more restrictive base flood
elevation or future condition elevation and development standards shall take
precedence.

Building Standards for Structures and Buildings Within the Future-
Conditions Floodplain

The following provisions, in addition to those in Section 5.1, shall apply:

1)

Residential and Non-Residential Building Structures

@) New construction. New construction of principal buildings, including
manufactured homes shall not be allowed within the limits of the future-
conditions floodplain unless all requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5
have been met. If all of the requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have
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been met, all new construction shall have the lowest floor, including
basement, elevated no lower than three (3) feet above the base flood
elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation,
whichever is higher. Should solid foundation perimeter walls be used to
elevate the structure, openings sufficient to equalize the hydrologic flood
forces on exterior walls and to facilitate the unimpeded movements of
floodwaters shall be provided in accordance with standards of Section
5.1(5). A registered Professional Engineer or architect shall certify that the
design and methods of construction are in accordance with accepted
standards of practice for meeting the provisions above, and shall provide
such certification to the Fayette County Engineering Department.

Substantial Improvements. Substantial improvement of any principal
structure or manufactured home shall have the lowest floor, including
basement, elevated no lower than three (3) feet above the base flood
elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation,
whichever is higher. Should solid foundation perimeter walls be used to
elevate a structure, openings sufficient to equalize the hydrologic flood
forces on exterior walls and to facilitate the unimpeded movements of
flood waters shall be provided in accordance with standards of Section
5.1(5). Aregistered Professional Engineer or architect shall certify that
the design and methods of construction are in accordance with accepted
standards of practice for meeting the provisions above, and shall provide
such certification to the Fayette County Engineering Department.

Accessory Structures and Facilities

Accessory structures and facilities (i.e., barns, sheds, gazebos, detached garages,
parking lots, recreational facilities and other similar non-habitable structures and
facilities) which are permitted to be located within the limits of the floodplain
shall be constructed of flood-resistant materials and designed to pass all
floodwater in accordance with Section 5.1(5) and be anchored to prevent
flotation, collapse or lateral movement of the structure.

Standards for Recreational Vehicles
All recreational vehicles placed on sites must either:

(@)

(b)

Be on the site for fewer than 180 consecutive days and be fully licensed
and ready for highway use, (a recreational vehicle is ready for highway
use if it is licensed, on its wheels or jacking system, attached to the site
only by quick disconnect type utilities and security devices, and has no
permanently attached structures or additions); or

The recreational vehicle must meet all the requirements for Residential
Buildings—Substantial Improvements (Section 5.2(1)(b)), including the
anchoring and elevation requirements.

Standards for Manufactured Homes
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@) New manufactured homes shall not be allowed to be placed within the
limits of the future-conditions floodplain unless all requirements of
Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have been met.
(b) Manufactured homes placed and/or substantially improved in an existing
manufactured home park or subdivision shall be elevated so that either:
Q) The lowest floor of the manufactured home is elevated no lower
than three (3) feet above the level of the base flood elevation, or
one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation, whichever
is higher; or

(i)  The manufactured home chassis is elevated and supported by
reinforced piers (or other foundation elements of at least an
equivalent strength) of no less than 36 inches in height above
grade.

(©) All manufactured homes must be securely anchored to an adequately
anchored foundation system to resist flotation, collapse and lateral
movement in accordance with standards of Section 5.1(7).

Building Standards for Structures and Buildings Authorized Adjacent to the
Future-Conditions Floodplain

For purposes of this ordinance, the term “adjacent to the future-conditions floodplain”
includes: 1) all buildings and structures on a property that contains (partially or entirely)
an Area of Special Flood Hazard; and 2) all buildings and structures on property that
shares a common property line within another parcel that contains an Area of Special
Flood Hazard. Building and structures adjacent to the future-conditions floodplain shall
meet the following:

1)

Residential and Non-Residential Buildings — For new construction or substantial
improvement of any construction, the elevation of the lowest floor, including
basement and access to the building, shall be at least three (3) feet above the base
flood elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation,
whichever is higher.

Compliance with the above requirement shall be determined by a certified as-built
Elevation Certificate or Flood-Proofing Certificate for non-residential
construction including the lowest floor elevation or flood-proofing level and
submitted immediately upon completion of floodproofing or survey work. The
Elevation Certificate shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a
registered land surveyor or professional engineer and certified by the same.

When flood-proofing is utilized for non-residential structures, said certification
shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a professional engineer or
architect and certified by the same.

@) Buildings and structures authorized adjacent to the future-conditions
floodplain may be exempt from the requirements of this section if the
following conditions apply:
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Q) The building(s) or structure(s) is not within the same sub-basin as
the Area of Special Flood Hazard and the drainage divide between
the Area of Special Flood Hazard and the building or structure of
concern is at least three (3) feet above the base flood elevation or
one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation, whichever
is higher; or

(i) The Area of Special Flood Hazard is a man-made hazard
associated with a storm sewer system (e.g., a yard drain) and the
grading within the sub-basin provides unconstrained, positive
drainage away from the building or structure at a minimum slope
of 2 percent. As-built elevation data, certified by a registered land
surveyor, may be required to verify these conditions.

(b) The Fayette County Engineering Department shall determine if either of
these conditions are applicable to a building or structure. Alternatively,
the owner/developed may provide a letter justifying applicability of the
exemptions. The letter shall be prepared by a registered professional
engineer and shall be reviewed and approved by the Engineering
Department in order for the exemption to be valid. In either case, the
owner/applicant shall be solely responsible for providing any as-built
elevation data necessary to determine applicability of the exemptions. The
elevation data shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a
registered land surveyor or professional engineer and certified by the
same.

5.4. Building Standards for Residential Single-Lot Developments on Streams

Without an Established Base Flood Elevations and/or Floodway (A-Zones)
For a residential single-lot development not part of a subdivision that has Areas of
Special Flood Hazard, where streams exist but no base flood data have been provided (A-
Zones), the Fayette County Engineering Department shall review and reasonably utilize
any available scientific or historic flood elevation data, base flood elevation and
floodway data, or future-conditions flood elevation data available from a Federal, State,
local or other source, in order to administer the provisions and standards of this
ordinance.

If data are not available from any of these sources, the following provisions shall apply:

1) No encroachments, including structures or fill material, shall be located within an
area equal to twice the width of the stream or fifty (50) feet from the top of the
bank of the stream, whichever is greater.

2 In special flood hazard areas without base flood or future-conditions flood
elevation data, new construction and substantial improvements of existing
structures shall have the lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area (including
basement) elevated no less than three (3) feet above the ground immediately
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around the building and positive drainage must be provided at a minimum two (2)
percent slope away from the building. Openings sufficient to facilitate the
unimpeded movements of floodwaters shall be provided in accordance with
Section 5.1(5).

Building Standards for Areas of Shallow Flooding (AO-Zones)

Areas of Special Flood Hazard may include designated "AQ" shallow flooding areas.
These areas have base flood depths of one (1) to three (3) feet above ground, with no
clearly defined channel. In these areas the following provisions apply:

All substantial improvements of residential and non-residential structures shall
have the lowest floor, including basement, elevated to no lower than one (1) foot
above the flood depth number in feet specified on the Flood Insurance Rate Map
(FIRM), above the highest adjacent grade. If no flood depth number is specified,
the lowest floor, including basement, shall be elevated at least three (3) feet above
the highest adjacent grade. Openings sufficient to facilitate the unimpeded
movements of flood waters shall be provided in accordance with standards of
Section 5.1(5).

Drainage paths shall be provided to guide floodwater around and away from any
proposed structure.

Standards for Subdivisions
All subdivision proposals shall identify the Areas of Special Flood Hazards and
provide base flood elevation data and future-conditions flood elevation data;

All residential lots in a subdivision proposal shall have sufficient buildable area
outside of the future-conditions floodplain such that encroachments into the
future-conditions floodplain for residential structures will not be required;

All subdivision plans will provide the elevations of proposed structures in
accordance with Section 3.2.

All subdivision proposals shall be consistent with the need to minimize flood
damage;

All subdivision proposals shall have public utilities and facilities such as water,
sanitary sewer, gas, and electrical systems located and constructed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters, and discharges from the systems into flood
waters; and,

All subdivision proposals shall include adequate drainage and stormwater
management facilities per the requirements of Fayette County to reduce potential
exposure to flood hazards.

Section 6. Variance Procedures

The following variance and appeals procedures shall apply to an applicant who has been
denied a permit for a development activity or to an owner or developer who has not
applied for a permit because it is clear that the proposed development activity would be
inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance. A request for a variance may be
submitted by an applicant who has been denied a permit by the Fayette County
Engineering Department or by an owner or developer who has not previously applied for
a permit for the reasons stated herein above.

Requests for variances from the requirements of this ordinance shall be submitted
to the Fayette County Engineering Department. All such requests shall be heard
and decided in accordance with procedures to be published in writing by the
Fayette County Engineering Department. At a minimum, such procedures shall
include notice to all affected parties and the opportunity to be heard.

Any person adversely affected by any decision of the Fayette County Engineering
Department shall have the right to appeal such decision to the Planning
Commission as established by Fayette County in accordance with procedures to
be published in writing by the Planning Commission. At a minimum, such
procedures shall include notice to all affected parties and the opportunity to be
heard.

Any person aggrieved by the decision of the Planning Commission may appeal
such decision to the Fayette County State Court, as provided in Section 5-4-1 of
the Official Code of Georgia Annotated.

Variances may be issued for the repair or rehabilitation of Historic structures upon
a determination that the proposed repair or rehabilitation will not preclude the
structure's continued designation as an Historic structure, and the variance issued
shall be the minimum necessary to preserve the historic character and design of
the structure.

Variances may be issued for development necessary for the conduct of a
functionally dependent use, provided the criteria of this Section are met, no
reasonable alternative exists, and the development is protected by methods that
minimize flood damage during the base flood and create no additional threats to
public safety.

Variances shall not be issued within any designated floodway if any increase in
flood levels during the base flood discharge would result.

In reviewing such requests, the Fayette County Engineering Department and
Fayette County Planning Commission shall consider all technical evaluations,
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relevant factors, and all standards specified in this and other sections of this
ordinance.

(8) Conditions for Variances:

@) A variance shall be issued only when all of the following conditions are

met:

Q) a finding of good and sufficient cause;

(i) a determination that failure to grant the variance would result in
exceptional hardship; and,

(iii)  adetermination that the granting of a variance will not result in
increased flood heights, additional threats to public safety,
extraordinary public expense, or the creation of a nuisance.

(b) The provisions of this ordinance are minimum standards for flood loss
reduction; therefore, any deviation from the standards must be weighed
carefully. Variances shall only be issued upon determination that the
variance is the minimum necessary, considering the flood hazard, to afford
relief; and, in the instance of a Historic structure, a determination that the
variance is the minimum necessary so as not to destroy the historic
character and design of the building.

(©) Any person to whom a variance is granted shall be given written notice
specifying the difference between the base flood elevation and the
elevation of the proposed lowest floor and stating that the cost of flood
insurance will be commensurate with the increased risk to life and
property resulting from the reduced lowest floor elevation.

(d) The Fayette County Engineering Department shall maintain the records of
all appeal actions and report any variances to the Federal Emergency
Management Agency upon request.

9) Any person requesting a variance shall, from the time of the request until the time
the request is acted upon, submit such information and documentation as Fayette
County Engineering Department and Planning Commission shall deem necessary
to the consideration of the request.

(10)  Upon consideration of the factors listed above and the purposes of this
ordinance, Fayette County Engineering Department and the Planning
Commission may attach such conditions to the granting of variances as they
deem necessary or appropriate, consistent with the purposes of this ordinance.

