Counties in Georgia are divided into regions for the delivery of mental health services. Inside those regions, there are a number of local 


community service boards that determine service providers and work more closely on the local level. Until now, these CSB's have 


operated under the jurisdiction of the Georgia Department of Human  Resources. New legislation has restructured the DHR. However, 


the provision of services for mental heath, substance abuse, and developmental disabilities will remain under the same "umbrella" of a 


newly formed state-level agency, although changes are still unfolding. According to officials at the McIntosh Trail CSB, the CSB Board 


will remain in tact and will continue to function as it has in the past, at least at this time. 


 


Fayette County has two seats on the CSB. Mr. Schall has represented Fayette County since 2004 and is willing to continue to do so.

Approval of staff's request to replace Medic Unit 2 which was totaled in an accident in May.


On May 2, 2009, Medic 2, which is stationed at Fire Station on Highway 92 North was transporting a patient to Atlanta Medical Center 


when it was involved in an accident during a heavy downpour. No other vehicle was involved. 


 


Based on information from the Marshal's Office, Traveler's Insurance, the County's carrier, assessed the damage and repair estimate at 


$28,000.  Since the pre-crash value of Medic 2 was $9,000, and since the insurance deductible is $25,000, it is recommended that Medic 


2 be replaced, using the vehicle replacement schedule. This particular vehicle was originally scheduled to be replaced in the FY 09 


budget, but due to a desire to delay major expenditures because of our uncertain economy, purchase of a new Medic 2 was delayed. The 


cost of a new ambulance is $150,000 - $200,000. Bids will need to be solicited, so this item will come back to the Board for a bid award at 


a future meeting. 


 


The existing unit consists of a 20-year old "box" remounted onto a 10-year old chassis and meets the requirements for replacement 


through the vehicle replacement program, although staff had hoped to get another year or two of service from this vehicle. 


Approval of staff's request to replace Medic Unit 2 through the vehicle replacement schedule, to grant immediate authorization to proceed 


with the bid process, and to authorize a claim to be filed with insurance.  


Funds in the amount of $200,000. are in the vehicle replacement program for the replacement of an ambulance.

HR – CONDITIONS OF EMPLOYMENT 


Status of Employment 


405.05 


 


PURPOSE 


 


To provide guidelines when establishing the employment status of an employee. 


 


POLICY 


 


There shall be a consistent and uniform process for the establishment of Fayette County employee status 


based on the requirements of the position. 


 


PROCEDURE 


 
Regular Full-Time Employees 


 


Those employees who are hired for an indefinite period of time without a stated limitation as to length of 


service and who are employed to work a minimum of forty (40) hours per week or its equivalency.  An 


employee in this status is eligible for County benefits. 


 


Regular Part-Time Employees 


 


Those part-time employees who are hired for an indefinite period of time, in excess of one (1) year, 


without a stated limitation as to length of service (other than continuation of program, position need 


and/or funding) and who are employed to work less than a regular full-time employee.  Only those 


employees in a regular part-time position which (1) the County designates as benefit eligible; and (2) 


who work more than (30) hours per week may enroll in the County’s benefit program. 


 


Temporary Part-Time Employees 


 


Those employees who are hired for a stated length of service, season or project, and who are employed to 


work forty (40) hours per week or its equivalency.  An employee in this status is ineligible for County 


benefits. 


 


Temporary Part-Time Employees 


 


Those part-time employees who are hired for less than one year with a stated length of service, season or 


project, and who are employed to work fewer hours than a regular full-time employee in a comparable 


position.  This category also includes employees who are employed to work less than thirty (30) hours per 


week.  An employee in this status is ineligible for County benefits. 


 


Exempt Full-Time Employees 


 


Those employees who are hired for an indefinite period of time without a stated limitation as to length of 


service and who are exempted from the minimum wage and overtime provisions of the Fair Labor 


Standards Act (FLSA).  An employee in this status is eligible for County benefits.

Deferred Compensation (457) 


 


The County provides you an opportunity to participate in a Deferred Compensation Plan.  Under this 


plan, neither the deferred amount nor earnings on the investments are subject to current Federal income 


taxes until such time as the employee receives payment from the plan.  You can contribute up to a specific 


percentage of your earnings, as defined by law.  Several investment options are available. 


 


The Board of Commissioners may adopt a retirement plan(s) for employees, appointed officials and 


elected officials.  The Board of Commissioners may adopt different plans for different classes of 


employees.  Once adopted by the Board of Commissioners, plan documents will be made available to 


employees.

Information Center (GCIC) electronically.  Fingerprints are processed for the County by the Criminal Investigation Division of the Sheriff's 


Office since the Marshal's Office does not have the proper equipment. The County currently charges $30. per person to be fingerprinted.  


Of this $30.00, $19.25 is charged by GCIC for their processing fee and the County retains the difference to offset administrative costs.  


The Criminal Investigation Division has informed the Department that the processing fee by GCIC will be increased to $40. effective July 


1, 2009.  The fee is not included in the actual business license ordinance or fee schedule so an ordinance amendment would not be 


necessary. Based on the fact that the County was basically retaining only $10.00 for administrative costs, staff is recommending  that the

David and Sandra Rosa have requested a hearing before the Board of Commissioners concerning a request for tax refunds.


The law allows a taxpayer the right to a "hearing" or "conference" with the Board of Commisisoners when h/sh believes an error has 
occurred in their property tax billing. The Rosa house (Parcel # 04-0702-004) was assessed as 100% complete beginning in 2002, 
however, at the Rosa's request, the house was measured for accuracy on March 24, 2009.  It was discovered that the house was 
originally and erroneously assessed with 4,160 heated square feet but should have been assessed for only 3,560 heated square feet- a 
difference of 600 heated square feet. 
 
In accordance with O.C.G.A 48-5-380(b), the Board of Assessors recommends approval of the refund request for the previous three 
years.  The aggregate amount recommended for approval is $2,064.25 ($658.29 for year 2006; $683.51for year 2007; $722.45 for year 
2008). The Board of Assessors further recommends denial of the refund request for all years prior to the year 2006.  The aggregate 
amount recommended for denial is $2,549.07 ($602.68 for year 2002; $640.59 for year 2003; $653.17 for year 2004; $652.63 for year 
2005).