(11)  Variances shall not be issued “after the fact.”
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Section 7. Violations, Enforcement and Penalties

Any action or inaction which violates the provisions of this ordinance or the requirements
of an approved stormwater management plan or permit may be subject to the
enforcement actions outlined in this Section. Any such action or inaction which is
continuous with respect to time is deemed to be a public nuisance and may be abated by
injunctive or other equitable relief. The imposition of any of the penalties described
below shall not prevent such equitable relief. The imposition of any of the penalties
described below shall not prevent such equitable relief.

7.1.  Notice of Violation

If the Fayette County Engineering Department determines that an applicant or other
responsible person has failed to comply with the terms and conditions of a permit, an
approved stormwater management plan or the provisions of this ordinance, it shall issue a
written notice of violation to such applicant or other responsible person. Where a person
is engaged in activity covered by this ordinance without having first secured a permit
therefore, the notice of violation shall be served on the owner or the responsible person in
charge of the activity being conducted on the site.

The notice of violation shall contain:

1) The name and address of the owner or the applicant or the responsible person;
(2 The address or other description of the site upon which the violation is occurring;
3) A statement specifying the nature of the violation;

4) A description of the remedial measures necessary to bring the action or inaction
into compliance with the permit, the stormwater management plan or this
ordinance and the date for the completion of such remedial action;

5) A statement of the penalty or penalties that may be assessed against the person to
whom the notice of violation is directed; and,

(6) A statement that the determination of violation may be appealed to the Fayette
County Engineering Department by filing a written notice of appeal within thirty
(30) days after the notice of violation (except, that in the event the violation
constitutes an immediate danger to public health or public safety, 24 hours notice
shall be sufficient).

7.2.  Penalties

In the event the remedial measures described in the notice of violation have not been
completed by the date set forth for such completion in the notice of violation, any one or
more of the following actions or penalties may be taken or assessed against the person to
whom the notice of violation was directed. Before taking any of the following actions or
imposing any of the following penalties, the Fayette County Engineering Department
shall first notify the applicant or other responsible person in writing of its intended action,
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and shall provide a reasonable opportunity, of not less than ten (10) days (except, that in
the event the violation constitutes an immediate danger to public health or public safety,
24 hours notice shall be sufficient) to cure such violation. In the event the applicant or
other responsible person fails to cure such violation after such notice and cure period, the
Fayette County Engineering Department may take any one or more of the following
actions or impose any one or more of the following penalties.

Stop Work Order -The Fayette County Engineering Department may issue a
stop work order which shall be served on the applicant or other responsible
person. The stop work order shall remain in effect until the applicant or other
responsible person has taken the remedial measures set forth in the notice of
violation or has otherwise cured the violation or violations described therein,
provided the stop work order may be withdrawn or modified to enable the
applicant or other responsible person to take the necessary remedial measures to
cure such violation or violations.

Withhold Certificate of Occupancy - The Fayette County Engineering
Department may refuse to issue a certificate of occupancy for the building or
other improvements constructed or being constructed on the site until the
applicant or other responsible person has taken the remedial measures set forth in
the notice of violation or has otherwise cured the violations described therein.

Suspension, Revocation or Modification of Permit - The Fayette County
Engineering Department may suspend, revoke or modify the permit authorizing
the development project. A suspended, revoked or modified permit may be
reinstated after the applicant or other responsible person has taken the remedial
measures set forth in the notice of violation or has otherwise cured the violations
described therein, provided such permit may be reinstated (upon such conditions
as the Fayette County Engineering Department may deem necessary) to enable
the applicant or other responsible person to take the necessary remedial measures
to cure such violations.

Civil Penalties - In the event the applicant or other responsible person fails to
take the remedial measures set forth in the notice of violation or otherwise fails to
cure the violations described therein within ten (10) days, or such greater period
as the Fayette County Engineering Department shall deem appropriate (except,
that in the event the violation constitutes an immediate danger to public health or
public safety, 24 hours notice shall be sufficient) after the Fayette County
Engineering Department has taken one or more of the actions described above,
the Fayette County Engineering Department may impose a penalty not to exceed
$1,000 (depending on the severity of the violation) for each day the violation is
not remediated after receipt of the notice of violation.

Criminal Penalties - For intentional and flagrant violations of this ordinance, the
Fayette County Engineering Department may issue a citation to the applicant or
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other responsible person, requiring such person to appear in Fayette County State
Court to answer charges for such violation. Upon conviction, such person shall
be punished by a fine not to exceed $1,000 or imprisonment for 60 days or both.
Each act of violation and each day upon which any violation shall occur shall
constitute a separate offense.

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FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT-HLOOD
BAMAGEPREVENHON ORDINANCE

Deseription:- Overview — not to be included with ordinance

The purpose of this ordinance is to completely replace existing Article
IV, Floodplain Regulations of Fayette County’s Development
Regulations.

Floodplain management involves the designation of flood-prone areas and
the managing of their uses. It is also aimed at minimizing modifications to
streams, reducing flood hazards, and protecting the beneficial uses of the
floodplain such as water quality protection. As such, floodplain
management can be seen as a subset of the larger consideration of surface
water and stormwater management.

Floodplain regulations and development restrictions can greatly reduce
future flooding impacts, preserve greenspace and habitat, and protect their
function in safely conveying floodwaters and protecting water quality. This
model ordinance aims to help communities integrate floodplain management
with stormwater management during the land development process.

The ordinance requires that a local government regulate the floodplains that
will be expected with future land-use conditions, which are based upon the
communities adopted future land use map, zoning, or watershed study
projections. The ordinance also requires the local government to regulate
floodplains on all streams with a drainage area of 100 acres and greater.

In order to administer the ordinance, “future-conditions” floodplains must be
established:

e Future-conditions floodplains for streams with a drainage area of one
square mile (640 acres) and greater in size are to be delineated by the
local jurisdiction. As required in the District-wide Watershed
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Management Plan, cities and counties are expected to model and map
at least 10% of their area each year until future-conditions floodplains
have been established for the entire community.

e For streams with a drainage area between 100 acres and 640 acres,
the local jurisdiction shall model and map the future-conditions
floodplains -or- require the future-conditions floodplains be
determined on a per development basis by the applicant.

e For development projects in watersheds of any size where future-
conditions floodplains have not yet been established, the applicant
will be required to determine the future-conditions floodplain
boundaries located on their property.

Introduction

It is hereby determined that:

The flood hazard areas of {urisdiction) Fayette County are subject to periodic
inundation which may result in loss of life and property, health and safety hazards,
disruption of commerce and governmental services, extraordinary public expenditures for
flood relief and protection, and impairment of the tax base, all of which adversely affect
the public health, safety and general welfare.

Flood hazard areas can serve important stormwater management, water quality,
streambank protection, stream corridor protection, wetland preservation and ecological
purposes when permanently protected as undisturbed or minimally disturbed areas.

Effective floodplain management and flood hazard protection activities can (1) Protect
human life and health; (2) Minimize damage to private property; (3) Minimize damage to
public facilities and infrastructure such as water and gas mains, electric, telephone and
sewer lines, streets and bridges located in floodplains; and (4) Minimize expenditure of
public money for costly flood control projects associated with flooding and generally
undertaken at the expense of the general public.

Acrticle 1X, Section Il of the Constitution of the State of Georgia and Section 36-1-20(a)
of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated have delegated the responsibility to local
governmental units to adopt regulations designed to promote the public health, safety,
and general welfare of its citizenry. Therefore, (jurisdiction), Fayette County,
Georgia, does ordain this ordinance and establishes this set of floodplain management
and flood hazard reduction policies for the purpose of regulating the use of flood hazard
areas. It is determined that the regulation of flood hazard areas and the prevention of
flood damage are in the public interest and will minimize threats to public health and
safety, as well as to private and public property.
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Section 1. General Provisions

1.1.  Purpose and Intent

The purpose of this ordinance is to protect, maintain and enhance the public health,
safety, environment and general welfare and to minimize public and private losses due to
flood conditions in flood hazard areas, as well as to protect the beneficial uses of
floodplain areas for water quality protection, streambank and stream corridor protection,
wetlands preservation and ecological and environmental protection by provisions
designed to:

1) Require that uses vulnerable to floods, including facilities which serve such uses,
be protected against flood damage at the time of initial construction;

(2 Restrict or prohibit uses which are dangerous to health, safety and property due to
flooding or erosion hazards, or which increase flood heights, velocities, or
erosion;

3 Control filling, grading, dredging and other development which may increase
flood damage or erosion;

4) Prevent or regulate the construction of flood barriers which will unnaturally divert
flood waters or which may increase flood hazards to other lands;

(5) Limit the alteration of natural floodplains, stream channels, and natural protective
barriers which are involved in the accommodation of flood waters; and,

(6) Protect the stormwater management, water quality, streambank protection, stream
corridor protection, wetland preservation and ecological functions of natural
floodplain areas.

1.2.  Applicability

This ordinance shall be applicable to all Areas of Special Flood Hazard within
(Jurisdiction) Fayette County and all areas “adjacent” to an Area of Special Flood
Hazard, as defined herein.

A property shall be subject to the terms and conditions of this ordinance whenever a
building permit, land disturbance permit, certificate of zoning compliance,
subdivision, or reconfiguration of a parcel is required and/or approved by the
county. The conditions of this ordinance shall supersede floodplain constraints
depicted on final plats, construction drawings, surveys, etc. The effective date of
this ordinance is October 1, 2008.

1.3.  Designation of Ordinance Administrator
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The {title-of-administrator)-or{designree) County Engineer is hereby appointed to

administer and implement the provisions of this ordinance.

1.4.  Basis for Area of Special Flood Hazard — Flood Area Maps and Studies
For the purposes of this ordinance, the following are adopted by reference:

1) The most recent Flood Insurance Study (FIS) on file with the Fayette County
Engineering Department dated > with accompanying maps and

other supporting data and any revision thereto are hereby adopted by reference—

2 Other studies which may be relied upon for the establishment of the base flood
elevation or delineation of the 100-year floodplain and flood-prone areas include:

@ Any flood or flood-related study conducted by the United States Army
Corps of Engineers, the United States Geological Survey or any other
local, State or Federal agency applicable to {furisdiction); Fayette
County; or

(b) Any base flood study authored by a registered professional engineer in the
State of Georgia which has been prepared by FEMA approved
methodology and approved by {lecal-permitting-autherity)— the Fayette

County Engineering Department.

3) Other studies which may be relied upon for the establishment of the future-
conditions flood elevation or delineation of the future-conditions floodplain and
flood-prone areas include:

@ Any flood or flood-related study conducted by the United States Army
Corps of Engineers, the United States Geological Survey, or any other
local, State or Federal agency applicable to {urisdiction) Fayette County
or

(b) Any future-conditions flood study that is 1) authored by a registered
professional engineer in the State of Georgia; 2) prepared using FEMA
approved methodology; and 3} which-has-beenprepared-by-FEMA

approved-methodolegy approved by (local-permitting-autherity) the
Fayette County Engineering Department.

4) The repository for public inspection of the FIS, accompanying maps and other
supporting data is located at {specifyrepositery-location) the Fayette County

Engineering Department.

1.5. Compatibility with Other Regulations
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This ordinance is not intended to modify or repeal any other ordinance, rule, regulation,
statute, easement, covenant, deed restriction or other provision of law. The requirements
of this ordinance are in addition to the requirements of any other ordinance, rule,
regulation or other provision of law, and where any provision of this ordinance imposes
restrictions different from those imposed by any other ordinance, rule, regulation or other
provision of law, whichever provision is more restrictive or impose higher protective
standards for human health or the environment shall control.

1.6.  Severability

If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision or clause of this
ordinance shall be adjudged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment
shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph,
subdivision or clause of this ordinance.

1.7.  Warning and Disclaimer of Liability

The degree of flood protection required by this ordinance is considered reasonable for
regulatory purposes and is based on scientific and engineering considerations. Larger
floods can and will occur; flood heights may be increased by manmade or natural causes.
This ordinance does not imply that land outside the Areas of Special Flood Hazard or
uses permitted within such areas will be free from flooding or flood damages. This
ordinance shall not create liability on the part of {urisdiction) Fayette County or by any
officer or employee thereof for any flood damages that result from reliance on this
ordinance or any administrative decision lawfully made there under.

Section 2. Definitions

""Addition (to an existing building)" means any walled and roofed expansion to the
perimeter of a building in which the addition is connected by a common load-bearing
wall other than a fire wall. Any walled and roofed addition which is connected by a fire
wall or is separated by an independent perimeter load-bearing wall shall be considered
New Construction.

"Appeal' means a request for a review of the (appeinted-efficial) County Engineer’s
interpretation of any provision of this ordinance.

"Area of Shallow Flooding™ means a designated AO or AH Zone on a community's
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) with base flood depths from one to three feet, and/or
where a clearly defined channel does not exist, where the path of flooding is
unpredictable and indeterminate, and where velocity flow may be evident.

""Area of Special Flood Hazard" is the land subject to a one percent or greater chance
of flooding in any given year. This includes all floodplain and flood prone areas at or
below the base flood elevation (including A, A1-30, A-99, AE, AO, AH, and AR on the
FHBM or the FIRM), all floodplain and flood prone areas at or below the future-

od prone areas as referenced in Section 1.4.
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Hood-hazard-delineated. For drainage areas less than 100 acres, the area of special
flood hazard shall be delineated at the discretion of the County Engineer.

""Base Flood" means the flood having a one percent chance of being equaled or exceeded
in any given year, also known as the 100-year flood.

""Base Flood Elevation' means the highest water surface elevation anticipated at any
given point during the base flood.

""Basement' means that portion of a building having its floor subgrade (below ground
level) on more than one side en-al-sides.

"Building" means any structure built for support, shelter, or enclosure for any occupancy
or storage.

“County Engineer” means the person so appointed by the Fayette County Board of
Commissioners and his/her employees designated to enforce and interpret this
article. If not designated otherwise, the County Engineer is the Director of
Engineering.

"Development’ means any man-made change to improved or unimproved real estate
including but not limited to buildings or other structures, mining, dredging, filling,
clearing, grubbing, grading, paving, any other installation of impervious cover,
excavation or drilling operations or storage of equipment or materials.

"Elevated Building' means a non-basement building built to have the lowest floor of
the lowest enclosed area elevated above the ground level by means of fill, solid
foundation perimeter walls, pilings, columns, piers, or shear walls adequately anchored
S0 as not to impair the structural integrity of the building during a base flood event.
"Existing Construction™ Any structure for which the "start of construction”
commenced before 23 June 1983 (the date of Fayette County’s original floodplaln

park or subdivision for which the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on which
the manufactured homes are to be affixed (including at a minimum the installation of

"Expansion to an Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision® means the
preparation of additional sites by the construction of facilities for servicing the lots on
which the manufactured homes are to be affixed, including the installation of utilities, the
construction of streets, and either final site grading or the pouring of concrete pads.
"FEMA™ means the Federal Emergency Management Agency.
"Flood" or ""Flooding" means a general and temporary condition of partial or complete
inundation of normally dry land areas from:
(@) the overflow of inland ertidal waters; or
(b) the unusual and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface waters from any
source.
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"Flood Hazard Boundary Map'* or "FHBM" means an official map of a community,
issued by the Federal Insurance Administration, where the boundaries of areas of special
flood hazard have been defined as Zone A.
"Flood Insurance Rate Map' or ""FIRM" means an official map of a community,
issued by the Federal Insurance Administration, delineating the areas of special flood
hazard and/or risk premium zones applicable to the community.
"Flood Insurance Study' or ""FIS" means the official report by the Federal Insurance
Administration evaluating flood hazards and containing flood profiles and water surface
elevations of the base flood.
"Floodplain™ means any land area susceptible to flooding during the base flood.
"Floodproofing™ means any combination of structural and non-structural additions,
changes, or adjustments to structures which reduce or eliminate flood damage to real
estate or improved real property, water and sanitary facilities, structures and their
contents.
"Floodway" or ""Regulatory Floodway'" means the channel of a stream or other
watercourse and the adjacent areas of the floodplain which is necessary to contain and
discharge the base flood flow without cumulatively increasing the base flood elevation
more than one foot.
"Functionally Dependent Use' means a use which cannot perform its intended purpose
unless it is located or carried out in close proximity to water.
"Future-conditions Flood" means the flood having a one percent chance of being
equaled or exceeded in any given year based on future-conditions hydrology. Also
known as the 100-year future-conditions flood.
"Future-conditions Flood Elevation™ means the flood standard equal to or higher than
the Base Flood Elevation. The Future-conditions Flood Elevation is defined as the
highest water surface anticipated at any given point during the future-conditions flood.
"Future-conditions Floodplain® means any land area susceptible to flooding by the
future-conditions flood.
"Future-conditions Hydrology'* means the flood discharges associated with projected
land-use conditions based on a community’s zoning map, comprehensive land-use plans,
and/or watershed study projections, and without consideration of projected future
construction of flood detention structures or projected future hydraulic modifications
within a stream or other waterway, such as bridge and culvert construction, fill, and
excavation.
""Highest Adjacent Grade' means the highest natural elevation of the ground surface,
prior to construction, adjacent to the proposed foundation of a building.
""Historic Structure' means any structure that is;
(a) Listed individually in the National Register of Historic Places (a listing
maintained by the U.S. Department of Interior) or preliminarily determined by the
Secretary of the Interior as meeting the requirements for individual listing on the
National Register;
(b) Certified or preliminarily determined by the Secretary of the Interior as
contributing to the historical significance of a registered historic district or a
district preliminarily determined by the Secretary to qualify as a registered
historic district;
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(c) Individually listed on a state inventory of historic places and determined as
eligible by states with historic preservation programs which have been approved
by the Secretary of the Interior; or
(d) Individually listed on a local inventory of historic places and determined as
eligible by communities with historic preservation programs that have been
certified either:
1. By an approved state program as determined by the Secretary of the
Interior, or
2. Directly by the Secretary of the Interior in states without approved
programs.
"Lowest Floor' means the lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area, including basement.
An unfinished or flood resistant enclosure, used solely for parking of vehicles, building
access, or storage, in an area other than a basement, is not considered a building's lowest
floor, provided that such enclosure is not built so as to render the structure in violation of
other provisions of this ordinance.
""Manufactured Home™ means a building, transportable in one or more sections built on
a permanent chassis and designed to be used with or without a permanent foundation
when connected to the required utilities. The term includes any structure commonly
referred to as a “mobile home” regardless of the date of manufacture. The term also
includes parked trailers, travel trailers and similar transportable structures placed on a site
for 180 consecutive days or longer and intended to be improved property.
""Mean Sea Level™ means the average height of the sea for all stages of the tide. It is
used as a reference for establishing various elevations within the floodplain. For
purposes of this ordinance the term is synonymous with National Geodetic Vertical
Datum (NGVD) and/or the North American Vertical Datum (NAVD) of 1988.
""National Geodetic Vertical Datum (NGVD)" as corrected in 1929 is a vertical control
used as a reference for establishing varying elevations within the floodplain.
""New Construction' means any structure (see definition) for which the “start of
construction” commenced after June 23, 1983, and includes any subsequent

""New Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision' means a manufactured home park or

"Owner" means the legal or beneficial owner of a site, including but not limited to, a
mortgagee or vendee in possession, receiver, executor, trustee, lessee or other person,
firm or corporation in control of the site.
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"Permit’ means the permit Certificate of Zoning Compliance issued by the-{lecal
permitting-autherity) Fayette County to the applicant which is required prior to
undertaking any development activity.
""Recreational Vehicle™ means a vehicle which is:
(@) built on a single chassis;
(b) 400 square feet or less when measured at the largest horizontal projection;
(c) designed to be self-propelled or permanently towable by light duty truck; and,
(d) designed primarily net for use as-a-permanent-dwelling-but as temporary
living quarters for recreational, camping, travel, or seasonal use and not for use
as a permanent dwelling.
"'Site"" means the parcel of land being developed, or the portion thereof on which the
development project is located.
""Start of Construction™ means the date the permit was issued, provided the actual start
of construction, repair, reconstruction, or improvement was within 180 days of the permit
date. The actual start means the first placement of permanent construction of the structure
such as the pouring of slabs or footings, installation of piles, construction of columns, or
any work beyond the stage of excavation, and includes the placement of a manufactured
home on a foundation. A minimum of one inspection approval must be obtained as
evidence that work was commenced or that work has continued. Permanent
construction does not include initial land preparation, such as clearing, grading and
filling; nor does it include the installation of streets and/or walkways; nor does it include
excavation for a basement, footings, piers or foundations or the erection of temporary
forms; nor does it include the installation on the property of buildings appurtenant to the
permitted structure, such as garages or sheds not occupied as dwelling units or part of the
main structure. (NOTE: accessory structures are not exempt from any ordinance
requirements). For a substantial improvement, the actual start of construction means the
first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor, or other structural part of a building, whether or
not that alteration affects the external dimensions of the building.
""Structure™ means a walled and roofed building that is principally above ground, a
manufactured home, a gas or liquid storage tank.
""Subdivision™ means the division of a tract or parcel of land resulting in one or more
new lots or building sites for the purpose, whether immediately or in the future, of sale,
other transfer of ownership or land development, and includes divisions of land resulting
from or made in connection with the layout or development of a new street or roadway or
a change in an existing street or roadway.
""Substantial Damage' means damage of any origin sustained by a structure whereby
the cost of restoring the structure to it's before damaged condition would equal or exceed
50 percent of the market value of the structure before the damage occurred.
""Substantial Improvement' means any combination of permitted repairs,
reconstruction, alteration, or improvements to a building, taking place during a 10-year
period, in which the cumulative cost equals or exceeds 50 percent of the market value of
the structure prior to the improvement. The market value of the building means (1) the
appraised value of the structure as determined by the Fayette County Tax Assessor
prior to the start of the initial repair or improvement, or (2) in the case of damage, the
value of the structure prior to the damage occurring. This term includes structures which
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have incurred "substantial damage" regardless of the actual amount of repair work
performed. For the purposes of this definition, "substantial improvement™ is considered
to occur when the first alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor system, or other structural
part of the building commences, whether or not that alteration affects the external
dimensions of the building. The term does not, however, include those improvements of a
building required to comply with existing health, sanitary, or safety code specifications
which are solely necessary to assure safe living conditions, which have been pre-
identified by the Code Enforcement Official, and not solely triggered by an improvement
or repair project.

""Substantially Improved Existing Manufactured Home Park or Subdivision™ is
where the repair, reconstruction, rehabilitation or improvement of the streets, utilities and
pads equals or exceeds 50 percent of the value of the streets, utilities and pads before the
repair, reconstruction or improvement commenced.

"Variance™ is a grant of relief from the requirements of this ordinance which permits
construction in a manner otherwise prohibited by this ordinance.

"Violation™ means the failure of a structure or other development to be fully compliant
with the community’s floodplain management regulations. A structure or other
development without the elevation certificate, other certificates, or other evidence of
compliance required in this ordinance is presumed to be in violation until such time as
that documentation is provided.

Section 3. Permit Procedures and Requirements

3.1.  Permit Application Requirements
No owner or developer shall perform any development activities on a site where-an-Area

of Special Flood-Hazard-is-toeated without first meeting the applicable requirements of

this ordinance prior to commencing the proposed activity.

Unless specifically excluded by this ordinance, any landowner or developer desiring a

permit for a development activity shall submit to the-(lecal-permitting-authority)-apermit
appheation-on-aform-provided-by the Fayette County Engineering Department

documentation showing compliance with this ordinance.

No permit will be approved for any development activities that do not meet the
requirements, restrictions and criteria of this ordinance.

3.2. Floodplaln Management Plan Requwements

prevennen—pl&n A Floodplaln Management Plan shall be required for all prOJects
with development activities within, either partially or completely, an Area of Special
Flood Hazard. This plan shall include the following items:

1) Site plan drawn to scale, which includes but is not limited to:
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@) Existing and proposed elevations of the area in question and the nature,
location and dimensions of existing and/or proposed structures, earthen fill
placement, amount and location of excavation material, and storage of
materials or equipment;

(b) For all proposed structures, spot ground elevations at building corners and
20-foot or smaller intervals along the foundation footprint, or one foot
contour elevations throughout the building site;

(© Proposed locations of water supply, sanitary sewer, and utilities;

(d) Proposed locations of drainage and stormwater management facilities;

(e) Proposed grading plan;

()] Base flood elevations and future-conditions flood elevations;

(9) Boundaries of the base flood floodplain and future-conditions floodplain;

(h) If applicable, the location of the floodway; and

Q) Certification of the above by a registered professional engineer or
surveyor.

@) Building and foundation design detail, including but not limited to:

@ Elevation in relation to mean sea level (or highest adjacent grade) of the
lowest floor, including basement, of all proposed structures;

(b) Elevation in relation to mean sea level to which any non-residential
structure will be floodproofed.

(©) Certification that any proposed non-residential floodproofed structure
meets the criteria in Section 5.2(2);

(d) For enclosures below the base flood elevation, location and total net area
of foundation openings as required in Section 5.1(5).

(e) Design plans certified by a registered professional engineer or architect for
all proposed structure(s).

3) Description, based on engineering calculations of modeling, of the extent to
which any watercourse will be altered or relocated as a result of the proposed
development;

4) Hard copies and digital files of computer models, if any, copies of work maps,
comparison of pre-and post development conditions base flood elevations, future-
conditions flood elevations, flood protection elevations, Special Flood Hazard
Areas and regulatory floodway widths, flood profiles and all other computations
and other information similar to that presented in the FIS;

(5) Copies of all applicable State and Federal permits necessary for proposed
development; and

(6) All appropriate certifications required under this ordinance.
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The approved Floodplain Management /loed-damageprevention Plan shall contain
certification by the applicant that all development activities will be done according to the

plan or previously approved revisions. Any and all development permits and/or use and
occupancy certificates or permits may be revoked at any time if the construction and
development activities are not in strict accordance with approved plans.

3.3.  Construction Stage Submittal Requirements

For all new construction and substantial improvements on sites with a Floodplain
Management/floed-damageprevention Plan, the permit holder shall provide to the
(administrator) Fayette County Engineering Department a certified as-built Elevation
Certificate, or Flood-proofing Certificate for non-residential construction, including the
lowest floor elevation or flood-proofing level immediately after the lowest floor or flood-
proofing is completed. A final Elevation Certificate shall be provided after completion of
construction including final grading of the site. Any lowest floor certification made
relative to mean sea level shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a
registered land surveyor or professional engineer and certified by same. When flood-
proofing is utilized for non-residential structures, said certification shall be prepared by
or under the direct supervision of a professional engineer or architect and certified by
same.

Any work undertaken prior to approval of these certifications shall be at the permit
holder's risk. The (administrater) Fayette County Engineering Department shall
review the above referenced certification data submitted. Deficiencies detected by such
review shall be corrected by the permit holder immediately and prior to further work
being allowed to proceed. Failure to submit certification or failure to make the
corrections required hereby shall be cause to issue a stop work order for the project.

3.4.  Duties and Responsibilities of the Administrator
Duties of the Fayette County Engineering Department shall include, but shall not be
limited to:

1) Review all development applications and permits to assure that the requirements
of this ordinance have been satisfied and to determine whether proposed building
sites will be reasonably safe from flooding;

2 Require that copies of all necessary permits from governmental agencies from
which approval is required by Federal or state law, including but not limited to
Section 404 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act Amendments of 1972,
#33 U.S.C. 1334, be provided and maintained on file;

3) When base flood elevation data or floodway data have not been provided, then the
Fayette County Engineering Department shall require the applicant to obtain,
review and reasonably utilize any base flood elevation and floodway data
available from a Federal, state or other sources in order to meet the provisions of
Sections 4 and 5;
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Review and record the actual elevation in relation to mean sea level (or highest
adjacent grade) of the lowest floor, including basement, of all new or substantially
improved structures;

Review and record the actual elevation, in relation to mean sea level to which any
substantially improved structures have been flood-proofed;

When flood-proofing is utilized for a non-residential structure, the
owner/developer shall provide to the Fayette County Engineering
Department shal-ebtain certification of design criteria from a registered
professional engineer or architect;

Notify affected adjacent communities and the Georgia Department of Natural
Resources prior to any alteration or relocation of a watercourse and submit
evidence of such notification to the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA);

Where interpretation is needed as to the exact location of boundaries of the Areas
of Special Flood Hazard (e.g., where there appears to be a conflict between a
mapped boundary and actual field conditions) the Fayette County Engineer shall
make the necessary interpretation. Any person contesting the location of the
boundary shall be given a reasonable opportunity to appeal the interpretation as
provided in this ordinance. Where floodplain elevations have been defined, the
floodplain shall be determined based on flood elevations rather than the area
graphically delineated on the floodplain maps; and,

All records pertaining to the provisions of this ordinance shall be maintained
the-office-of- the by Fayette County and shall be open for public inspection.

Section 4. Standards for Development

Definition of Floodplain Boundaries and Areas of Special Flood Hazards

Studied “A” zones, as identified in the FIS, shall be used to establish base flood
elevations whenever available.

For all streams with a drainage area of 100 acres or greater, the future-conditions

flood elevations shall be provided by the {local-permitting-autherity) Fayette

County Engineering Department. If future-conditions elevation data is not

available from (local-permitting-authority) the Fayette County Engineering

Department, then it shall be determined by a registered professional engineer

using a method approved by FEMA and the {ecal-permittingauthority) Fayette
County Engineering Department.
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(3) For streams or other drainage basins with drainage areas less that 100 acres,

Areas of Special Flood hazard shall be determined by a registered
professional engineer using a method approved by the Fayette County
engineering Department, as required by the County Engineer.

(4) The Area of Special Flood Hazard shall be delineated for all man-made flood

hazards (e.g., yard drains, stormwater management structures, inlets to
storm sewer systems, etc.) by a registered professional engineer.

Definition of Floodway Boundaries

The width of a floodway shall be determined from the FIS or FEMA approved
flood study. For all streams with a drainage area of 100 acres or greater, the

regulatory floodway shall be provided by the {oeal-permitting-authority) Fayette
County Engineering Department. If floodway data is not available from the

Hocal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department , then it

shall be determined by a registered professional engineer using a method

approved by FEMA and the {lecal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County

Engineering Department.
General Standards

No development shall be allowed within the future-conditions floodplain that
could result in any of the following:

@) Raising the base flood elevation or future-conditions flood elevation equal
to or more than 0.01 foot;

(b) Reducing the base flood or future-conditions flood storage capacity;

(©) Changing the flow characteristics as to the depth and velocity of the
waters of the base flood or future-conditions flood as they pass both the
upstream and the downstream boundaries of the development area; or,

(d) Creating hazardous or erosion-producing velocities, or resulting in
excessive sedimentation.

Any development within the future-conditions floodplain allowed under (1) above
shall also meet the following conditions:

(a

encreachment—Acceptable means of providing required compensation
include lowering of natural ground elevations within the floodplain, or
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lowering of adjoining land areas to create additional floodplain storage. In
no case shall any required compensation be provided via bottom storage or
by excavating below the elevation of the top of the natural (pre-
development) stream channel unless such excavation results from the
widening or relocation of the stream channel;

@ Cut areas shall be stabilized and graded to a slope of no less than 2.0
percent;

(b) Effective transitions shall be provided such that flow velocities occurring
on both upstream and downstream properties are not increased or
decreased,;

(c) Verification of no-rise conditions (0.01 foot or less), flood storage
volumes, and flow characteristics shall be provided via a step-backwater
analysis meeting the requirements of Section 4.4;

(d) Public utilities and facilities, such as water, sanitary sewer, gas, and
electrical systems, shall be located and constructed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration or contamination from flood waters; and

(e) Any significant physical changes to the base flood floodplain shall be
submitted as a Conditional Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) or
Conditional Letter of Map Amendment (CLOMA), whichever is
applicable. The CLOMR submittal shall be subject to approval by the
Hocal-permitting-autherity) the Fayette County Engineering
Department using the Community Consent forms before forwarding the
submittal package to FEMA for final approval. The responsibility for
forwarding the CLOMR to FEMA and for obtaining the CLOMR approval
shall be the responsibility of the applicant. Within six months of the
completion of construction, the applicant shall submit as-built surveys for
a final Letter of Map Revision (LOMR).

4.4. Engineering Study Requirements for Floodplain Encroachments

An engineering study is required, as appropriate to the proposed development activities
on the site, whenever a development proposes to disturb any land within the future-
conditions floodplain, except for a residential single-lot development on streams without
established base flood elevations and/or floodways for which the provisions of Section
5.4 apply. This study shall be prepared by a registered Professional Engineer in the State
of Georgia and made a part of the application for a permit. This information shall be
submitted to and approved by the {lecal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County
Engineering Department prior to the approval of any permit which would authorize the
disturbance of land located within the future-conditions floodplain. Such study shall
include:

1) Description of the extent to which any watercourse or floodplain will be altered or
relocated as a result of the proposed development;
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Step-backwater analysis, using a FEMA-approved methodology approved by the
Hocal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department. Cross-

sections and flow information shall be obtained whenever available and
supplemented by the appllcant by the Englneerlng Department)—and—ﬂew

Whenever—avaueble Computatlons WI|| be shown dupllcatlng FIS results and will
then be rerun with the proposed modifications to determine the new base flood
profiles, and future-conditions flood profiles;

Floodplain storage calculations based on cross-sections (at least one every 100
feet) showing existing and proposed floodplain conditions to show that base flood
floodplain and future-conditions floodplain storage capacity would not be
diminished by the development;

The study shall include a preliminary plat, grading plan, or site plan, as
appropriate, which shall clearly define all future-conditions floodplain
encroachments.

4.5. Floodway Encroachments

Located within Areas of Special Flood Hazard are areas designated as floodway. A
floodway may be an extremely hazardous area due to velocity flood waters, debris or
erosion potential. In addition, floodways must remain free of encroachment in order to
allow for the discharge of the base flood without increased flood heights. Therefore the
following provisions shall apply:

Encroachments are prohibited, including earthen fill, new construction,
substantial improvements or other development within the regulatory floodway,
except for activities specifically allowed in (2) below.

Encroachments for bridges, culverts, roadways and utilities within the regulatory
floodway may be permitted provided it is demonstrated through hydrologic and
hydraulic analyses performed in accordance with standard engineering practice
that the encroachment shall not result in any increase to the pre-project base flood
elevations, floodway elevations, or floodway widths during the base flood
discharge. A registered professional engineer must provide supporting technical
data and certification thereof; and,

If the applicant proposes to revise the floodway boundaries, no permit authorizing
the encroachment into or an alteration of the floodway shall be issued by the
Fayette County Engineering Department until an affirmative Conditional
Letter of Map Revision (CLOMR) is issued by FEMA and no-rise certification is
approved by the Fayette County Engineering Department.

Maintenance Requirements
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The property owner shall be responsible for continuing maintenance as may be needed
within an altered or relocated portion of a floodplain on his property so that the flood-
carrying or flood storage capacity is not diminished. The Fayette County Engineering
Department may direct the property owner (at no cost to Fayette County) to restore the
flood-carrying or flood storage capacity of the floodplain if the owner has not performed
maintenance as required by the approved floodplain management plan on file with the
Fayette County Engineering Department.

Section 5. Provisions for Flood Damage Reduction

General Standards

In all Areas of Special Flood Hazard the following provisions apply:

New construction of principal buildings (residential or non-residential), including
manufactured homes, shall not be allowed within the limits of the future-
conditions floodplain, unless all requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have
been met;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
anchored to prevent flotation, collapse or lateral movement of the structure;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
constructed with materials and utility equipment resistant to flood damage;

New construction or substantial improvements of existing structures shall be
constructed by methods and practices that minimize flood damage;

Elevated Buildings - All new construction and substantial improvements of
existing structures that include any fully enclosed area located below the lowest
floor formed by foundation and other exterior walls shall be designed so as to be
an unfinished and flood resistant enclosure. The enclosure shall be designed to
equalize hydrostatic flood forces on exterior walls by allowing for the automatic
entry and exit of floodwater.

@ Designs for complying with this requirement must either be certified by a
professional engineer or architect or meet the following minimum criteria:
Q) Provide a minimum of two openings having a total net area of not
less than one square inch for every square foot of enclosed area
subject to flooding;
(i) The bottom of all openings shall be no higher than one foot above
grade; and,
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(iii)  Openings may be equipped with screens, louvers, valves or other
coverings or devices provided they permit the automatic flow of
floodwater in both directions.

(b) So as not to violate the "Lowest Floor" criteria of this ordinance, the
unfinished and flood resistant enclosure shall solely be used for parking of
vehicles, limited storage of maintenance equipment used in connection
with the premises, or entry to the elevated area; and,

(©) The interior portion of such enclosed area shall not be partitioned or
finished into separate rooms.

All heating and air conditioning equipment and components (including ductwork),
all electrical, ventilation, plumbing, and other service facilities shall be designed
and/or located three (3) feet above the base flood elevation or one (1) foot above
the future-conditions flood elevation, whichever is higher, so as to prevent water
from entering or accumulating within the components during conditions of
flooding;

Manufactured homes shall be anchored to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral
movement. Methods of anchoring may include, but are not limited to, use of over-
the-top or frame ties to ground anchors. This standard shall be in addition to and
consistent with applicable State requirements for resisting wind forces;

New and replacement water supply systems shall be designed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the system;

New and replacement sanitary sewage systems shall be designed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the systems and discharges from the
systems into flood waters;

On-site waste disposal systems shall be located and constructed to avoid
impairment to them, or contamination from them, during flooding; and,

Any alteration, repair, reconstruction or improvement to a structure which is not
compliant with the provisions of this ordinance, shall be undertaken only if the
non- conformity is not furthered, extended or replaced.

If the proposed development is located in multiple flood zones or multiple base
flood elevation cross the proposed site, the higher or more restrictive base flood
elevation or future condition elevation and development standards shall take
precedence.

Building Standards for Structures and Buildings Within the Future-

Conditions Floodplain

The following provisions, in addition to those in Section 5.1, shall apply:
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1) Residential BuHding and Non-Residential Building Structures

New construction. New construction of principal buildings, including
manufactured homes shall not be allowed within the limits of the future-
conditions floodplain unless all requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5
have been met. If all of the requirements of Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have
been met, all new construction shall have the lowest floor, including
basement, elevated no lower than three (3) feet above the base flood
elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation,
whichever is higher. Should solid foundation perimeter walls be used to
elevate the structure, openings sufficient to equalize the hydrologic flood
forces on exterior walls and to facilitate the unimpeded movements of
floodwaters shall be provided in accordance with standards of Section
5.1(5). A registered Professional Engineer or architect shall certify
that the design and methods of construction are in accordance with
accepted standards of practice for meeting the provisions above, and
shall provide such certification to the Fayette County Engineering
Department.

Substantial Improvements. Substantial improvement of any principal
structure or manufactured home shall have the lowest floor, including
basement, elevated no lower than three (3) feet above the base flood
elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation,
whichever is higher. Should solid foundation perimeter walls be used to
elevate a structure, openings sufficient to equalize the hydrologic flood
forces on exterior walls and to facilitate the unimpeded movements of
flood waters shall be provided in accordance with standards of Section
5.1(5). A registered Professional Engineer or architect shall certify
that the design and methods of construction are in accordance with
accepted standards of practice for meeting the provisions above, and
shall provide such certification to the Fayette County Engineering
Department.
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Accessory Structures and Facilities

Accessory structures and facilities (i.e., barns, sheds, gazebos, detached garages,
parking lots, recreational facilities and other similar non-habitable structures and
facilities) which are permitted to be located within the limits of the floodplain
shall be constructed of flood-resistant materials and designed to pass all
floodwater in accordance with Section 5.1(5) and be anchored to prevent
flotation, collapse or lateral movement of the structure.

Standards for Recreational Vehicles
All recreational vehicles placed on sites must either:
(a) Be on the site for fewer than 180 consecutive days and be fully licensed and
ready for highway use, (a recreational vehicle is ready for highway use if it is
licensed, on its wheels or jacking system, attached to the site only by quick
disconnect type utilities and security devices, and has no permanently attached
structures or additions); or
(b) The recreational vehicle must meet all the requirements for Residential
Buildings—Substantial Improvements (Section 5.2(1b), including the anchoring
and elevation requirements.
Standards for Manufactured Homes
@) New manufactured homes shall not be allowed to be placed within the
limits of the future-conditions floodplain unless all requirements of
Sections 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 have been met.
(b)Manufactured homes placed and/or substantially improved in an
existing manufactured home park or subdivision shall be elevated so that
either:
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Q) The lowest floor of the manufactured home is elevated no lower
than three (3) feet above the level of the base flood elevation, or
one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood elevation, whichever
is higher; or

(i) The manufactured home chassis is elevated and supported by
reinforced piers (or other foundation elements of at least an
equivalent strength) of no less than 36 inches in height above
grade.

(c) All manufactured homes must be securely anchored to an adequately
anchored foundation system to resist flotation, collapse and lateral

movement in accordance with standards of Section 5.1(7).

Building Standards for Structures and Buildings Authorized Adjacent to the

Future-Conditions Floodplain

For purposes of this ordinance, the term “adjacent to the future-conditions
floodplain: 1) all buildings and structures on a property that contains (partially or
entirely) an Area of Special Flood Hazard; and 2) all buildings and structures on
property that share a common property line within another parcel that contains an
Area of Special Flood Hazard. Building and structures adjacent to the future-
conditions floodplain shall meet the following:

1)

Residential Buildings — For new construction or substantial improvement of
construction any principal residential bulding or manufactured home, the
elevation of the lowest floor, including basement and access to the building, shall
be at least three (3) feet above the base flood elevation or one (1) foot above the
future-conditions flood elevation, whichever is higher.

eendmensﬂﬂeedrelevauen—wmeheveH&ther Compllance with the above

requirement shall be determined by a certified as-built Elevation Certificate
or Flood-Proofing Certificate for non-residential construction including the
lowest floor elevation or flood-proofing level and submitted immediately
upon completion of floodproofing or survey work. The Elevation Certificate
shall be prepared by or under the direct supervision of a registered land
surveyor or professional engineer and certified by the same. When flood-
proofing is utilized for non-residential structures, said certification shall be
prepared by or under the direct supervision of a professional engineer or
architect and certified by the same.
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(@) Buildings and structures authorized adjacent to the future-conditions
floodplain may be exempt from the requirements of this section if the
following conditions apply:

Q) The building(s) or structure(s) is not within the same sub-basin
as the Area of Special Flood Hazard and the drainage divide
between the Area of Special Flood Hazard and the building or
structure of concern is at least three (3) feet above the base
flood elevation or one (1) foot above the future-conditions flood
elevation, whichever is higher; or

(i)  The Area of Special Flood Hazard is a man-made hazard
associated with a storm sewer system (e.g., a yard drain) and
the grading within the sub-basin provides unconstrained,
positive drainage away from the building or structure at a
minimum slope of 2 percent. As-built elevation data, certified
by a registered land surveyor, may be required to verify these
conditions.

(b) The Fayette County Engineering Department shall determine if either
of these conditions are applicable to a building or structure.
Alternatively, the owner/developed may provide a letter justifying
applicability of the exemptions. The letter shall be prepared by a
registered professional engineer and shall be reviewed and approved
by the Engineering Department in order for the exemption to be valid.
In either case, the owner/applicant shall be solely responsible for
providing any as-built elevation data necessary to determine
applicability of the exemptions. The elevation data shall be prepared
by or under the direct supervision of a registered land surveyor or
professional engineer and certified by the same.

5.4.  Building Standards for Residential Single-Lot Developments on Streams
without Established Base Flood Elevations and/or Floodway (A-Zones)

For a residential single-lot development not part of a subdivision that has Areas of
Special Flood Hazard, where streams exist but no base flood data have been provided (A-
Zones), the {administrator) Fayette County Engineering Department shall review and
reasonably utilize any available scientific or historic flood elevation data, base flood
elevation and floodway data, or future-conditions flood elevation data available from a
Federal, State, local or other source, in order to administer the provisions and standards
of this ordinance.

If data are not available from any of these sources, the following provisions shall apply:
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No encroachments, including structures or fill material, shall be located within an
area equal to twice the width of the stream or fifty (50) feet from the top of the
bank of the stream, whichever is greater.

In special flood hazard areas without base flood or future-conditions flood
elevation data, new construction and substantial improvements of existing
structures shall have the lowest floor of the lowest enclosed area (including
basement) elevated no less than three (3) feet above the ground immediately
around the building and positive drainage must be provided at a minimum
two (2) percent slope away from the building. the-highestadjacent-grade-at the
buHding-site. Openings sufficient to facilitate the unimpeded movements of
floodwaters shall be provided in accordance with Section 5.1(5).

Building Standards for Areas of Shallow Flooding (AO-Zones)

Areas of Special Flood Hazard may include designated "AQ" shallow flooding areas.
These areas have base flood depths of one (1) to three (3) feet above ground, with no
clearly defined channel. In these areas the following provisions apply:

All subdivision proposals shall identify the Areas of Special Flood Hazards
Hazardsspecial-flood-hazard-area and provide base flood elevation data and

future-conditions flood elevation data;
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All residential lots in a subdivision proposal shall have sufficient buildable area
outside of the future-conditions floodplain such that encroachments into the
future-conditions floodplain for residential structures will not be required;

All subdivision plans will provide the elevations of proposed structures in
accordance with Section 3.2.

All subdivision proposals shall be consistent with the need to minimize flood
damage;

All subdivision proposals shall have public utilities and facilities such as water,
sanitary sewer, gas, and electrical systems located and constructed to minimize or
eliminate infiltration of flood waters, and discharges from the systems into flood
waters; and,

All subdivision proposals shall include adequate drainage and stormwater
management facilities per the requirements of {urisdiction} Fayette County to
reduce potential exposure to flood hazards.

Section 6. Variance Procedures

The following variance and appeals procedures shall apply to an applicant who has been
denied a permit for a development activity or to an owner or developer who has not
applied for a permit because it is clear that the proposed development activity would be
inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance. A request for a variance may be
submitted by an applicant who has been denied a permit by the {lecal-permitting
autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department, or by an owner or developer who
has not previously applied for a permit for the reasons stated herein above.

Requests for variances from the requirements of this ordinance shall be submitted

such requests shall be heard and decided in accordance with procedures to be
published in writing by the {local-permitting-authority) Fayette County
Engineering Department.

At a
minimum, such procedures shall include notice to all affected parties and the
opportunity to be heard.

Planning Commission may appeal such decision to the{appropriate-court)

of Georgia Annotated.

4) Variances may be issued for the repair or rehabilitation of Historic structures upon
a determination that the proposed repair or rehabilitation will not preclude the
structure's continued designation as a Historic structure, and the variance issued
shall be the minimum necessary to preserve the historic character and design of
the structure.

5) Variances may be issued for development necessary for the conduct of a
functionally dependent use, provided the criteria of this Section are met, no
reasonable alternative exists, and the development is protected by methods that
minimize flood damage during the base flood and create no additional threats to
public safety.

(6) Variances shall not be issued within any designated floodway if any increase in
flood levels during the base flood discharge would result.

(7 In reviewing such requests, the {focal-permitting-authority) Fayette County
Engineering and {appeinted-board) Fayette County Planning Commission

shall consider all technical evaluations, relevant factors, and all standards
specified in this and other sections of this ordinance.

(8) Conditions for Variances:

@) A variance shall be issued only when there-is-all of the following

conditions are met:

Q) a finding of good and sufficient cause;

(i) adetermination that failure to grant the variance would result in
exceptional hardship; and,

(ili)  adetermination that the granting of a variance will not result in
increased flood heights, additional threats to public safety,
extraordinary public expense, or the creation of a nuisance.

(b) The provisions of this ordinance are minimum standards for flood loss
reduction; therefore, any deviation from the standards must be weighed
carefully. Variances shall only be issued upon determination that the
variance is the minimum necessary, considering the flood hazard, to afford
relief; and, in the instance of a Historic structure, a determination that the
variance is the minimum necessary so as not to destroy the historic
character and design of the building.
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(©) Any person to whom a variance is granted shall be given written notice
specifying the difference between the base flood elevation and the
elevation of the proposed lowest floor and stating that the cost of flood
insurance will be commensurate with the increased risk to life and
property resulting from the reduced lowest floor elevation.

(d) The {administrator) Fayette County Engineering Department shall
maintain the records of all appeal actions and report any variances to the
Federal Emergency Management Agency upon request.

9 Any person requesting a variance shall, from the time of the request until the time
the request is acted upon, submit such information and documentation as the
Hocal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department and
{appointed-beard) Fayette County Planning Commission shall deem necessary
to the consideration of the request.

Any such action or inaction which is
continuous with respect to time is deemed to be a public nuisance and may be abated by
injunctive or other equitable relief. The imposition of any of the penalties described
below shall not prevent such equitable relief. The imposition of any of the penalties
described below shall not prevent such equitable relief.

7.1.  Notice of Violation

If the Fayette County Engineering Department determines that an applicant or other
responsible person has failed to comply with the terms and conditions of a permit, an
approved stormwater management plan or the provisions of this ordinance, it shall issue a
written notice of violation to such applicant or other responsible person. Where a person
is engaged in activity covered by this ordinance without having first secured a permit
therefore, the notice of violation shall be served on the owner or the responsible person in
charge of the activity being conducted on the site.

The notice of violation shall contain:
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1) The name and address of the owner or the applicant or the responsible person;
@) The address or other description of the site upon which the violation is occurring;
3) A statement specifying the nature of the violation;

4) A description of the remedial measures necessary to bring the action or inaction
into compliance with the permit, the stormwater management plan or this
ordinance and the date for the completion of such remedial action;

(5) A statement of the penalty or penalties that may be assessed against the person to
whom the notice of violation is directed; and,

(6) A statement that the determination of violation may be appealed to the {lecal
permitting-autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department by filing a
written notice of appeal within thirty (30) days after the notice of violation
(except, that in the event the violation constitutes an immediate danger to public
health or public safety, 24 hours notice shall be sufficient).

7.2.  Penalties

In the event the remedial measures described in the notice of violation have not been
completed by the date set forth for such completion in the notice of violation, any one or
more of the following actions or penalties may be taken or assessed against the person to
whom the notice of violation was directed. Before taking any of the following actions or
imposing any of the following penalties, the {{ocal-permittingautherity) Fayette County
Engineering Department shall first notify the applicant or other responsible person in
writing of its intended action, and shall provide a reasonable opportunity, of not less than
ten (10) days (except, that in the event the violation constitutes an immediate danger to
public health or public safety, 24 hours notice shall be sufficient) to cure such violation.
In the event the applicant or other responsible person fails to cure such violation after
such notice and cure period, the {lecal-permittingautherity) Fayette County
Engineering Department may take any one or more of the following actions or impose
any one or more of the following penalties.

1) Stop Work Order -The {local-permitting-authority Fayette County Engineering
Department may issue a stop work order which shall be served on the applicant

or other responsible person. The stop work order shall remain in effect until the
applicant or other responsible person has taken the remedial measures set forth in
the notice of violation or has otherwise cured the violation or violations described
therein, provided the stop work order may be withdrawn or modified to enable the
applicant or other responsible person to take the necessary remedial measures to
cure such violation or violations.

2 Withhold Certificate of Occupancy - The {docal-permitting-authority) Fayette

County Building Department may refuse to issue a certificate of occupancy for
the building or other improvements constructed or being constructed on the site
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until the applicant or other responsible person has taken the remedial measures set
forth in the notice of violation or has otherwise cured the violations described
therein.

Suspension, Revocation or Modification of Permit - The {lecal-permitting
autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department may suspend, revoke or
modify the permit authorizing the development project. A suspended, revoked or
modified permit may be reinstated after the applicant or other responsible person
has taken the remedial measures set forth in the notice of violation or has
otherwise cured the violations described therein, provided such permit may be
reinstated (upon such conditions as the {(local-permitting-autherity) Fayette
County Engineering Department may deem necessary) to enable the applicant
or other responsible person to take the necessary remedial measures to cure such
violations.

Civil Penalties - In the event the applicant or other responsible person fails to
take the remedial measures set forth in the notice of violation or otherwise fails to
cure the violations described therein within ten (10) days, or such greater period
as the Fayette County Engineering Department shall deem appropriate (except,
that in the event the violation constitutes an immediate danger to public health or
public safety, 24 hours notice shall be sufficient) after the Fayette County
Engineering Department has taken one or more of the actions described above,
they may impose a penalty not to exceed $1,000 (depending on the severity of the
violation) for each day the violation remains-unremedied is not remediated after
receipt of the notice of violation.

Criminal Penalties - For intentional and flagrant violations of this ordinance, the

Hoecal-permitting-autherity) Fayette County Engineering Department may

issue a citation to the applicant or other responsible person, requiring such person
to appear in {appropriate-municipal,magistrate-orrecorders) Fayette County
State Court to answer charges for such violation. Upon conviction, such person
shall be punished by a fine not to exceed $1,000 or imprisonment for 60 days or
both. Each act of violation and each day upon which any violation shall occur
shall constitute a separate offense.

The suggested planting materials in Sections 8-157 and 8-161 of the Development Regulations lists several plant species that are
not appropriate for Fayette County's climate zone and/or are very susceptible to disease. In addition, some of the plants are
considered invasive and pose a threat to the natural areas of Georgia. The revised planting lists will omit the undesirable plant
species and includes only those plants suited to the climate of Fayette County, are known to be disease-resistant, and are not
considered invasive.

Sources for the revised list include the University of Georgia publications "Landscape Plants for Georgia" and "Xeriscape: A Guide to
Developing A Water-Wise Landscape." The draft revised list (attached) is currently being reviewed by several qualified horticultural
specialists in Fayette County.

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ARTICLE V. BUFFER AND LANDSCAPE REQUIREMENTS

Sec. 8-156. Purpose. The purpose of this Article is to establish minimum requirements
for landscape areas and buffers in Fayette County’s commercial (including Limited
Business), industrial, office-institutional, and multi-family zoning districts.  Said
requirements are designed to: improve the appearance of Fayette County’s commercial
and industrial corridors; minimize noise, glare, and erosion; provide a visual separation
between incompatible uses; and establish measures for water conservation. E.g., in a C-
C, C-H, M-1 and M-2 Zoning District where a lot abuts any residential or A-R Zoning
District, a buffer shall be provided as specified in the following sections of the Fayette
County Zoning Ordinance: 6-14 (D)(6) for C-C; 6-15 (D)(6) for C-H; 6-17(D)(6) for M-
1 and 6-18(D)(6) for M-2. Off street parking associated with such uses shall be governed
by such requirements within these Development Regulations.

Sec. 8-157. Landscape and Buffer Categories.

A. Street Frontage Landscape Areas. A landscape area shall be established along
the rights of way of add adjoining streets as specified under this Article. A
developer of property owner may substitute a planted buffer (greenbelt) as
specified under this Article in lieu of a landscape area.

B. Parking Lot Landscape Areas. Off-street parking lots shall be landscaped in
accordance with this Article. For the purpose of this Ordinance, an exterior
parking aisle shall refer to all parking aisles which adjoin a property line or a
required landscape area or buffer along a property line, and an interior parking
aisle shall refer to parking aisles which do not adjoin a property line, a
required buffer, or a building wall. Exterior and interior parking aisles shall
be terminated at both ends by a landscape island (three (3) feet in width by 20
feet in length, typical). Landscape islands shall be provided for each 150 feet
of continuous bay length.

C. Side Yard Landscape Areas. A landscape area shall be established along the
side property lines of all lots as specified under this Article. A developer or
property owner may substitute a planted buffer (greenbelt) as specified under
this section in lieu of a landscape area. However, where a side yard buffer is
required pursuant to other provisions of this Ordinance, a landscape area may
not be substituted therefor.

D. Buffer Areas (Greenbelt). Buffer areas required by this Ordinance shall be
established and maintained by the property owner subject to the requirements
listed below and those specified under this Article.

1. Listed below are suggested evergreen plant combinations
characteristic of buffer area plantings: New under canopy shrubs
required in buffer areas shall provide a visual screen to a minimum
height of four (4) feet upon planting, singularly or in combination with
various plant types.

A. Groundcovers, flowers, stones, and mulch shall be utilized as needed to meet
coverage requirements.

Wording for the Agenda:
Consideration of staff's request that the current Alcoholic Beverage Application document and Personnel Statement document be
revised.

Background/History/Details:

The P&Z Staff initiated the review of the currently used Alcoholic Beverage Application documents and the Personnel Statement
documents to make them more customer-friendly and less cumbersome and confusing for applicants seeking alcohol licenses.
Numerous revisions are being recommended in both documents. The revised Alcoholic Beverage Application form has questions
designated for a New Location only, a Change of Ownership only, and/or both. The revised Renewal Alcoholic Beverage Application
form only required minor revisions. The most cumbersome items deleted from the Personnel Statement were: Employment History
for 10 years, Residential History for 10 years, and Personal References for 10 years. The recommended revised documents are similar
to the applications for the City of Fayetteville and the City of Peachtree City.

Mr. Pete Frisina discussed the proposed amendments as requested. Some discussion followed. It was the
Board's consensus that the proposed amendments should not give parcels within a platted residential
subdivision consideration for O- zoning if the subdivision is oriented lo SR 54 and accesses SR 54, but
should give parcels in a platted residential subdivision consideration for O-| zoning if the subdivision is not
oriented to SR 54 and does not access SR 54. The Board added that it wanted the proposed amendments
to address grealer setbacks, buffers or other measures hat would lessen the impact on adjacent residential
properties. The Board then directed Mr. Frisina to make the changes as discussed to the proposed
amendments and move ahead with public hearings in May. A copy of the request, identified as

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE
FAYETTE COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
REGARDING THE S.R. 54 WEST OVERLAY DISTRICT

Transportation Corridors

Over the next twenty years, a number of state routes in Fayette County are scheduled to
be widened from a two-lane highway to a four-lane divided highway. These state routes
are the connecting corridors for the incorporated municipalities in Fayette County and
neighboring counties. With few exceptions, in the unincorporated areas of the county,
these roads traverse residential and/or agricultural land uses.

With the widening of these state routes comes the increased pressure for nonresidential
development. The County is now in the position where it must balance this demand with
its own growth and transportation policies. These state routes are first and foremost
transportation corridors; the efficient flow of traffic must be maintained. Nonresidential
land uses are indicated on the Land Use Plan Map where their location and intensity are
most appropriate for the surrounding area.

In order to better facilitate the desired development along its transportation corridors,
Fayette County has adopted an Overlay District on SR 54 and several Overlay Zones.
The particular requirements pertaining to these transportation corridors are discussed
below.

SR 54 West Overlay District: With the widening of SR 54 West, the Board of
Commissioners adopted the SR 54 West Overlay District. This District identifies the
county’s goals and recommendations for the corridor and sets out the desired
development pattern. SR 54 connects the communities of Fayetteville and Peachtree
City, and serves as the only major east-west thoroughfare through the county. The
following section defines the District.

Existing Development: Existing residential development is scattered along the SR 54
West Corridor. Residential tracts range in size from large agricultural tracts of as much
as 200 acres down to minimum one (1) acre subdivisions. Large tracts are still used for
agricultural purposes and may or may not contain a single-family residence. These tracts
vary in size from approximately five (5) to 200 acres. The majority of the larger tracts are





located between Sandy Creek and Tyrone Roads. Single-family residential development
consists of smaller lots, varying in size from one (1) to five (5) acres, fronting on SR 54
West or within subdivisions which access SR 54 West. Three single-family residential
subdivisions (Newton Estates, Fayette Villa, and The Landings) are developed in this
area. These subdivisions are zoned for one (1) acre minimum lots. Fayette Villa and The
Landings are located between Flat Creek Trail west to Sumner Road (north) on the north
side of SR 54 West. Newton Estates is located west of Huiet Drive on the south side of
SR 54 West. Existing nonresidential development consists of two (2) commercial
areas, one (1) at Tyrone Road and one at Sumner Road (south),

Future Development: SR 54 West is first and foremost a transportation corridor. The
efficient flow of traffic must be maintained. High intensity nonresidential uses should be
targeted to the major intersection with Tyrone Road and SR 54 West. As one moves
away from this node, the intensity of nonresidential development should decrease. The
goals of the SR 54 West Overlay District are: (1) to maintain the efficient traffic flow of
SR 54 West as the County’s only major east-west thoroughfare; (2) to maintain a non-
urban separation between Fayetteville and Peachtree City; and (3) to protect existing and
future residential areas in the SR 54 West Corridor.

If lots, which front on SR 54 West, are allowed to change from a residential use to a
nonresidential use, care must be taken to protect existing or future residential property.
This can be accomplished by requiring enhanced landscaping, buffers and berms to
protect these residential areas.

Recommendations: The intent of the SR 54 West Overlay District is to offer existing
tracts of five +/- acres the option to convert to office uses. Outside of the commercial
designation at Tyrone Road and the commercial and office-institutional designation at
Sumner Road (south), these parcels would be considered for the Office-Institutional
Zoning District. Conditions should be placed on property at the time of rezoning to
address unique situations such as a lot adjacent to a residential subdivision where berms
and fences could be required, as well as, an increase in the buffer.

(STAFF RECOMMENDATION)

In_certain situations a change from a residential zoning to the Office-Institutional
Zoning District should not be given consideration due to the impact on abutting
residential property in platted and recorded subdivisions. These situations include, but
are not limited to the following:

1. Parcels platted and recorded in a residential subdivision where the
residential subdivision is oriented to and has access to SR54 from one or
more internal streets.

6. Consideration of proposed amendments to the Land Use Element of the Fayette County
Comprehensive Plan regarding the S.R. 54 West Overlay District as presented by the
Planning & Zoning Department. /nstructed by BOC on 03/05/08 to begin review.

Chairman Powell advised that the P.C. had held several Workshops to discuss the proposed
amendments, He added that the proposed amendments had been discussed at a Public Hearing;
however, the P.C. decided to table the vote to allow further discussion.

Pete Frisina stated that the proposed amendments had been discussed by the BOC. He confirmed
that there had been three (3) rezonings of properties on S.R. 54 West in a residential platted
subdivision; however, one (1) was approved and two (2) were denied. He said that Staff needed to
clarify the policy since there were inconsistencies. He stated that there was discussion about
rezoning lots in a platted residential subdivision and lots surrounded by platted residential
subdivisions. He reported that the BOC also wanted policies that a berm, fencing, or an increased
buffer could be required as a condition of zoning when a lot adjacent to a platted residential
subdivision petitions to rezone to a nonresidential zoning.

The proposed amendments are as follows:

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE
FAYETTE COUNTY COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
REGARDING THE S.R. 54 WEST OVERLAY DISTRICT

Transportation Corridors

Over the next twenty years, a number of state routes in Fayette County are scheduled to be widened
from two-lane highways to four-lane divided highways. These state routes are the connecting
corridors for the incorporated municipalities in Fayette County and neighboring counties. With few
exceptions, in the unincorporated areas of the county, these roads traverse residential and/or
agricultural land uses.

With the widening of these state routes comes the increased pressure for nonresidential development.
The County is now in the position where it must balance this demand with its own growth and
transportation policies. These state routes are first and foremost transportation corridors; the
efficient flow of traffic must be maintained. Nonresidential land uses are indicated on the Land Use
Plan Map where their location and intensity are most appropriate for the surrounding area.

In order to better facilitate the desired development along its transportation corridors, Fayette County
has adopted an Overlay District on SR 54 and several Overlay Zones. The particular requirements
pertaining to these transportation corridors are discussed below.
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SR 54 West Overlay District: With the widening of SR 54 West, the Board of Commissioners
adopted the SR 54 West Overlay District. This District identifies the county’s goals and
recommendations for the corridor and sets out the desired development pattern. SR 54 connects the
communities of Fayetteville and Peachtree City, and serves as the only major east-west thoroughfare
through the county. The following section defines the District.

Existing Development: Existing residential development is scattered along the SR 54 West
Corridor. Residential tracts range in size from large agricultural tracts of as much as 200 acres down
to minimum one (1) acre subdivisions. Large tracts are still used for agricultural purposes and may
or may not contain a single-family residence. These tracts vary in size from approximately five (5) to
200 acres. The majority of the larger tracts are located between Sandy Creek and Tyrone Roads.
Single-family residential development consists of smaller lots, varying in size from one (1) to five (5)
acres, fronting on SR 54 West or within subdivisions which access SR 54 West. Three single-
family residential subdivisions (Newton Estates, Fayette Villa, and The Landings) are developed in
this area. These subdivisions are zoned for one (1) acre minimum lots. Fayette Villa and The
Landings are located between Flat Creek Trail west to Sumner Road (north) on the north side of SR
54 West. Newton Estates is located west of Huiet Drive on the south side of SR 54 West. Existing
nonresidential development consists of two commercial areas, one at Tyrone Road and one at
Sumner Road (south).

Future Development: SR 54 West is first and foremost a transportation corridor, The efficient flow
of traffic must be maintained. High intensity nonresidential uses should be targeted to the major
intersection with Tyrone Road and SR 54 West. As one moves away from this node, the intensity of
nonresidential development should decrease. The goals of the SR 54 West Overlay District are: (1)
to maintain the efficient traffic flow of SR 54 West as the County’s only major east-west
thoroughfare; (2) to maintain a non-urban separation between Fayetteville and Peachtree City; and
(3) to protect existing and future residential areas in the SR 54 West Corridor.

If lots, which front on SR 54 West, are allowed to change from a residential use to a nonresidential
use, care must be taken to protect existing or future residential property. This can be accomplished
by requiring enhanced landscaping, buffers and berms to protect these residential areas.

Recommendations: The intent of the SR 54 West Overlay District is to offer existing tracts of five
+/- acres the option to convert to office uses. Outside of the commercial designation at Tyrone Road
and the commercial and office-institutional designation at Sumner Road (south), these parcels would
be considered for the Office-Institutional Zoning District. Conditions should be placed on property
at the time of rezoning to address unique situations such _as a lot adjacent to a residential
subdivision where berms and fences could be required, as well as, an increase in the buffer.
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In certain situations a change from a residential zoning to the Office-Institutional Zoning District
should not be given consideration due to the impact on abutting residential property in platted and
recorded subdivisions. These situations include, but are not limited to the following:

1. Parcels platted and recorded in a residential subdivision where the residential
subdivision is oriented to and has access to SR54 from one or more internal
streets.

2. Anylotthatis less than five (5) acres and is surrounded on side and rear lot lines
by a platted and recorded residential subdivision or subdivisions. Parcels of at
least five (5) acres could be considered, in that additional setbacks and buffers
could be required as a condition of zoning, while leaving adequate area for

development,

Regardless of the underlying zoning, any new nonresidential development along these corridors must
meet the requirements of the particular Overlay Zone. The Zoning Ordinance establishes Overlay
Zones on SR 54 West and SR 74 South, SR 85 North, and a General State Route Overlay Zone on all
other state routes.

Chairman Powell asked if there were any comments from the public. Hearing none, he closed the
floor from public comments. He confirmed that there would be separate votes on both of the
recommendations. He requested that the following statement be made a part of the Minutes:

“Tonight we are being asked to consider a change to the County Comprehensive Plan. This change
affects the landowners on Highway 54,

I respect my fellow Planning Commission member’s thoughts concerning changing platted
subdivisions. Itoo, feel that a land owner who purchases land in our County should not be surprised
by changes that we cause to occur, after the landowner has purchased their property. So, to my
fellow planning commissioners I say, [ support your thoughts on the subject of maintaining the
integrity of previously platted subdivisions.

My problem is we are being asked to change the comprehensive plan in a manner that is inconsistent
in its treatment of the land owners we are here to represent. If approved, we will create a plan that I
feel treats land owners, on the same road, and in some cases within a half mile of each other,
differently. If approved, this treatment will be as inconsistent as the rulings we have previously
made on petitions for rezoning Residential to Office uses within the Highway 54 corridor.
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In the past, land owners have petitioned the County to rezone residential properties along Highway
54. These petitions were consistent with the intent of the Highway 54 West Overlay District, which
states, “To offer existing tracts ...the option to convert to office uses.” To my knowledge, there have
been three requests to rezone Residential to O-1. The County has not made consistent rulings:
Petition 963-97 was approved. Petition 994-98 was denied; and most recently, Petition 1201-07, was
denied, even though it received the planning staff’s recommendation to approve.

So to correct this inconsistency, we were asked to look at the ordinance. We did, and the majority
agreed that we should change the existing ordinance to accurately reflect the County’s vision for
growth on Highway 54. The majority felt that if a residential lot was in a platted subdivision,
bordering on SR54, it should NOT be allowed to be rezoned O-1. However, the ordinance before us
tonight does not treat all land owners equally on this matter.

As a case in point, compare Lot #18 of the Lakeview Estates subdivision to Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4 of the

Ledgewood Subdivision. These parcels are located within 4 mile of each other, on opposite sides of
SR 54.

o Lakeview Estates Lot 18 is a residential lot, in a platted subdivision, bordering on SR54.
Ledgewood Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4 are residential lots, in a platted subdivision, bordering on
SR54.

o Lakeview Estates Lot 18 is not accessible from any internal subdivision street. It is solely
accessible via SR54. Ledgewood Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4 are not accessible from any internal
subdivision street. They are solely accessible via SR54.

I do not comprehend the logic of making the main road access into a platted subdivision the
distinguishing criteria. The main road access to the subdivision has absolutely no impact on any of
these lots. 1see these residential lots as being identical; however, this proposed ordinance before us
tonight will treat them differently. It will allow the four residential lots, in the Ledgewood
subdivision to be rezoned to O-I and at the same time, prohibits Lot 18 in the Lakeview Estates
subdivision from being rezoned.

I have to ask, if the County wants to change the current comprehensive plan to be more in line with
the way it votes on landowner petitions along the Highway 54 corridor, then why does it create a plan
that continues to allow it? This plan is inconsistent. It will not treat land owners in Fayette County
equally. It is not fair. I cannot support it.”
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Chairman Powell made a motion to amend Recommendation #1 as follows:

Jim Graw stated that he had previously asked for the paragraph above Recommendation #1 be
amended as follows:

In certain situations a change from a residential zoning to the Office-Institutional Zoning District
showdd will not be given consideration due to the impact on abutting residential property in platted
and recorded subdivisions. These situations include, but are not limited to the following:

Jim Graw seconded the motion.
Tim Thoms asked if the motion included the change in the paragraph above Recommendation #1.

Chairman Powell amended his motion to also include the change in the paragraph above
Recommendation #1 and also the change to Recommendation #1 as follows:

In certain situations a change from a residential zoning to the Office-Institutional Zoning District
sheowld will not be given consideration due to the impact on abutting residential property in platted
and recorded subdivisions. These situations include, but are not limited to the following:

1. Parcels platted and recorded in a residential subdivision where the residential
subdivision is-oriented to—and-has-acecess—to borders SR54. from—eone—orinore

Jim Graw seconded the amended motion.

Al Gilbert stated that S.R. 54 West has the strictest regulations of any area in the County. He said
that Staff is trying to find a way to allow some development. He commented that he could see
similarities and differences in the lots on S.R. 54 West. He remarked that this has not been an easy
process.

Chairman Powell remarked that the Staff’s recommendation does not achieve consistency while the
P.C.’s recommendation does achieve consistency.

Hearing no further comments, Chairman Powell called for the vote. The motion passed 4-1 with Al
Gilbert voting in opposition.
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Chairman Powell read Recommendation #2 to the audience.

Al Gilbert said that the strict overlay requirements should handle these type situations.

Chairman Powell concurred.

Tim Thoms commented that, as proposed, it would predispose a recommendation for denial to a lot
that meets the verbiage when there may be circumstances that it should be permitted even though the

lot may be less than five (5) acres. He added that the overlay requirements will apply.

Tim Thoms made a motion to delete #2. in its entirety as follows:

Chairman Powell seconded the motion. He said that a rezoning decision from residential to
nonresidential would be based on the Staff Analysis, Land Use Plan, the proximity of the property to
residential, and the S.R. 54 West Overlay District. The motion unanimously passed 5-0.
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Discussion of recommendations for golf cart usage on County streets as presented by Planning & Zoning, Public Works, and the
Sheriff's Office.

Background/History/Details:

This issue was discussed at the B.O.C. Retreat in November, 2007. Staff has received inquiries about approving County streets which
are not located in a platted/recorded subdivision for golf cart usage. To date, all streets authorized for golf cart use have been
within a platted/recorded subdivision with the exception of Quarters Road within the boundaries of Highgrove S/D and a portion of
Huiet Drive within the boundaries of WaterLace S/D. Staff has been researching this issue and is now ready to present their findings,
including an addition to the Fayette County Code, Chapter 10. Motor Vehicles and Traffic, Article lll. Motorized Carts.

Subject: Demand for Golf Cart Usage in Unincorporated Fayette County.

The demand for golf cart usage in unincorporated Fayette County is growing among the
public. Since Peachtree City was developed on the concept of golf cart accessibility,
there has been a demand demonstrated for subdivisions in close proximity to Peachtree
City wanting access into Peachtree City via a golf cart. Woodcreek and Jefferson Creek
Subdivisions access Peachtree City through the Preserves Subdivision (Peachtree City)
located on Redwine Road. Timber Lake Subdivision has accesses to Peachtree City
through their recreation area. High Grove Subdivision also accesses Peachtree City
through Timber Lake Subdivision with a path along Redwine Road connecting High
Grove to Timber Lake.

The County allows golf cart use on roads that have been authorized by the Board of
Commissioners. This regulation (Ordinance 95-10) was adopted on April 27, 1995. The
majority of roads authorized for golf cart use are interior subdivision streets. The only
exceptions have been portions of existing County Roads that are fully within the
boundaries of a subdivision. These roads include Quarters Road within the boundaries of
Highgrove Subdivision and Huiet Drive within the boundaries of Waterlace Subdivision.

We are now getting inquiries for golf cart use on roads which are not within a
subdivision. For example, residents of The Landings Subdivision are requesting that a
portion of Sumner Road be approved for golf cart use. Sumner Road runs from
unincorporated Fayette County into Peachtree City. It is legal to use a golf cart on the
Peachtree City portion of Sumner Road. Peachiree City allows golf carts on streets with
a speed limit of 35 miles per hour or less unless there is a designated golf cart path in
close proximity that can be used instead of aroad. Accordingto Mr. ™"~ ™ of The
Landings, arrangements were made for residents of the subdivision in 2001 to access
Sumner Road through two lots in the subdivision and the Coweta-Fayette EMC property
located at the intersection of SR 54 and Summner Road. In the summer of 2006, the
County placed signs at the entrance of subdivisions approved for golf cart use stating that
golf carts were not allowed beyond that point. The residents of The Landings
Subdivision stopped accessing Sumner Road with golf carts at that time.
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Staff (Planning and Zoning, Public Works, and Sheriff’s Office) has researched the issue
of allowing golf cart use on streets outside of a subdivision and, of course, the major
issue is safety. Although the use of a multi-use path is always preferred and should be
provided wherever feasible, staff believes the risk associated with golf carts on public
roads can be minimized if the following minimum conditions are met:
e (olf cart usage should be limited to Local streets, as indicated on the Fayette
County Thoroughfare Plan;
o The posted speed limit should be 35 mph or less;
e The 85" percentile speed should not exceed the posted speed limit by more than
16 mph, as determined by studies performed by the Sheriff’s Office;
e The minimum grade of the road should not exceed seven percent; and,

o The minimum sight distance at any location along the road should meet or exceed
200 feet.

In addition to verifying these conditions are met, Staff would also consider any other
existing conditions particular to the street in the recommendation. Following a request by
property owners, Staff would prepare a report and recommendation to the Board of
Commissioners.

The suggested change to the Fayette County Code is as follows:

Fayette County Code
Chapter 10, Article I1I, Section 10 (Motorized Carts)

Sec. 10-48. Street Authorization

(a) The Board of Commissioners may authorize public streets for the use of motorized
carts.  Citizens may request the authorization of public streets in the
unincorporated County. The request for the authorization of certain public
streets, especially those public streets outside of the boundaries of a final platted
subdivision, shall consider issues including, but not limited to, the street
classification, posted speed limit, speed characteristics of the street as determined
by studies performed by the Sheriff’s Office, minimum grade of the road,
minimum visibility distance, or any other existing conditions particular to the
street.  The Board of Commissioners can consider measures on the street
including the reduction of the posted speed limit, additional signage/markings,
and traffic calming devices to improve safety.

In the situation where conditions change over time on a street authorized for golf cart use
making it too dangerous, the County would be faced with two options. The first option
would be to remove the street form the authorized list discontinuing golf cart use. The
second option would be to reduce the posted speed limited and/or implement additional
signage/ markings and traffic calming devices to improve safety.

AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF FAYETTE
COUNTY AND IT IS HEREBY ENACTED PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF THE
SAME THAT CHAPTER 10 OF THE FAYETTE COUNTY CODE BE AMENDED BY |
ADDING A NEW ARTICLE TO BE KNOWN AS ARTICLE IIT WHICH SHALL
GOVERN THE USE OF MOTORIZED CARTS ON RECREATION PATHS AND é

AUTHORIZED STREETS AND TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE III. MOTORIZED CARTS.

Section 10-41. Findings:; definition.

(a) The Board of Commissioners finds that certain public
streets located within the unincorporated County are designed and
constructed so as to safely permit the use thereof by regular
vehicular traffic and also the driving thereon of motorized

carts. The Board of Commissioners further finds that recreation

paths are designed and constructed so as to safely permit travel
thereon by motorized carts.

(b) "Authorized streets'" means all such streets which have
been authorized for motorized cart travel and are on file with
the Planning and Zoning Department. The list of authorized

streets is subject to amendment from time to time by the Board of

Commissioners.
(c) '"County'" means Fayette County, Georgia.
(d) '"Motorized cart" means all electric and gasoline-

powered pleasure carts which are commonly called golf carts.
Within this article, the terms "motorized cart', 'golf cart", andf
"cart" shall have the same meanings; these are the only carts

authorized for use under under this article.

Section 10-42. Operation of gasoline-powered carts.

(a) Every cart shall at all times be equipped with an
exhaust system -in good working order and in constant operation,
meeting the following specifications:

(1) The exhaust system shall include the piping
leading from the flange of the exhaust manifold to, and
including, the muffler(s) and exhaust pipe(s).

(2) The exhaust system and its elements shall be
securely fastened.

(3) The engine of every cart shall be so equipped,
adjusted and tuned, as to prevent the escape of excessive

smoke or fumes.





(b) It shall be unlawful for the owner of any cart to
operate, or permit the operation of, such cart on which any
device controlling or abating atmospheric emissions, which is
placed on a cart by the manufacturer, has been altered, rendered

unserviceable, or removed.

Section 10-43. Operating requlations.

(a) Any person who possesses a valid motor vehicle driver's;
license and is at least sixteen (16) years of age may operate a
motorized cart on the recreation paths and authorized streets.

(b) Any person who possesses a valid motor vehicle
learner's permit and is at least fifteen (15) years of age may
operate a motorized cart on the recreation paths and authorized
streets, so long as such person is accompanied in the front seat
by a person who possesses a valid motor vehicle driver's license
and is at least eighteen (18) years of age.

(c) No person less than fifteen (15) years of age shall be
permitted to operate a motorized cart on the recreation paths and
authorized streets under any circumstances.

(d) All operators of motorized carts shall abide by all
traffic reqgulations applicable to vehicular traffic when using
the recreation paths and authorized streets. Recreation paths
must be used in preference to parallel authorized streets,

(e) Motorized carts shall not be operated on sidewalks at

any time.





(f) Motorized carts may be operated over authorized streets
or paths only during daylight hours, unless such motorized carts
are equipped with functional headlights and taillights.

(g) It shall be unlawful for the owner of any motorized
cart to operate, or permit the operation of, such cart over the
recreation paths or authorized streets in violation of this

article.

Section 10-44. Recreation path users-prohibited uses.

Recreation paths shall not be used by:

(a) Automobiles and trucks (except authorized maintenance
vehicles);

(b) Motorcycles;

(c) Street and trail motorized bikes or vehicles,
including, but not limited to, all-terrain vehicles, commonly
known as ATVs;

(d) Minibikes and mopeds;

(e) Horses; and

(f) Go-carts.

Section 10-45. Hazardous activities and special rules.

No individual or group shall engage in hazardous activities on
the recreation paths or authorized streets. Such hazardous
activities include, but are not limited to, the following:

(a) Racing of any kind, except for special events approved

by the County;





(b) Blocking of public access, except for special events
approved by the County;

(c) Pedestrians, skaters, and permitted vehicles shall not
loiter or park on recreation path bridges or in underpasses;

(d) Pedestrians should be given due consideration and
reasonable right-of-way by other users of the recreation paths to
ensure safe passage;

(e) An audible warning shall be given by operators of
motorized carts and other users of the recreation paths, such as
bicyclists and skaters, when approaching pedestrians from the
rear;

(f) All laws and ordinances relative to alcohol and the use
thereof, including open container laws, apply to the recreation

paths.

Section 10-46. Liability.
Each person using the recreation paths is liable for his or her

own actions.

Section 10-47. Penalties.
Any person who violates the terms of this article shall be

punished as provided in Section 1-8 of the Fayette County Code.
